	Assistant Prosecutor Gerald A. Innes said normally this hearing is just a procedural thing in accordance with ORC to set a date and time for the Engineer to submit the final plans.  This proceeding is not a hearing, no evidence will be heard.  
In the mean time he has been in negotiations with the property owner’s attorney and they have requested to go with a different procedure, a boring procedure, which seems to be more acceptable to the landowners.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said the county is somewhat reluctant to do this because this could increase the cost of the project a lot, but Attorney Hunt said it is worthwhile to get prices of this project within budget.  
The plan now is to go ahead and have the Engineer bid out this boring project and see if we can come up with a cost that is doable and then go back to the landowners and finalize an agreement and have this project proceed on a more amicable basis.  
He would request Commissioners give the engineer more time to proceed with an agreed upon attempt to resolve this and continue this hearing to another time at a Commissioners meting.  He said the Engineer will just submit the plans formally on record at that next meeting scheduled.
