WHEREAS, harmful algal blooms in Lake Erie threatens one of Ohio's most important natural and economic resources by negatively impacting the use of water for drinking, fishing, boating, and swimming in northern Ohio; and

WHEREAS, in 2015 Lake Erie experienced the largest harmful algal bloom in its history; and

WHEREAS, toxins from algal blooms damage the kidneys and liver, and can cause nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, paralysis, and potentially death; and

WHEREAS, communities that depend on Lake Erie as a source for their drinking water have made significant investments to ensure it is free from dangerous levels of algal toxins; and

WHEREAS, toxins from algal blooms threaten the health of anglers, boaters, and swimmers exposed to contaminated water; and

WHEREAS, the sources of pollution that cause harmful algal blooms include chemical fertilizers, livestock manure, overflow from municipal wastewater systems and wastewater treatment plants, and home sewage treatment systems; and

WHEREAS, strict rules are in place that provide tools to reduce municipal sources of pollution, but Ohio lacks the adequate regulatory framework to control agricultural pollution; and

WHEREAS, current voluntary incentive programs to reduce agricultural pollution are not sufficient to prevent harmful algal blooms; and

WHEREAS, enforcement of the few rules in place to prevent agricultural pollution rely largely on individuals filing complaints with state and local authorities; and

WHEREAS, Ohio lacks specific limits on the amount of pollution allowed in its waterways that cause toxic algae; and

WHEREAS, March 22 is World Water Day, an annual event throughout the World that focuses attention on the importance of fresh water and advocates for the sustainable management of freshwater resources.


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners supports amending portions of the Ohio Revised Code and Ohio Administrative Code to achieve the following:

●
Require agricultural producers develop and follow plans that will effectively reduce 

algae-causing pollution and that specifies the best management practices each producer will follow appropriate for each operation;

●
Limits nutrient applications to only what crops need to grow for optimum yields;

●
Improve compliance with agricultural pollution laws resulting in more effective

enforcement that does not overly rely on citizen complaints; and

●
Establish numeric limits on the concentrations of phosphorus, nitrogen and

sediments allowed in Ohio waterways, all of which will help prevent toxic algae.

WHEREAS, Ken Carney, Lorain County Engineer by letter dated March 8, 2017 submitted the following:

“Several weeks ago, the Lorain County Engineer received notification from Richland Engineering that the Whitehead Road Bridge #0813 be closed to all though traffic due to severely deteriorated bridge beams.  This structure is inspected yearly and was scheduled for        replacement in the next several years.  However, the corrosion had accelerated beyond what was anticipated thus causing the beams to begin to show signs of failure making it unsafe for vehicles to pass.

Looking at the structure, the most cost effective solution to opening the bridge in a reasonable time frame would be to purchase a new superstructure from U.S. Bridge through an emergency contract.  County forces would be utilized to remove the existing superstructure and subsequently assemble the new bridge when it is delivered to the site.

COMMISSIONERS REPORT




Commissioner Kokoski had a conference call on Thursday regarding the Stepping Up Initiative.  There is a two-day workshop coming up about how the County process works, how to better address mental illness and addiction issues, and how to prevent these type of people from going to jail.  She also attended an annual advisory council meeting held by the Mental Health Department, and gave each Commissioner a copy of their report.  When she left the meeting, she noticed work going on at the 911 tower building.  Administrator Cordes commented that the building is surrounded by trees and there is an illusion that the building is leaning, but it is not leaning.  He checked it out last night and work on the building is going well.  Some inside work is taking longer to get done, and he is hoping to have the work done by Fall.  The Lorain County Mental Health Department discussed their 2018 budget and 2016 annual report at the meeting.  On Saturday, she attended the Rally to Rescue at the Midway Mall, and there was a good turnout. The Dog Kennel staff and volunteers were there, and they reminded her that it has been three years since a dog has had to be put down due to space issues at the Dog Kennel.  There is a good group of volunteers, rescue groups and staff working together, and she is very proud of their work.  On Monday, she attended a Columbia Township meeting regarding the issue of gun fire and bullets penetrating houses.  She wanted to know what the County policy is and what happens when someone calls 911 about this issue.  She had heard that some people were told by dispatchers that they are allowed to shoot guns in the townships.  Mr. Cordes responded by saying that the 911 dispatchers are fine folks, and they have the policy and procedures in front of them, and comments may or may not have been said.  He would need more specifics to verify what may have been said.  Ms. Kokoski asked Mr. Cordes if he knew what the policy is for gun fires.  Mr. Cordes responded by saying that gunshot issues would be given to the Officer at Charge at the Sheriff Department, who would make the decision on what course of action to take.  He has met with the Sheriff regarding policies and procedures, but occasionally there may be a stray phone call.  Training can be improved, but every phone call cannot be screened.  Commissioner Lundy has been involved with the City of Elyria and hospitals, and he has learned a lot about dispatching.  Overall, the performance has been stellar, but he said he would look into this issue further.  Commissioner Lundy echoed that meetings with the hospitals and City of Elyria have been positive with good feedback; and Mr. Cordes has done a good job, and he is pleased with the quality of work.
Commissioner Kalo reported that NOACA had their Quality Board meeting on Friday.  The facility planning was changed in regard to Pheasant Run and there will be public hearings soon.  Mr. Cordes said they are applying for low interest loans, and trying to get 2% loans for some people.  He is seeking every possible low cost solution for residents.  Commissioner Kalo wanted to thank NOACA and their staff who are looking forward to meeting with them so they can move forward on the Pheasant Run project.  Commissioner Kalo serves on the Emergency Shelter Board of United Way of Lorain County to approve funding for Phase 3&4; and Second Harvest Food Bank has been a great partner.  NOACA also shared their 2017 federal & state legislative agenda, and they are working with ODOT and the federal government to strengthen some of Lorain County’s needs, such as multi-modal funding which is part of a special Transit grant.  Commissioner Kalo also met with the Ohio Environmental Council on issues concerning water quality, alternative energy and the offshore wind program.  He also attended Marcy Kaptur’s Town Hall meeting on Monday night with about 100 people in attendance; and she did a good job informing everyone about what is going on in Washington D.C.  He thanked everyone who put together the Polish meeting with the Council General at German’s Villa.  The Council General talked about how he wants to expand Polish investment in Ohio.  On Tuesday, the meeting in Columbus was cancelled due to the weather; and on Friday the Department of Corrections will explain what they are going to do on a County level.  Mr. Cordes commented that

there might be more reluctance to try to get people on a lesser charge to correct themselves because of incarceration fees.  There are other issues like eliminating population in prisons and less funding for indigents that will be discussed with State Legislators.  Senator Manning is in charge of the committee; and hopefully, she will find a way to re-revenue it.  Commissioner Kalo wished everyone a safe St. Patrick’s Day, and “do not drink and drive.”
Commissioner Lundy also enjoyed meeting with the Ohio Environmental Council in Columbus, and he said they are doing good work.  He was unable to attend the Lorain City Schools meeting held at El Centro.  The State’s control over the Lorain City Schools is troublesome.  The teachers are working hard to meet the standards, and the State keeps raising the bar, to where Superman cannot fly over it.  Everyone is working hard to keep high quality education at Lorain City Schools; and the Superintendent at the helm has good leadership and understands the needs.  On Friday, he attended the Urban League Diversity Conference held at LCCC.  Dr. Jackson of Georgetown University challenged everyone to drill down on various individual definitions that we have. On behalf of the residents, citizens, taxpayers, and electors of Lorain County, and as a representative of the Ohio Citizens for Honesty, Integrity, and Openness In Government Ltd.
