a.								PRESENTATION

	Tom Kelley, EMA/Homeland Security Director said he been in public safety for 40 years and has not seen anything like this and working  16-20 hours / day for the last 2 weeks plus with conference calls with Ohio Emergency Management Agency and the Governor and President declared states of emergency at which time the OHEMA office opened up from 7 am – 7 pm.  On that Monday, he requested 1000 N95 mask PPE (personnel protection equipment) from the State and 7 days later they requested more information, then on Friday State told him that it would take 70 days. The regional national stockpile has not been activated yet, but is in Arizona is low as well on PPE. He request anyone that has donations of PPE to drop off.  He is staying up to date is in constant contact with Health District and has sent out over 10,000 emails in the last 12 days or so from various state/federal/local jurisdictions and discussed the use of the emergency operations center. He also heard that seniors were not receiving meals on wheels, he checked with the Director and she stated they are being delivered. He said social distancing has been in place and stated many in face meetings have been cancelled due by conference call.  Commissioner Lundy asked if there were any issues with conference call and being on the phone the other day with Administrator and it dropped off, are these lines being maxed out. Mr. Kelley said he had no problem, the only problem was when the Governor closed the restaurants, then the cell system overloaded, went down which then disabled their altering system so it took about 6 hours to get back up.
	Mr. Kelley said the biggest problem is social media, it can become our worst enemy.  He said people need to stop placing misinformation on social media, that just takes time away from other issues that are pertinent so a response can be made. For example, Marshall Law is coming because the National Guard was seen on SR57 by the mall, well the National Guard office is on SR57.   
He wanted to thanked Jessica and Kevin, EMA employees which are here today and Kevin is in charge of the reports of chemicals and that was due March 1 and Jessica does the grants and they both do whatever else is necessary and thanked all the volunteers, hazmat team, dive team, swift water, instructional class and this training is ongoing.  
Mr. Kelley said the WENS system only has about 30,000 subscribers, everyone needs to be signed up, its free this is how commination is done during emergency, etc.  Commissioner Lundy said EMA does a lot of public information ads and this should be a priority. He is signed up for all county and jurisdictions information and even the update on the elections. Mr. Kelley said there were about 37,000 messages that went out on that one single message until about 11 pm. Commissioner Kokoski said this should be on our website. Mr. Kelley said it only takes a few minutes to sign up
	Commissioner Sweda thanked him for taking her call but she had a concern and discussing an induvial she knows that was indirect contact with the officer in Lorain who has since developed all the systems and is self-quarantined at home. The directive from Mr. Covell was ‘stay home, unless the need to feel you need hospitalized’ “unless your systems elevate to a degree that you fill a necessity to be hospitalized, you will not even be tested’. Her concern is we have an illusion that this county has 4 confirmed cases of Coronavirus, is there anyway we could project to the public how many, how many communities unfirmed but legitimate cases because a lot of folks are not giving this the gravity that she believes it presents and there are still environments and pockets of folks that this is overkill but there are people that are out there that are infected and it’s because of the lack of test kits. Mr. Kelley said HIPPA laws do not allow them to say who it is because than that becomes a frustration point with 1st responders not knowing what they walking into.  He said 911 has a serious of questions to narrow it down so they are alerted and he has a meeting right after this with the Mr. Covell.  Commissioner Sweda said could we hae a temporary provision that the caller gives the ok to divulge the information of where this case maybe located at. Mr. Kelley said this information is given to the health district and that jurisdiction is then known. Assistant County Prosecutor said maybe but would not do it verbally.
	Commissioner Kokoski said our 1st responders EMT were masks, all the time. Mr. Kellye said he just saw a medical directive that South Lorain County Ambulance will be wearing masks on every call but only have 100 and Lifecare could use that per day and these are disposable after one use
	Commissioner Lundy said ongoing discussion with police and fire and their staffs. Mr. Kelley said yes, 4 people in Lorain; 1 confirmed and 3 in isolation.  He stated we are in the same boat together with the state and we have mutual aid contracts so if help is needed it will be done on calls for fire, police, etc.
	Commissioner Sweda said we continue to stress that there are 4 confirmed cases does not ese their concerns for how contagious this is and how many folks experience systems and these people are not being counted, it is a big deal. Mr. Kelley said to flatten the curve we need to not mingle. Commissioner Kokoski said we don’t want a false sense of security
Commissioner Lundy said he can’t stress enough Facebook; social media can be worse enemy and said even on your fb page you stated you can’t keep answering this. Mr. Kelley said yes, he said many directors around the state copied and pasted his message and said stay informed go to CDC, Lorain County Public Health
	Commissioner Kokoski asked if there were 2 strains – S & L. Mr. Kelley said not true
	Commissioner Lundy said there are no supplies issues, it is just people buying stuff up. Mr. Kelley said stopped at LaGrange IGA since it is out of the way store for him and was curious as to the shelves and he said the spaghetti o’s and soups were gone and couldn’t believe. He said we did not even have this when Elyria was the first case in the state of Ohio that had the H1N1 case. Commissioner Kokoski said we did not have the quarantine like we do now, Mr. Kelly said no but he has not seen this panic buying since after 911.

	B. CHIP Program: 
	The County intends to request funds from the Community Housing Impact & Preservation Program (CHIP) which includes HOME and CDBG funding. Under the current CHIP, the State of Ohio is encouraging cities and counties to partner on CHIP applications. The County may apply alone for a base grant of up to $400,000 for CHIP activities. The state encourages communities to partner with other local jurisdictions. Lorain County is eligible to partner with the Cities of Oberlin, Sheffield Lake, and North Ridgeville in PY’20. Together, they may request up to $1,350,000 in CHIP funds.

	Ms. Shaver stated that Oberlin and Sheffield Lake receive $300,000 each; N. Ridgeville receive $350,000 and Lorain County receive $400,000, so collaboratively it is $1.35 million and they have received suggestions on filling gaps
	Mr. Romancak said RLF are going well for the main streets and Wellington is submitting
	Commissioner Sweda said she attending the Housing Advisory meeting and glad to see the parties involved and their feedback
