COMMISSIONERS REPORT




Commissioner Kokoski attended the LCCC board meeting at the Wellington campus, this past Thursday, to swear in their newest board member, Tom Smith.  This Board does work during their board meetings, and this meeting was held from 3:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m.  She also attended a “Celebration of Life” at North Eaton Church to honor a former neighbor, Laverne Witherall, a retired fireman from Elyria.  She felt safe when they were her neighbors, but unfortunately they moved.  

Commissioner Kalo spent time with the CCAO in Columbus in discussions with the Department of Rehabilitation & Corrections.  They talked about making felony 5, no longer having to go to prison.  It is being sent to the budget bill, then to the legislative process, and it would offer $40 million to Counties, the break down means about $33/day per Felony 5 that we would keep here, to help them lower their prison population.  There are 6 or 7 counties that have a pilot program.  Most of them said it was working well, but not for the long term.  This is for a two-year biennial budget.  In attendance were court of common pleas judges, court administrators, municipal court judges, sheriffs, CBCF and Adult probation, about 50 people.  Four hour meeting the CCAO is going to testify this morning against it, and the reason being, and he spoke with Judge Ewers who has the same concerns, the legislation as written  is kind of gray.      Light sentencing of 12-month or less would be embezzlement, gross sexual position concerning a child, drug trafficking, cocaine, etc. there was a lot not addressed in the language.  Director Moore said he would address the final language, but we don’t have the space for this, at a cost of $33/day and they would have to go to the County Jail,  they can no longer go to the prison system.  The  Felony 5 was established in 1996.  The CCAO has come out strong against it.  They will vote to change some of the language of criminal activity.  
He was back in Columbus on Friday, regarding the MCO Medicaid state revenue loss, it gives us a one-year back-up and then were done.  The Governor plans on moving the next budget program from the Department of Health to Medicaid.  The budget issues we addressed and how it will affect everyone.  He thanked State Representative Dan Ramos, who signed onto a bill of financing coming up.  Steve Arndt, and Steve Ganley both former County Commissioners who introduced legislation regarding indigent fees.  We are trying to get 2/3  of the chamber and hopefully will end up in the Senate.  Commissioner Lundy said we need to be more transparent with the general public.  He also had a meeting with Senator Bob Peterson, Chairman of the Senate Finance Committee going over the issues.  Opiates was a huge discussion.

He served on a committee with the Board of Elections has been working on this for three years.  There was discussions on license fees for counties, civil rights, rural townships building codes, dogs barking, and shooting guns.  Mr. Cordes said the County is in charge of dogs at large that are causing a disturbance.  Also discussed Veterans Services Commission to try to find alternative funding options to replace the ½%.
Commissioner Kokoski asked where else they could get the funding; and Commissioner Kalo said       The Veterans Services Commission receives up to a $1/2 million.  Mr. Cordes said a couple of years ago we use to have to approve it.  There are sections of the code that leave a lot of ambiguity with regard to the responsibilities.  With that being said, the inside millage that was passed has been saturated.  It was supposed to give them 10 mil (inside millage), and that was saturated, because everyone had already used the inside millage (10 mil) and there was no place to go but to take it away from the County.   Lorain County is 88 out of all counties in the State; and the ninth largest county; and we are dead last.  Commissioner Kokoski said probably because the County was more prosperous years ago with the steel mills.  Mr. Cordes was glad that Commissioner Kalo was looking into this issue because it needs to be adequately addressed.
Commissioner Lundy thanked everyone at the CCAO for their efforts.  He commended Tom Smith, the new board director at LCCC, and he has great respect for him.  He attended the Township Association meeting in Rochester and discussions were held concerning some of the by-laws. Fair booth and spring banquet.  He congratulated Jack Kilroy and all the organizers concerning the Silver 17th which took place on Friday, and he and his wife really enjoyed.  Congratulations also to the City of Elyria, Mayor Brinda and Bill Byrd regarding its 200 year anniversary, and all the celebratory plans.  He also met with Judge Ewers who is working together with Judge Miraldi concerning recovery court and all of the serious challenges they are faced with.  We have a responsibility to help people.  There are up to four overdoses per week in Lorain County.  It is a community problem not just their problem.
