Those three (3) vendors visited the facility and demonstrated their products and services, as well as the vendor who had been providing the phone service, Secures. All were provided with the specifications for service and equipment to build proposals with. The proposals were received and evaluated. The best proposal was submitted by Inmate Calling Solutions, LLC, referred to as ICS.


Agreement details have been worked out with ICS. Asst. Prosecutor Innes has provided guidance during that process and has approved the final version of the agreement as to form.

The following are highlights of the proposed agreement: There are no expenses to Lorain County. All inmate phones are lines will be replaced. Inmate calling rates have will be reduced and connection fees will be eliminated, resulting in a 50% savings to inmates, families and friends.  A new inmate video visitation system will be installed at no cost, replacing the aged out system currently in use and saving Lorain County approximately $280,000 .00 in replacement cost. The video visitation system will be capable of future expansion to support off-site, remote style visitation as well. Commission rates to the General Fund will increase from 60% to 70% and will offer a guarantee of $300,000.00 annually. Year one of the commission guarantee will be diminished by $200,000.00 and that money will be offered up front in a form of a "Technology Grant’ that can be used to purchase a full body x-ray scanner for the jail and the necessary remolding associated installing it.
