WHEREAS, At a time when so many hardworking families are struggling to make ends meet, HB 53 would lead to lower wages and less protection for workers. Plus it would hurt collective-bargaining rights in the State; and

WHEREAS, Ohio voters strongly support collective bargaining rights, as was made evident by a statewide vote opposing Senate Bill 5 in Ohio; and

WHEREAS, The Economic Policy Institute calculates that workers in states with right to work restrictions earn $1,540 less a year, while U.S. Census Bureau data shows that median family income is at least $6,000 less compared to other states.  There is also evidence of higher injuries and deaths on the job; and

WHEREAS, Lorain County Board of Commissioners support all workers in the county to earn a fair and livable wage, so they can have a better standard of living and provide for a better quality of life for their families; and

WHEREAS, The Board also supports the rights of Ohioans to collective-bargaining; and

The 3rd floor will be built out, fire suppression system will be installed due to the building codes, no booster at this time but could potentially due to the water pressure from City of Elyria.  The copula was not able to be restored but with the new lighting will enhance the architectural features.  The parking lot will be expanded on Court Street to 20-30 spaces. City of Elyria will take out the turning lane on 3rd and the lights will be replaced. The back of the courthouse will have an extension to blend in with the courthouse for ada/503 requirements, rather than have a zig zag ramp through the courtyard. 	Commissioner Kalo said Soil & Water does a great job and with the Great Lakes Initiative grant being jeopardized by the new administration in DC this work needs to continue.
 	Mr. Schlechter said George Andrews, Eaton Township Zoning Inspector will take over for Karl Schneider when he retires and he will be a good fit.  The budget has been around $60,000 last few year and they pay rent in the amount $22,000 along with the fees that are collected along with SWAC money.  This would be great again this year but there have been additional regulations imposed on producers and would request $60,000 to continue said programs with an additional $35,000 to hire a full time technician to serve our farmers through education and financial assistance when available.  We need to receive such funds by April 30 in order to receive a state match.
Commissioner Kalo said this is all 50% match. Clark Hudson stated the state gives each district $15,000 but we are in a biennium so not sure what the dollars and match will be.  He stated that the 1st $20,000 is a 125% match and then it goes from there, he does no to the state but is around $14.9 million to be allocated and at $70,000 that is the breakpoint.  Mr. Cordes said the county has been creative with this funding on the farmers rent, swac money going though general fund then given to Soil & Water so they can receive their match.
Commissioner Kalo said he would like to see at least an additional $11,000 going to Soil & Water to keep these programs running and the Great Lakes initiative not sure if there will be funding there. Gerald W. Phillips,  Avon Lake said on March 15 he was at the Commissioners meeting making a plea and request to repeal the sales tax and place on the ballot in November, which the Commissioners rejected.  March 22 he attended another commissioners meeting and placed a taxpayer demand on Jerry Innes, which was also rejected. Curtis Weems, Avon Lake said as Commissioners you have exercised gross abuse of power by unilaterally imposing the sales tax in spite of the fact 90% of the voters against this last past November. He is simply acting on behalf o the voters of being a party to this lawsuit and working to get the tax issue back on the ballot. As citizens we can’t stand abuse such as we did perpetuated on us and only expect more abuse of power from and you work for us and decide to impose the tax against our will.
