	9:35 a.m. – Tom Kelley, Director – LCEMA/Homeland Security said things are certainly different, attending call meetings daily with Health Department and every Monday, Wednesday and Friday do an update with State EOC and Director Sue, OH EMA is from Elyria.  
The PPE national stockpile was not meant for every single state/county at one time, so this has been a challenge.  Many PPE’s that have been received have gone to police, fire, ems and nursing homes which consisted of 20,700 masks, 2,400 gowns, 67,000 gloves and were given to 67 entities which is not even enough to cover the demand in our county.
	Mr. Kelley stated that Battelle in Columbus is now sterilizing N95 masks so we had to figure out a way to get the mask to them. He had discussions with Mr. Cordes and Lifecare, since Lifecare was already a vendor of Battelle and they were willing to do the transport of masks by using the wheelchair and transportation van employee who had less to do during this time.
	Mr. Kelley said last week was interesting with an F1 tornado that went through our county on April 7 and the homes/farms that were damaged were all insured so no additional damage assessment had to be done.
Also there is a home in Carlisle Township that has fallen 30 feet down a cliff and working with the state on the mitigation of this.
He thanked his staff of for working during all this.  Commissioner Kokoski thanked him and his staff, you all do a great job
	Commissioner Sweda said with the looming date of May 1 to reopen the state, her concern is testing and tracking and how do we do this
Mr. Kelley said social distancing should continue and reopening need to go slow, would hope the mom and pop stores open first so we can get than back to a living. He said testing’s not sure, there has only been around 200 kits delivered to our Health Department which were then given to the nursing homes which are being hit hard now.  
	Commissioner Sweda said she spoke with Superintendents and laying out plans for the fall, but not engaging 100% on line they need to be cautions and safe.
	Commissioner Lundy said there are not enough PPE’s for our 1st responders and healthcare, so what happens to everyone else when everything is back opened.  Mr. Kelley said there were 200 masks donated to the Avon Lake Police Department, that then delivered to O’Neil Healthcare, N. Ridgeville because there is an outbreak there and volunteers from University Hospitals went to O'Neill Healthcare to help out.  Mr. Cordes said the next outbreak will be the prisons, we have to in this county, plus our county jail, etc.
Mr. Kelley said we are also seeing an increase of demand from the funeral homes and adult day cares.
	Commissioner Lundy thanked Lifecare and Battelle for waiving $3.95/mask fee. Mr. Kelley said yes that was huge and there is no limit
	Commissioner Sweda thanked Mr. Kelley and his team along with Health Department and Mr. Covell, there is a sense of security that the best that can be done is being done by all of you.
Mr. Kelley also gave a shout out to LCCC for making face shield, there was around 4-500 sent to the hospital, ingenious ideas and he gets daily calls from companies selling masks, wanting up front money but can’t give a guaranteed delivery date.  Commissioner Kokoski said there are a lot of people making homemade masks because everyone is sold out.
Commissioner Lundy said what about testing, he heard Cleveland Clinic, Avon has a fast track for government employees
