	Don Romancak, Director – Lorain County Community Development Department said this is the 2nd public hearing	
Lorain County is eligible to apply to the State of Ohio, Development Services Agency, for funding under the Community Development Block Grant Program (CDBG).  CDBG funds originate with the Department of Housing & Urban Development, at the federal level.
	CHIP Program:
	The County intends to request funds from the Community Housing Impact & Preservation Program (CHIP) which includes HOME and CDBG funding.  Under the current CHIP application process, the State of Ohio encourages cities and counties to partner on CHIP applications.   The County may apply alone for a base grant of up to $400,000 for CHIP activities.   The state offers funding incentives to partner with other local jurisdictions.  Lorain County is eligible to partner with the City of Oberlin and the City of Sheffield Lake in FY’2018.  Together, they may request up to $1,000,000 in CHIP funds.
	Lorain County, City of Sheffield Lake and City of Oberlin have reached an agreement to partner for FY’2018, with the County to serve as lead applicant and grantee.  This is the same arrangement as was done for the current FY’2016 CHIP program. 
	CHIP is a competitive grant program - not all applicants will receive funds.
	Summary:  The project would include funds for private owner-occupied housing rehabilitation, owner home repairs, rental repairs, tenant based rental assistance (TBRA), project soft costs, and administrative expenses. These activities were given priority after consulting with the partners, affordable housing service providers, and other community stakeholders from the public and private sector. 
	The project would run for a period of 26 months (September 1, 2018 – October 31, 2020).  The total funding requested is $1,000,000.  This is based on a Lorain County maximum request of $400,000, a City of Oberlin maximum of $300,000 and a City of Sheffield Lake maximum of $300,000.  Services are designed for Oregon, Maumee or county households (outside the Cities of Lorain and Elyria) with incomes less than 80% of median, with some activities restricted to lower maximum incomes.
	The program operating area would include all sections of the Lorain County (excluding the Cities of Lorain and Elyria), City of Oberlin and the City of Sheffield Lake.  
	The request includes the following tentative funding levels (note:  all primary activities include estimated project soft costs necessary to implement and complete the activities):
	Primary Housing activities:
1. Private Owner-occupied rehabilitation: Financial assistance to eligible low income owners to repair or replace major systems in their house that are substandard.  The County will request funding of $573,000 in HOME funds for a minimum of 15 units.  Seven (7) units would be targeted to Lorain County residents, four (4) to City of Oberlin residents and four (4) to City of Sheffield Lake residents.  All rehab will meet Ohio Residential Rehab Standards & HUD standards for Lead Based Paint in existing dwellings.   Funds would be provided as combination deferred and forgivable loans, secured with a mortgage and promissory note.
2. Home Repair:  Home repairs activities typically address one system – repairing or replacing unsafe/substandard conditions.  The County will request funding of $264,000 for owner-occupied home repairs for a minimum of 23 units.  Nine (9) units would be targeted to eligible Lorain County homeowners; seven (7) units would be targeted to City of Oberlin residents; seven (7) to City of Sheffield Lake residents.  Assistance would be provided as a grant to the eligible homeowner.  The request will include $220,000 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and $44,000 Ohio Housing Trust Funds (OHTF).  OHTF are restricted to households with incomes below 50% of area median.

3. TBRA: The County will request $15,000 of HOME funds Tenant Based Rental Assistance to serve an estimated fifteen (15) households (5 in Oberlin, 5 in Sheffield Lake and 5 in the County).  This activity pays rent and utility deposits for participating families with incomes below 60% of area median. Lorain Metropolitan Housing Authority will administer this activity.
4. Rental Repair: The County will request $28,000 for Rental Home Repairs ($18,000 CDBG and $10,000 OHTF) to be used for 3 units in Lorain County (outside the cities of Lorain and Elyria). Targeted for 1 in the county and 1 each in the cities of Oberlin and Sheffield Lake.  The rental home repair activity typically addresses one system – repairing or replacing unsafe/substandard conditions, in a unit rented to low income tenants.  Participating landlords will provide matching funds for the construction costs.

The balance of funds would be used for project administration ($55,000 Home & $65,000 CDBG).  Fair Housing costs of $4,000 CDBG funds are included in this admin.  Lorain County will share administration duties with WSOS Community Action Commission, who will implement the project

Commissioner Lundy said various jurisdictions have contractor list as well and understands with government there is paperwork but we are here to help and you are guaranteed to get paid.
WSOS said on barrier is lead base paint; the state is requiring that all companies have a certification, even roofers. Mr. Cordes asked if this was the state mandate or pass through.
