JOURNAL ENTRY
Jerry Good, Economic Development Coordinator, presented an update on development activities per the request of Commissioner Kokoski.  Mr. Good gave an update on three ongoing development activities.

	First – Transfer of lead responses with TeamNEO/JobsOhio.  On June 20, 2016, the responsibility of responding to state and regional leads transferred from Team Lorain County to Lorain County Community/Economic Development Department.  The Department has been averaging 1 to 2 responses per week.  In addition to providing property information, several of the leads have included “Requests for Information,” which is more detailed utility and environmental information on sites and buildings.  The information is requested in order to qualify the site or building for the lead.

Second – JobsOhio recently changed the database for tracking sites and buildings, moving from InSite (Atlas) to GIS Planning (Zoom 
Prospector).  The new system allows for building detailed demographics around the coordinates of the property.  Detailed information, such as workforce availability and skill sets can be built within seconds.  The old system did not provide these functions.  Currently there are 237 properties, both sites and buildings, in the system.  There are 48 active properties currently in the new system and 189 inactive properties.  The development department, on a monthly basis, reviews each property to determine its current status.

Third – The Economic Development Department is currently engaged in a project to inventory all of the current industrial parks within
 Lorain County, looking at how many parcels are currently being utilized and how many remain vacant for either sale or lease.  The information will be helpful in convening a conversation within the county on the need for additional industrial parks and potentially building a spec building.

Commissioner Lundy asked Mr. Good to provide information on how the economic development lead process works and why sometimes confidentiality is important.  Mr. Good provided a couple of examples from his past experience on why companies have a need to keep their expansion or relocation projects confidential.		________________ (discussion was held on the above)

	Commissioner Kokoski attended a few fundraisers - Prosecutor Will’s steak fry at DeLucas’s and Lorain Democrats brunch at Jackolope.  The Solid Waste Department invited her to judge the calendar contest.  There were about 900 entries from 1st grade through 12th grade.  She also read an email sent by the Auditor’s office concerning the importance of dog licenses.  If a dog has a license and it runs away, it can be returned quickly and kept safe and not end up at the Dog Kennel.
	
Commissioner Kalo had a busy week. He attended the Chamber of Commerce, Realtors Association and BIA event for elected officials in Avon Lake.  He thanked Director Gallucci of NOACA for the federal dollars in getting work done on roads, interchanges and sewers and for generating jobs.  He presented a proclamation for the Workers Memorial Day at city hall in Lorain on Friday and thanked the Police Department.  Other events he attended were Prosecutor Will’s fundraiser, Hispanic conference at Day’s Inn in Elyria, and on Sunday, Community Alliance pancake breakfast, Lorain Democrats brunch, FOP spaghetti dinner, brunch for police chiefs of Lorain County, and polish event presented by Tom Borowicz, Bailiff and radio personality on WOBL.  He congratulated everyone who was elected and re-elected at Tuesday’s election and the poor turnout was disappointing. He has made it well known that he is an active proponent of medical marijuana use.  On May 8th, there will be a fundraiser held at the Town Hall Restaurant in Cleveland; and the proceeds will be used to educate the next generation of doctors and nurses.  On May 31st, a Medical Cannabis Education Symposium will be held in Columbus to talk about certain requirements that doctors and nurses would need to know in order to prescribe medical marijuana.  The cost is $15.00 per ticket.

	Commissioner Lundy is married to an addiction counselor; and he has concerns about marijuana use, especially if there is an increase in adults using it, younger folks may think if it is okay for them, then it must be okay for me, which could lead to drug abuse.   Commissioner Kalo reiterated that what he is referring to is “prescribed” marijuana only.  He attended the Chamber of Commerce elected officials event; and he was pleased with Director Gallucci’s presentation as to the importance of communities supporting their organization and seeing government in action.  This shows how active and engaged the Commissioners are in helping local communities.  He also attended the Avon Lake Business Expo and met people who own small businesses.  Friday, he attended the Workers Memorial event in Elyria, and expressed thanks to the Labor organizations for all they have done to make the workplace safer.  Prosecutor Will’s fundraiser was good; and his staff is overworked due to the opiod epidemic.  He congratulated Charlie Neff who retired and was very dedicated to his work, and he had enjoyed working with him.  He was unable to attend the Hispanic conference, but has attended them in the past, and is supportive of their organization.  Lakefront Lorain County had a booth at the Gardeners Fare in Vermilion and there was a good turnout.  He is looking forward to feedback and ideas at their event tomorrow at the Sheffield Lake Community Center at 6:00 p.m.  They received a grant and put $2,000 on the table.  He was glad to have attended the Lorain Democrats event and FOP spaghetti dinner on Sunday.  Although there were some events he missed, he tries to be supportive and involved in all community efforts.  

He also was present at the Avon Lake High School academic achievement dinner that recognizes students for their academic achievement.  The students nominated the teacher who had influenced them the most.  Commissioner Lundy used to share students’ comments with the legislature, but for some reason they were not appreciative of it.  Teachers have a big impact on students, and the future looks bright when you see these students.  He had an opportunity to talk on WOBL about Restaurant Week which will continue through Sunday, and to learn more about it, visit VisitLorainCounty.com/LoCoEats.  There are various menus available under $35, and he ate at one of the restaurants to celebrate his one year wedding anniversary.  He thanked WOBL and WNZN for airing it.  Local radio is very important because they serve the communities’ interests. 
He also met with Elaine Georgas to talk about addiction challenges.  Main Street Elyria is actively improving business opportunities in downtown Elyria.  The pizza challenge done by the Rotary Club at Nick Abraham’s dealership was a lot of fun.  He thanked Nick Abraham and all the dealerships that are giving back to the community during these tough economic times.  The Cinco DeMayo dinner is tonight and the parade will be this weekend.  The $64 billion State budget has made it all the way to the House of Representatives and then going to the Senate.  More levies can be expected because local schools and governments have less money.  Congratulations to everyone who participated in the election.  Running for public office takes a lot of dedication and sometimes courage.  There was a small turnout, but not many issues to vote for.
