	9:35 a.m. - 	Dave Covell, Health Commissioners Update
	Mr. Covell said the Lorain County Public Health website is updated daily at 2 pm and there is also data page with trending and total cases. He stated Lorain County has 500 confirmed cases, 67 probable cases and 44 deaths youngest was 37 tears old with underlying health conditions.  He said Governor DeWine elected him as part of the reopening committee of restaurant and bars as well as other health commissioners and we need to be responsive on the opening to get it right or there could be problems. They have meetings daily on a variety of issues throughout the state and the county.  The whole community needs to cooperate, wear mask, we are all in this together and we follow we can succeed. Also there is a committee on recreation of pools which is complicated and input from ODNR and we all want to see everything opened safely.  Just like Dr. Acton said “pandemic is not about the virus, social impact, economy, mental health, they are all important it’s about how we all balance, it is not easy but we Ohioan’s have done a great gob with balance and the economy will begin to open and we all need to keep people safe”.  Mr. Covell met with School Superintendents, Mayors, Hospital and Elected Officials and all developing plans. For instance Riddell called and asked for a walk through, so the health department team did that last week in order to get them up and running.  
	Commissioner Sweda asked where is our trend, peak and evaluation. Mr. Covell said the curve has been flattened and did not have the sharp peak as expected but we have been on a level slope and continue to have at least 4-5 cases/day. The message still is to wah your hands, cover your cough, stay home if you are sick, wear mask and social distance.  We do not want to go back to shut anything down
	Commissioner Lundy said there are 2 prisons in this county and a lot of inmates travel here before they are given their destination. Mr. Covell said the prisons have taken precautions and have done a good job with isolation, etc. just as the nursing homes.  They are both doing isolation, quarantine and step down unit. 
	Commissioner Lundy asked about the daycares. Mr. Covell said the Governor should be addressing but this is a unique situation with children and daycare providers
	Commissioner Lundy asked about testing and tracing. Mr. Covell said testing is limited, needed it 2 months ago but it is a swap test and looking at if once you had it, can you get it again, etc.  Also once more places open up and if there are hot spots the State said they will send people up to help.  The 2nd part of the test is important too, looking at antibodies, are you immune, how many exposed, reoccurrence, etc. There are actually some people that are in the testing stage now that have been reintroduced to the virus to see if they are immune. This testing will tell them a lot to see if totally immune, can it develop again in a few days, months, years and this all helps to get a vaccination and hope to see some results in the next 6 weeks
	Commissioner Kokoski said EMA had sent a graph showing the numbers had increased. Mr. Covell said there are a lot of different graphs and yes with each new case there will be an increase
	Commissioner Sweda thanked Mr. Covell and the health department staff all doing a great job and it has helped with her confidence and has been great communication and the message are factual not frightful. Mr. Covell thanked them for their confidence in the staff it is very stressful and many he not had days off since this all started and their dedication is beyond extraordinary.
	Commissioner Lundy said he went to the dentist and they are covered head to toe in gear and on Saturday he ran to the bank and it looked like a normal day before the virus hit, so many people and many not wearing masks. Mr. Covell said yes it is going to start to get busier, but we all still need to be cautioned the mask is to protect others from you. He said if you are outside by yourself, you don’t need a mask, but if you are going where other people are; keep 6 feet apart, wear mask, wash hands.
Commissioner Kokoski asked about gloves.  Mr. Covell said people wear them to clean surfaces and common places. But if you want to wear gloves in public places that’s fine, but take off throw away, do not touch face and wash hands
	Commissioner Lundy said to Mr. Covell “you probably thought you would not see a pandemic in your 30 years of service. Mr. Covell said no but he is prepared for all and actually the office had a pandemic training schedule in June well now we don’t have too and continue to do training on various things.
