	Mayor Hunter thanked the Commissioners for inviting him and good to see smiling faces and sunshine.  He just got off the call for the Mayors and Managers meeting and hats off to our Lorain County municipalities with respect to our police departments, all went well and we all just need to listen and take action not just words and work together.  He said Sheffield Village continues to work and the Village has lost over $400,000 in revenue, there is no hiring, not replacing retires and there are projects that are still moving forward.  Mayor Hunter thanked the County for participation on the project, so when you enter the Village there will be orange barrels on SR254, Abbe Road and Colorado. These streets are being widen, new stop lights, turn lanes and barriers in the middle. Colorado and Abbe Road resurfacing end of June and Abbe Road to Sheffield Lake limit hope to finish within 3-4 weeks.  He thanked his employees and residents for doing a great job in this health situation and listening to the recommendations and thanked Mr. Covell, County Health Department Commissioner and his staff for doing a great job, everyone is in great hands with this leadership.  Mayor Hunter asked everyone to continue to respect others and their rights, many times not everyone will agree but listen and stay safe
	Commissioner Sweda always appreciates Mayor Hunter that he is concerned not just for his Village but for all of Lorain County and continue to bring in business during this time. Mayor Hunter said yes there is Chipotle and 2 other new business that will open up shortly, but come visit the Village they have 28 restaurants and 319 business.  He had a meeting last week with Lorain County Chamber, North Coash Chamber and Tony Gallo on restaurant and business and set parameters
He stated Ford has gone back to work which 54% of the land is in the Village and he said Avon Lake seems to get the majority of the revenue since that is where the employees are located but Ford’s expansion is moving ahead and that plant is in good hands with Union Chair Herb Bennet and Union President Bill Samples they continue to progress and employees are outstanding
	Commissioner Kokoski said she lives in Elyria but only about a 100 feet or so from the Village line so she frequents the Village often and nice to see a Mayor know his residents and business

2. The Emergency Housing Assistance (EHA) activity will provide citizens up to three months of rent or mortgage assistance if they have suffered economic hardship from the COVID-19 Pandemic.
