	This public hearing is being conducted on behalf of the Lorain County Board of Commissioners in order to make application for CDBG Community Development Allocation Program Grant Program Year (PY) 2019.   The first public hearing was held on March 13, 2019 where the program and general guidelines for application were explained. Also during that presentation the eligibility requirements and application process were discussed.  During this second public hearing, I will present the basic grant requirements and proposed projects to be submitted in this application for CDBG Community Development Allocation Program Grant Program Year 2019.  
	The Guidelines for application are:
· Lorain County is permitted up to 20% of the allocation to administer the program and fair housing costs are included in this 20%
· The County may apply for 15% of its total allocation for Public Service projects 
· Lorain County is limited to no more than six (6) County activities in one given year (Fair Housing & Administration are not counted in the 6)  
· The County is no longer required to undertake a project in a city that is within the County that was once a direct allocation.  
	Process
· The activities must meet one of these two (2) National Objectives: 
1.  Benefiting low- and –moderate- (LMI) income persons
2.  Addressing slum or blighted areas
· The CDBG PY19 grant is a 2 year grant cycle
· The County’s PY2019 Community Development Allocation is $507,000.  This is $30,000 more than we are awarded in the CDBG PY17 grant. 
	Notification and Funding Request applications for the availability of CDBG funds were mailed to the townships, villages, small cities, Main Streets and Public Service organizations in Lorain County on February 22, 2019.  This year, the Lorain County Community Development Department received nine (9) Requests for Funding. The applications submitted were reviewed for eligibility under the CDBG guidelines and for compliance with the National Objectives. 
	Request for today are the projects for Lorain County’s CDBG Community Development Allocation Program Grant Program Year 2019 application.  It is our desire, following the outcome of this public hearing, to submit to the Lorain County Board of Commissioners an application for approval.  The application will then be submitted to the Ohio Development Services Agency, Office of Community Development prior to the June 14, 2019 deadline.

	Mr. Cordes had no other issues today		
	Commissioner Kokoski said she received a call from an Elyria councilperson and they discussed Amtrak and councilperson then understood, she asked Mr. Cordes to explain that project.
	Mr. Cordes said this project was stopped last fall and Council explained it to the Mayor. Commissioner Kokoski said the open ended indemnification clause, concrete forms ordered and there were many other objections that the FTA put in front of the county that they did but it just kept coming, even over extreme deadlines, the county did what they needed to do, the county even accepted the bids but never issued a notice to proceed.  We had an impasse which was fatal.  He said our Assistant County Prosecutor Innes in all these years he has never seen him so irritated at the rail Norfolk Southern.  He said the county ran this project with ambitious goal even when the rail kept giving us different obstacles but fatal defects were received.   He said the county cannot have the identification that the railroad wanted, our Prosecutors office said no as well as the State Attorney General. The county asked Amtrak to do indemnification and said they would then came back in 45 days and withdrew and then asked for a 5 year ground lease on the track with a renewable.  This trains that come through are double deck freight, the business in this corridor and years ago these tracks were elevated off the ground because of the accidents.
Commissioner Lundy said it has been said Sandusky and Toledo have the rail. Mr. Cordes yes, but they are different from this county since they already had the terminals and are at street level. This could those tracks are above, we had to go over the tracks and tracks had to be opened while all this construction going on with double stackers, plus requiring 2 platforms, sky bridge and another area to the south in the future for their expansion of 3 rails, plus stairs for fire rescue.  We asked years ago to use the tunnels underneath and Norfolk said no, they are closed and filled, well to their surprise they are not, which is used as storage
Commissioner Kokoski thanked him for this clarification; many people do ride the Amtrak it just goes through at bad hours here.
Mr. Cordes said they also wanted bathroom, $160,000 more. The county already has bathrooms in the facility that we could have opened but Amtrak did not want to pay for the operation, they also wanted the county to do snowplowing, elevator, etc., but they were not giving any funds for these things.  
Commissioner Sweda said its irresponsible take public comments its following forwards. Mr. Cordes said there were significant cost underuns that he discussed with the commissioners several years ago.  He stated ODOT took funds from FTA and moved to another transit system in 2013. Commissioner Lundy said it stated in the paper that all avenues were exhausted, it was a legal fatal defect and respect the Mayor but there has been ongoing direct discussion with the parties as well as Senator Brown and DC, but they would not even help with the legality. He said he spoke with council people Mark and Donna and they both understood as commissioners will set all council onto the same page.  He also spoke with the Mayor sometime last year and it is always easy to speculate when you are not directly involved.  Lorain County will not expose themselves or the taxpayers to an indemnification clause. Mr. Cordes said he even asked the city to take on the clause, there prosecutor’s office said no as well.  He stated that his team get stuff done, they build buildings; justice enter, old historical court house, 911, drug task force, sewers, health dept., transpiration center, etc. we have cleaned up the downtown Elyria we don’t just paint mural and criticized other peoples work it is beyond the control for this project.				____________________(discussion was held on the above)
