	9:30 a.m.	Dave Covell, Health Commissioner – Lorain County Public Health 
	Commissioner Kokoski thanked Mr. Covell for joining the meeting this morning. She stated that COVID 19 has highlighted the fact that minorities are negatively impacted by health related issues more than others and would like the public to know what goes on behind the scenes at the County Health District not just as it relates to COVID 19 but all health related issues in our community. They along with their many partners have made significant stride in health concerns of our minority population.
	Mr. Covell said he would like to first discuss how it relates to COVID and then we will discuss everything they are doing in the minority communities with health equity concerns. There are 661 confirmed COVID cases, 98 probable, 427 recovered.  Probable means that people are in quarantine when they have been in close contact with the case and then eventually they have symptoms but have not received the test.  There has been a lot of discussion with the minority population and how they have been adversely affected.  Think about it in 2 ways; 1 – testing, how many are positive and 2 – hospital and deaths in areas and complications have occurred.  The first part, there are a lot of minorities that have jobs that take care of us all, people that work in nursing homes, nursing fields, hospitals and other medical fields so there is a larger percentage of minority population that have these jobs and it makes sense that there may be more people tested and more people positive.  The underlying issue is the medical conditions; cardiovascular disease, asthma, other issues that cause the reaction or the outcome of COVID 19. There has been discussion for many years how minority population are really struggling with these chronic diseases at a higher rate than rate of population and it really is all about health equity.  The idea of access to care, fresh fruits and vegetables and other issues within the community that cause these underlying health conditions, so now COVID 19 has brought this to the forefront to show that these underlying health conditions are really having an adverse effect and COVID 19 is affecting them more.  Mr. Covell said Lorain county is similar with most counties in the state and in the country with percentage that are tested positive and the outcome.  
	Mr. Covell said how does health equity and race fit together, there have been many discussions and for the last 10 years they have identified data points to look at inside our community where the most adverse effects happening in terms of health.  In 2013 a Community Health Improvement Plan (CHIP) was developed looked at African American infant mortality rate and much higher it was not only than the average the white baby born was dying at a rate of 1/3 of the average black baby born but more importantly than that, Lorain County was higher than he State of Ohio which is around 15 and at that time we were over 20.  The concern was how do we adjust and how do we direct all our resources into a situation to help mom and baby with a better health outcome.  
The coordinated services with Health Department, Mercy Resource Moms and other community partners around Help Me Grow, Children and Families First council and determined to help moms with better health outcomes with prenatal appointments, stop smoking and a variety of things can contribute to high risk and premature birth and bad health outcome.  With these services they have plummeted and around 8.5-9 out of 100,000 births and last year number of African American babies that had not made it to their first birthday was 4 and before this collaboration was started it was 12. He stated 4 is still high, he would like it to be 0 and have also done Cribs for Kids so all children have a crib and looked at prenatal appointments and continue and the new plan for CHIP this year will also continue on infant mortality but will also do Thrive for 5. Thrive for 5 is kindergarten readiness and get children more ready and will have better health outcomes when they do better at school and also have new partners; schools, childcare center and variety of others working on this so we don’t just want babies survive to 1, we want them to thrive to 5 and hope to report in 3-4 years we can report that this has really made an impact.
	Mr. Covell said they also do lead poison prevention and testing has gone up and positive lead cases have dropped and receive an annual grant from HUD to keep families in a safe living scenario.
	Mr. Covell said in access to care and management of chronic diseases and we struggle in this county with Diabetes and Stroke. Diabetes range among African American and Hispanic adults is much higher than the State and population and we have been making a concentration effort. He said they did something that did not work and that was access to fresh fruit and vegetables, how do we help the communities get to fruit and veggies at a reasonable price so that we can have healthier eating that helps with diabetes and stroke and heart disease.  They did a corner store initiative, applied for funding from Ohio Department of Health to have these stores provide this opportunity and more people can walk there and was a 3 year project and did not work. The product could not be maintained, the stores were not selling enough and we need to continue to try to get folks getting fresh things. They talk a lot of about community gardens and farm markets to get that opportunity there and also working on walkability and bikeability in communities because we found out over the years, depending on where you live the environment where you live can have a dramatic affect on your health outcome. If it is easier to walk, bike and exercise in a safe way in our community you will have a better outcome with your health and it is always a combination of diet and exercise.  They will continue to work in communities
Mr. Covell said the access to care, and when Medicaid expansion occurred did help some communities because some people could not afford to get insurance. With no insurance, no doctors or health care.  Now there is a problem with high deductibles so there are alto fo out of pocket expenses and people can not afford to go to the doctors. For hypertension, they provided blood pressure cuffs at the all libraries s so they can get a check up and also partner with Lorain County Health and Dentistry along with all the hospitals to continue minority health fairs and more access for people to go. As they continue down this road, with all the hospitals systems will provide more of an opportunity and access to that care and yes some issue is the transportation but there are a lot of opportunity to give people that don’t have a care but could have access to transportation for a medical appointment.   There is also an issues with convenience factors because our residents are working and don’t have time or have opportunity to take time off and go to the doctor so we need to find after hours and more access to medical care and this disproportionally affects African American and Hispanic communities because they work everyday with odd hours and can’t go to the doctors so this is why COVID has affected them more because they have not managed their health issues, so this is where the future will continue when it comes to health equity issues and will continue to work with children and infant mortality has been done for multiple years and we need to focus on adults.

	Commissioner Kokoski said she was thinking a task force but there already is one called CHIP. Mr. Covell said CHIP Community Health Improvement Plan steering committee consist of Presidents of the local hospitals, Lorain County Health and Density, MARHS Board and Metroparks. Then there are 5 different subgroups focusing on different concerns that meeting quarterly to make changes and then it is given to steering committee to implement.
	Commissioner Lundy said there have been ongoing meetings with faith based, African American community and what have been the conversations and equity concerns with people of color. Mr. Covell said Mercy Health helped a lot and organized a group of African American pastors from churches all over the county and discussions specific to their congregations on what they are concerned about health and talked about immortality and talk about adult health issues and there have been Narcan supplied because some had issues with drug addictions and last meeting was right before COVID but have had calls on how to get their congregations opened.  He said a lot of people deferred their medical care because they are worried about COVID and it is important for everyone to know that it is important to go to your medical appointment in a safe manner.  He said he has a meeting with pastor every few weeks and mostly conversations have been about COVID lately but prior was around several health topics.  
	Commissioner Lundy said they want to connect with the health department in what they are doing or can do, everyone can do better and obviously the community has concerns about health and equity and make sure that their leadership role and will work with you and how to assist and one colleagues suggested better connect government leaders with you so they are aware of the ongoing discussions in equity and healthcare. Mr. Covell said also social economics affect your actual health outcome and as public officials they concentrate on economy, jobs and the better we do in that area the better off everyone will be, so how we connect back to our day to day health equity issues would be a great way to actually bring everyone together and its important.
	Commissioner Sweda said the 3 topics relating to their terms of infant mortality when the statistics are they more weighted in pre birth to delivery or birth to 12 months. Mr. Covell said definition of infant mortality is birth to 12 months. Prenatal is important so we helped out moms to give a good birth.
	Commissioner Sweda said does mothers age affect those statics at all regardless of race. Mr. Covell said yes, younger moms struggle more and there are alto of teenage births and birth spacing is good and variety of factors and 1-2 weeks more of gestation makes a huge difference
	Commissioner Sweda said adult care, adult influence on fresh fruit and veggies and exercise and capability to get out does one have a greater effect than the other; diet, lifestyle. If you have to make 1 change, what would be the most instrumentally in managing chronic disease. Mr. Covell said it depends, 2 factors; people eat well but don’t’ exercise and need exercise more, others are vice versa but probably would say diet in his opinion is the bigger issues is because people have high salt diets, high fat diets but they all things work with different metabolisms. A good diet will do a lot in terms of blood, cholesterol, stroke and monitoring your numbers is really important and you need to know these things. He said sometimes it is a hard message to get people prepared for good health in later years, you may not be affected now, but you could be later
Commissioner Kokoski said there is an old saying ‘if I would have known I was going to live this long, I would have taken better care of myself”
	Commissioner Sweda said there are estimates if you stop smoking after so many years, it helps but when it comes to exercise and diet how can you see reverse. Mr. Covell said there are dramatic affects with people in 30 days when it comes to diet and exercise and terms of wear on your body you need to talk to your doctor. Like smoking, someone has smoke this long and did this damage to my lungs but does not know that there is a great number with cardiovascular help but when you make changes you have more energy and more of a healthy outcome.
	Commissioner Lundy said you have been in health care for 32+ years and can you say all these years there has been disparity and you also need strong support at all levels and money is needed for programs to work. Mr. Covell said poor people since beginning of time, the poorer you are the worst your outcome is and have known this since the 1700’s. We as a community and society in the last 100 years have increased our ability to live longer but the problem has been early on and see difference in community but has been at least the last 15 years communities of color have been disenfranchised when it comes to health equity, so this was an issue that started to be address along with funding along with the last decade to make changes. When you think about a long time of problems occurring it takes sometime to turn it around and have had some success, and there is always work to do and federal funding needs to continue to continue to look at these health equity issues and create a better health opportunity for everybody. 
	Commissioner Lundy said the reality is that to have a candid conversation that we are all white on this discussion today and if you live in a  community of color you do see this as a health care crisis because it impacts families of color, children of color and now the community is saying do more than just talk, lets see action, see a commitment and appreciate all that you have done and doing more than other counties, but the reality is that here in Ohio, throughout life, across the nation and around the world this disparity exist, is he correct in his statement. Mr. Covell said yes it still exist in Lorain County and we have made inroads but as he mentioned there is still work to do. Commissioner Lundy said as they have said we want to find a way to assist and work with him and help and appreciate what is going on with the Community health improvement initiative and it is important to drill on the inequities and disparities that is taking place. Mr. Covell said the CHIP and groups there are many folks that are from the community of color that provide discussion and what needs to be concentrated, as well as Spanish speaking folks, etc. and other community groups give insight to what is happening in their communities and cannot be just us to figure out what is needed for communities everyone needs to join in and help each other together. If anyone would like to help please contact Health Department to get involve and shape the future and how to make a difference
	Commissioner Kokoski said that is exactly what we need, we know that there is a crisis in this country relating to race and equality and need to continue these discussions long after the news media goes onto to something else.
