	9:50 A.M.	-	Craig Snodgrass, LC Auditor – Nexus update
	Auditor Snodgrass said last time he discussed this with the Commissioners was December 2019 when Nexus sought their first appeal and he said now this is their 3rd appeal and State of Ohio Tax Commissioner is supposed to rule on this end of June. The revenue was supposed to be around $7.3 million/year with over $34 million in 5 years to the county. Their current appeal was 62% less around $3.6 million and many county entities will be short over $1 million/year and it also hits all levies, schools, townships and libraries as well.
Commissioner Kokoski said it is not fair that companies do not have any limits on appeals. Auditor Snodgrass said correct, they were at $110 million, $67 million $52 million now $41 million and they say you should be happy what you receive because you did not have anything before. No they need to pay their fair share
	Commissioner Lundy thanked the Auditor for staying on top of this and said him and his colleagues had attended many meetings that this was good for the community and will bring jobs and the revenue and taxes will help everyone out. Well some schools and communities relied on these funds within their budgets, to build fire stations, etc. He said FERC came in and said you can appeal, complain but the pipeline is going in, so the Commissioners approach back then was to get all the questions answered and make safety a priority and respect the landowners. Now, Nexus claims less value with cost overruns and deprecation. Auditor Snodgrass said cost is cost and Nexus said what they were going to give, there are 14 counties involved with a revenue generated at $110 million and then they took 38% across the board and want to walk away from giving $68 million.  Commissioner Lundy said they need to honor what they say. Auditor Snodgrass they just want to keep dropping the value down because this is what it would be based on for year to come which would continue to decline. Commissioner Kokoski said it is a brand new pipe and equipment is year.
	Commissioner Sweda said it is important to recognize that this project was not popular, property owners and county consented to this and then they represent in poor favor, just like the Windfarm in Huron County, schools and community were promised such powerful things and then they turn around and deprecation everything with a low tax base. She asked if it would help to do joint appeals. Auditor Snodgrass said he will continue to fight and yes he thinks in numbers will help. Commissioner Lundy said this is so frustrating.

	WHEREAS, May 27, 2015, The Commissioners raised concerns from the constituents about the plans from Spectra to construct the Nexus Pipeline to transport natural gas from Southern Ohio to Canada.  At that time, the Commissioners stated that SAFETY was the number one concern for the whole county and requested that the least number of the county residents be adversely affected  and there would be sufficient setbacks to protect our citizens; and

	WHEREAS, during the presentations made by Nexus to the 14 Ohio counties impacted, the company said $83 million in revenue would go to the counties, with $7.3 million going to Lorain County; and

	WHEREAS, the pipeline became operational in 2018 and the Company appealed its tax value in Columbus to have it reduced by 62%; and

	WHEREAS, December 18, 2019, The Lorain County Auditor updated the Commissioners on the projected loss to the county; our local governments, libraries and school districts due to the Nexus pipeline appeal; and

	WHEREAS, The Lorain County Auditor received information the first week of October 2019 from PUCO that Nexus had a $110,747,000.00 value which meant an approximate value in Lorain County of $9.5 million; and

	WHEREAS, June 18, 2020 Nexus filed another property tax appeal, asking the county to accept $3.6 million from its pipeline instead of the $9.5 million, which is around 62% decrease; and

	WHEREAS, this pipeline value reduction has caused and will cause financial hardship for our local economy, our schools and communities at a loss of nearly $5.9 million; and
	School Districts effected:

	Kristin Fox-Berki, stated they are requesting a 1.8 million renewal be placed on the November 2020 ballot.
She said Lorain County Children Services provides safety, permanence and long term well-being for our community’s abused and neglected children.  In 2019, 4,525 referrals were made to the agency about suspected child abuse or neglect, this equals every 2.5 hours there is a referral for 24 hours, 7 days a week.  This levy would cost $63/year or $0.17 cents/day on a $100,000 home valuation. She said the local dollars (levy) provide 54% of total revenue used to protect.
