PUBLIC HEARING

1ST SALES TAX 

Clerk Upton stated this 1st sales tax hearing is for the purpose of providing additional general revenues for Lorain County, for a continuing period, an increase of the existing tax levied pursuant to Ohio Revised Code Section 5739.026 (A)(2) and (A)(3) and 5741.023, by one-quarter of one percent (1/4%) for a continuing period of time, for the purpose of providing additional general revenues for Lorain County Transit and general revenues for Lorain County General Fund.  She stated within the resolution at that time there was a split of 25% to Transit for 5 years and 75% for general fund.
Publication was in the Chronicle Telegram and Morning Journal on June 22 & 29, 2016 for this hearing today and the final hearing being held on Tuesday, July 12 at 6 pm.
Brian Frederick, Vice Chair MOVE & CEO of Community Foundation of Lorain County said MOVE has requested a full ¼% sales tax. The vision of MOVE is for a transportation system that is sustainably funded so the system can create economic development in the county, similar to 911; the transportation needs a dedicated permanent funding source so that this service can be provided.  We need a transportation system that is smart in its design and operation with the best possible system with dollars available.  We need a system that uses best practices system for the future and need to leverage every available local dollar and with every available partner and get the biggest bang for our buck.  MOVE’s vision is for the county transportation system that is accountable to the public which would show real value and earn the public support. Most important, MOVE’s vision for public transportation system is capable of significant meeting the transportation needs to the Lorain county residents, this needs to be a sufficient size, scope and frequency to adequately get people to appointments, education, healthcare service, this is an investment not just an expense.  He said the process has been straight forward, what’s the need; what’s the plan; what would it cost, do we have voters support.  The research indicated that a system with 10 strategically placed routes working 14 hourly days service, 7 days a week and 30 minute wait times is a minimum we should shoot for in this county. This is a definition of a system that can provide real transportation options to get folks to jobs, education and healthcare.  Even this will not solve all the transportation needs but it’s a goal, it’s a reasonable start. “It may not be a Cadillac but it is a good solid build in Lorain Ford.” The research indicates that a system with these features will cost $9.3 million dollars of local support which would leverage additional federal dollars which would still fall short of our neighbors; Stark, Lake and Summit Counties.  We know that a full 1/4% sales tax will provide the local dollars needed to support such a system and the polling indicates that Lorain county residents would support the tax if they knew that it was for a transit system; smart, sustainable funded accountable and adequate. Knowing the needs, having a plan, understanding the cost and convince the voters support would stand ready for a dedicated sales tax for transit.    Mr. Frederick said he is not insensitive to the county with their hardships but a proposal to allocate only ¼ of the 25% is grossly inadequate to provide the level of transit systems that are needed in this county.  Less than ¼% of a sales tax won’t support a transit system with an adequate size, scope and frequency.  This would be an absolute tragedy to waste money on something that is less than adequate.  Something may be better than nothing when negotiating a raise with your boss, but this is not the case with something as complex as transit, just decreasing the frequency of an inefficient system from 1 hour to 30 minutes would rough cost $6 million in local funds and 1 hour waits are insufficient. We have all seen examples of how inadequate solutions are a need for the real solution. MOVE’s bottom line has been and is a transit system with 14 hour days with 30 minute wait times and 10 routes this is the plan by any discussion of leadership should be. It does come down to a matter of priority. MOVE believes public transit is both necessity and priority and we know that the State of Ohio lacks in support for public transit and maybe at 11 am today in Valley View, Governor Kasich will have something of value of additional resources for transit but we cannot bank on that.  Mr. Frederick stated the Commissioners have the opportunity to show the residents of Lorain County that our County Commissioners prioritize transportation and they are willing to take bold actions to help with jobs, education and healthcare. The need is real, the time is now and we are here to have the Commissioners reconsider to have the Lorain County voters to decide in November for a ¼% sales tax fully dedicated.


Mark Hullman thanked the Commissioners for their service that benefits Lorain County everyday and causes are government to succeed. Sometimes you are faced with important significant decisions and are here today to discuss an important significant decision.  When he was 16 years old he always had a car and anytime he wanted to, he could get in a car and go anywhere. For some people they are not this fortunate, some people do not have the resources necessary to own a car.  We can do something to help those people, helping them is the right thing to do.  MOVE’s research indicates a robust public transportation system will contribute to economic growth. The Commissioners indicated they support public transportation “let’s step up to the plate” and place a sales tax on the November 8 ballot for a dedicated funding for a robust public transportation system in Lorain County, so we can help people as well as improve our economy. This is the right thing to do and is the right time to do it, please place a sales tax on the ballot for meaningful public transportation that will make a difference in Lorain County.

Judy Riggle, Oberlin and we face a lack of public transportation. Yesterday she took a friend from Oberlin to El Centro, Lorain to pick up a check that she was in dire need of and the social worker was too busy to deliver. They spoke of jobs that she could no longer do because of limited walking but also there were jobs but because there was no transportation at 5 days a week will not get her to a job and Saturday and Sunday.  And during the week she would have to leave 2-3 hours ahead of her job to catch a bus.  We need a fully funded system to use.  She needs to get additional education but no way to get there and there are many ramifications for the citizens, you need job skills, education and a job how do you do this without a public transit system. She also said the fares need to be reasonable because a monthly pass to this person does not exist with any means to obtain.

Marco Cuevas, N. Olmsted stated he was born in Lorain and graduated from Brookside and spent many years away coming back to Northeast Ohio working with a nonprofit.  He stated several meetings ago, sitting in the audience he heard the comments on transit and stated the argument of the need is there, its solid and commitment from Commissioners is solid.  He thinks it is hard for people to articulate in their lack of faith in government and to handle funds and starts at federal level and trickles down to state and local. When things are coming up to vote, he educates himself and feels everyone should and one way to ensure this for himself is by knowing exactly where the money is going.  He is more likely to vote for something that is one issue rather than funds that are comingled.  This county is hurting, he sees it and with the work he does through the counties, he sees it and hears all the time that this transportation is the biggest issue that a lot of the social service agencies face with getting; jobs, training, grocery stores and doctor appointments.  How do you answer a question, do you have reliable transportation to get to work and you don’t and there is no transportation to get you there.  He stated that firefighters are not at work, steel mill is all but dead.  As a financial coach he meets with clients and looks at expenses first, meeting with them up to 3 times looking at expenses before income is discussed and the reason is because those expenses dictate their lifestyles, why, more of the same, asking for more money does not fix it.  If he can work with a client and help them save $9,000/year which is an average expense of a car and rely on public transportation.  Their ability then to be financially stable increases and allows them for less stress and more opportunity to focus on more important issue.  From a business prospective, you have to spend money to make money and stop looking at capitalizing public opinion and a fixed tax base it will do one of two things; voters are going to see this as an investment but if you are asking for funds to be comingled voters might take a chance and transit might not pass. As he said before there is a general mistrust in voters concern and one way to gain the trust back is to clearly show the voters a fiscal responsibility and clearly state this sales tax is for transit.  He does understand the county has a budget crisis, but public transportation is a robust need.  He has been to 15 different countries during his time in the military and every area he was in had a robust, well maintained not hap hazard public transportation was bustling with economic growth.  Allow the sales tax to be dedicated and assure that the system will be done and supportive the way it is required and this will help with the budget crisis, will have increase economic growth and gain trust of the voters that this is an investment, not an expense.
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Theresa Shea, Elyria is here to speak for the silent masses for those who have not spoken, the citizens of Lorain County that have no transportation and those that are concerned about it.  There is a beautiful historic transportation center and no transportation for low income, elderly and children. The transportation center is only for the elite of our county just like the basic rights of transportation.  We have to come together as a community and a county and support an entire system of transportation and stop excluding all those who are not good enough in this county you can’t just die because you are older and can’t get around.  Transportation is life or death.  She stated Heather Wright, Elyria set up community meals at St. Andrews Church and brining other churches together to feed the hungry because everyone deserves to eat a good meal off of a nice plate, she lost her sight but knows how to help people with dignity. Research of transit system that works, we need to follow and have been to St. Paul, MN and Los Angeles, Lost Angeles being the worst still ran on schedule and had a place to call for your destination and coordinate schedule to get people to work on time.  We need to have an organized bus system, the one we have is not qualified and need to hire a transportation expert that can successfully manage the big cities, this county needs to hire because we need the same systems to be successful but on a smaller scale here and would look very good to federal and state grant monies.  The sales tax increase in its entirety must go for busses and if it is a sales tax, everyone pays; young, old, children, etc. everyone donates to the transportation system.  It is important to have a core, solid proper structure and have a transportation expert and funded by the Commissioners and everyone in Lorain County then we can expand from Lorain and Elyria to other areas.  Lastly we need to change our historic transportation center as a center bus system, where buses originate and people can call for help and it will be good enough for all of us, not just the elite.

John Pesuit, Oberlin and has had pleasure working with the Commissioners in the past on other transit needs and we need to bring back our busses and public support.  We recognize a lot of money is needed and know the Commissioners are supportive and very thankful for this but what is happing right now is of concern and he agrees with MOVE that a full ¼% sales tax is needed for public transit. He believes this is needed to get a cohesive public transit system to allow people to transfer routes to get to where they need to go with frequency. He stated the time is running out to get this issue to the voters to get full support from the voters. He thinks this year is the year the ability to push it over to get it passed and if not know, does not believe it will be later and appeal to the Commissioners for their support to help get to a resolution.
William Harper, Penfield – Executive Director United Way of Lorain County and Chair of MOVE (Mobility & Opportunity for Vibrant Economy) thanked the Commissioners for providing this time to share their perspective on their proposal for a ¼% tax.
He said Harriet Truman was famous for being a plain speaking straight talking president he once said “a pessimist is one who makes difficulty with opportunity and an optimist is one that makes opportunity with difficulty”, he thinks this is applies here. There are no questions that we have had fair shares of difficulties in Lorain County and recognize there is a great burden in keeping government moving forward.  In the past may be even more challenging by the actions of our Governor and State Legislators.  With this said, each of us have a choice; to be an optimist or a pessimist. An optimist would have a vision of great times ahead for our county, a time for civic engagement, educational achievement, living wage, employment, strong families. Also Harriet Truman also famously said “never did give anyone hell, just told the truth, and they thought it was hell”.  Well the inconvenience truth is that the lack of transportation options in Lorain County affect every sector of our being. We had an opportunity to invest more into a transportation system that has a financial payback and research shows that expanding transit will improve our economy, create those greatly needed jobs, yield business sales and increase home values.  A strong system of transportation is critical to a strong healthy community and public transit is to happen as this one.  A strong transportation system gives people the good end jobs and employs dependable workers strengthen our workforce. Strong transportation system gets people to higher education and training so they become part of our local workforce. A strong transportation system gets people to the services they need and the healthcare which includes overall wellness.  In conclusion he asks that when it comes to the future of our county, are you an optimist or a pessimist. Please give them the opportunity to work together for a common vision and a bright future for all.  Please give them the opportunity to make their case to the voters this November where an investment of a ¼% sales tax dedicated to public transportation.  

Commissioner Lundy said he had received correspondence from Mr. Harper and this Board has supported transit, but not the whole dedicated ¼% and Board is committed to 25% of the ¼% for transit and living up to the commitment for 5 years.  
Commissioner Kalo stated that could be changed, Clerk stated yes in the resolution that was first discussed and adopted was 25% to 
transit for 5 years and 75% to general fund. Commissioner Kalo said this is the resolution and can be changed nothing has been guaranteed yet. 
 Commissioner Lundy said it is important to have this public discussion about being interested in 25% and the request was much higher. Mr. Harper said an editorial in the newspaper suggest that we really need to get together and find some common ground.  MOVE’s focus has been on what is the adequacy of the public transportation that we need and can provide.  Their research and free consultation especially from Ken Sislack, expert public transportation has demonstrated that the $9-10 million dollars range is what is needed to provide the level of service that they think that can provide that core of service consisting of 10 routes, 14 hours per day, 7 days a week. They would also like to see a dial a ride service for older adults, disability and less populated parts of the county. One of things that were suggested that if there was common ground then splitting and sufficient funds to deliver that and partner with RTA, etc but not cutting the cost of delivering this kind of service.  Mr. Harper said their focus is on what the tax delivers in terms of service and will and Commissioners have their anticipated future expenditures some of which are being imposed by the courts and others that are which long awaited capitalized services and everything has to be balanced. So what they have suggested was if they could get to a higher percentage of that tax, assuming that could provide the adequate transportation system they are proposing that might be some common ground.  
Commissioner Lundy said this is why discussions need to be had because we need to reach some kind of middle ground here if possible because the folks here want a designated ¼% stand alone for transit and so the next step which was a very good compromise that they would be willing to do when approved by voters, but he stated Mr. Harper said the 25% is not high enough, where should the threshold be.  

Mr. Harper said their preference is dedicated but if, again the focus would be on, his thought would be to get the biggest bang for the buck, what would the voters voting in favor of the tax expect, what can we promise. If the Commissioners and MOVE are together on providing the 10 routes, provide that bus that comes every ½ hour, run it 14 hours per day to get people to employment that is the system that we need to start with, if we can get together on this, in some way it does not matter how much money we are spending, right, we want to spend the least amount of monies to get to that system.  Mr. Harper said for example, if county was able to meet their obligations for a smaller percentage and they were able to deliver this public transportation system and fulfill the needs that are identified then let’s do it and take the case to the voters together.
Commissioner Lundy said it was mentioned that the percentage needs to be higher, so it is more like a transit levy. Mr. Harper said yes. Commissioner Lundy said the county has needs, seriously ones and in a hypothetical world if a proposal were to come forward and one hasn’t yet but if Commissioners were to split the ¼% MOVE is still saying that this would not be sufficient. Mr. Harper said if we are together on the promise, based on everything we know, all the numbers, the federal dollars overtime and he really knows the Commissioners do believe in transparency in government and making promises that are kept but we need to be very specific on the system that would be delivered.  Commissioner Lundy said he is trying to get his arms around to get some movement here to see what can be worked out, a compromise that is why questions are being asked. He said hypothetically if the Board were to say they are going 50% of the ¼% which no commitment from the Board yet, is MOVE still saying this will not be enough.  Mr. Harper said he can’t see how the numbers would line up, in terms of delivering that system.  If the Commissioners were to do their own research and say hey, 50, 55, 60, 75, 80, whatever it is that will deliver the system they outlined in terms of transportation then he believes everyone is on the same page.  
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Commissioner Kalo said he has spoken to several community leaders as this process started and talking about the ability to negotiate certain terms, and he came up with the 50/50 split and shared with the board to see if that was a possibility and then the expectations and could do some models as to what the $4.75 million would do and best case scenario, it’s not a matter of Lorain County spending $4.75 million all cash with no match, it takes time to build up a system.  In discussions points, MOVE has not given a whole lot of that to talk about it, it is not going to be a sales tax passing in November, on January 1, 2017 we would have 10 routes, 30 minutes, we cannot even get a bus.  Mr. Harper said we need to have a plan that is built out.  Commissioner Kalo said yes a timeline.  Mr. Harper said we need to come together. Commissioner Kalo said these are discussion points and think the dollar and cents and possible scenarios that the $4.5 million dollars and works with his budget director daily because of the county needs.  He stated this hearing has turned into another transit tax hearing, no offense but we need to have discussion about operations.  He would think those scenarios would have to be on a timeline and he knows Ken Sislack knows his in and outs with transit but from putting the project on the ground and making it work, we need to know from our people what the $4.5-4.75 million/year would generate on a timeline and the dollars with match. He does not want to go out and buy busses at 100%, this is totally irresponsibility on the county’s part when there is match money and it might take a couple of years to get busses.  He does not want the public to think if this does pass that we are up and running January 1, 2017, it will take a couple of years to cycle to get into this and what that does at $4.5 million and 1-2 years that actually the $2.25 million carryover and then turns it into $4.5 million to $7 million and carryover to fully fund this system if that is the number we end up with a 5 year or 10 year, don’t want to focus on this part until we see scenarios to run this out.  
Commissioner Lundy said we need to work this out with a timeline because the next public hearing is not until next Tuesday and would entertain a 10 year ballot issue for building it up, unless MOVE wants 5 years and if successful then go with a special ¼% tax just for transit. This is what the final negotiations for moving forward but if MOVE is not interested in a 50% split.  Mr. Harper said building out a system over time and taking advantage of those match dollars and match dollars are only available by resolution or by vote of the people to tax is dedicated annually.  Mr. Harper said if a vision and plan spells out the transportation over a reasonable amount of time we can build out transportation system and meet specification they laid out in terms of the needs.

Commissioner Kalo said based upon the population, etc., he has spent a lot of years on transportation issues and there are other things not just saying there are 20 buses on the road, 30 minute turnaround time, that is what we are going to have. There is maintenance, purchasing vehicles, etc and parking revenues and match dollars to maximize ability for the most dollars. He thinks a lot of these discussions/specifics have to be explained out to the public.  He said he would not have a problem for our transit people to take a look at and come up with a scenario for next week possibly.  Mr. Harper said that would be great.  Commissioner Kalo said he would not be uncomfortable with a 50% split and then show scenarios over a 3-4 year period getting to that point, because he can’t spend all that money when it comes in the door that is irresponsible for the taxpayers to spend 100% and receive no match.  Mr. Harper said right, it is wise to go with a definite period of time and understand clearly what will be delivered and realize they would have another crack at it at another time for dedicate funds.  He said the critical thing for them is what will this deliver and when and how can they come together to build this out. They really do believe that this would contribute significantly to a revitalization of our county, like our downtowns, neighborhood suffering and we all want to see this happen so let’s get together and figure it out.
Commissioner Kalo said this needs to be done in a proper manner and how it will be done and expectations for the public that are within reach.  Mr. Harper said their preference is a dedicated ¼% sales tax but “politics are art of the impossible”

Commissioner Kokoski asked Mr. Cordes when the county at the highest point spent around $1.5 million on the transit what did the transit system look like then; as far as wait times and buses on the roads.  Mr. Cordes said significantly less, Commissioners were not in charge then and was underutilized.  Received grant monies, to track rates, ridership and bring efficiency in line but the service was fluid, more operation to get on the bus and then had rolling stock but was limited not to go past Oberlin.  The biggest loss was the airport line and Oberlin College had service but can’t not get people to downtown Cleveland today. 

Mr. Harper said the Greater Cleveland RTA service is cheaper could be a possibility for Lorain County to build out more quickly, a regional transportation with economic development to be part of the greater region to connect people.  He stated that a lot of the park n rides in Westlake and Brookpark a lot of #47 license plates. Mr. Cordes said RTA was a good partner in early 2000 for transfers and worked but he sees Lake County busses downtown and we need to see people get to where they need to go and 50% of Lorain County residents leave this county to go to work and speak with RTA for future partnerships.
Commissioner Lundy said once again, he would like clarification moving forward, would the 50/50 split and having conservation with Mr. Harper is it workable or not, because early conversation with Mr. Harper stated that only like ¾ would be workable, but the county has needs as well.  Mr. Harper said what it will deliver, if Commissioners could share with them a plan and show what it would get that where they would come together and we honestly cannot see where this would get them to the system.  If that is a part of a plan to get them there, then they would consider in terms of support but that is what they need to hear, not so much slicing of the pie, it’s what will they get for it.
Commissioner Lundy said it’s their responsibility to operate Lorain County and in their financial picture of the county looks very bleak, dark and they need to cover their expenditures too and work out a partnership with MOVE to benefit both needs.  Mr. Harper said another issue for them is their polls for voters was based on a transit tax and totally dedicated to that and a higher percentage of the proposal that is dedicated to transit, they believe it has a higher change to get passed.  

Commissioner Lundy said as Commissioner Kalo said we need to paint a real picture to the public that on January 1, 2017, not all these routes will be running, no pickups every 30 minutes, etc, it will not happen. Mr. Harper said they need to see a solid commitment of what it would look like and what that plan is and he knows that plans change but at least the thought was this is what it can/will be on this date and thereafter bringing in federal monies, purchasing rolling stock, etc.  Commissioner Kalo said a scenario planning. Mr. Harper said yes. Commissioner Kalo said lets work on it with a 50/50 split on a scenario broad base.

Mr. Harper thanked the Commissioners for the dialogue

Commissioner Lundy said we need to talk about the future budget needs of the county.
Commissioner Kalo said Lorain County has managed and since Lori and him have been there juggling to make things happen and there are a lot of outstanding debts requests from departments. The current upcoming debt service, take a historical perspective of the county, the revenue and expenditures going back to 2007; revenues were $59 million and expenditures were $60 million; 2008 revenues were $59 million, expense were $63 million and always had a good carryover balance to take care of this but in 2012 revenue was $47 million, that is almost $14 million less than in 2007/2008.  Expenditures were cut down to $50 million and in 2015 government expenditures are $55 million. In an 8 year prior 10% less than what was spent in 2007, we have meet our due diligence juggling the county budget trying to make things happen.  A 1/3 of our general fund was laid off in 2008/2009 and has not brought them back.  There is some help from other departments on things but those are winding down, general cost has gone up over the years. The department budgets this year are around $59 million for expenditure to operation County government and the tax budget, which is the department’s request is slightly over $61 million to operate next year that is just is normal health care cost, cost of operating and a million dollar to shore up and this is where the 50/50 split to see if it would work. Also all the capital costs; capital improvements, roofs, parking lots, justice center, gas water heater at jail and the jail has a ¼% tax passed in 1995, over 20+ years ago and needs updated. Renovation of county courthouse, adult probation, don’t have to build out current justice center and saves the county courthouse, no one wanted to see this boarded up.  Also had to purchase a building for the Veterans which over the years have been stuck between Job & Family, Child Support, Welfare and Workforce Development and going forward this is about $5 million we have committed to in future borrowing. The future borrowing of $3-7 million for justice division, court clerk of courts and prosecutor for case management the system is over 15 years old and they all need to be on one system.  Finish the court house renovation of $1.3 million and additional capital projects of $1.5 million and the additional borrowing that we will have to make on top of the $5 million so far that is where we come up with 
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our general operations of a ¼% sales tax or roughly $4.5 million to take county government forward.  He said he spends a lot of time on the county budget with the budget director almost every day.
County Administrator Cordes said looking at the budget for this year, there were two – one time events that are shoring up the budget to the tune of $2.75 million dollars and not sure where that will come from next year, is anyone guess. The county was able to save on some of the reserves of county’s liability insurances, practices that were allowed to take greater risk and selling property that anticipated brining in $1 million dollars and funds are being used and will not come again and will have to be replaced next year just for a par budget.  He is not talking about any consideration in increased costs and additional debt service with all the work being done and recapitalizing this was short term notes and recapitalizing our interest and eventually this will have to be permanent financing and debt service will become of the operating budget.  There is an additional facility for Veterans so now there are additional operating costs and people need to know that courts can order their budget, veterans orders their budget but work well with the commissioners and commissioners have no ability and then the big move of courthouse, plus renovations and relocate department.  Commissioner Kokoski said some of these costs are coming across the desk now, just to move.  Mr. Cordes said yes and once the building is empty it will be renovated then the offices will be moved back, it may sound not efficient but it is because rather than rent space etc, it will be done and this is all additional.  Commissioner Kokoski said if that would not have happened this year, we could have been looking at cuts. Mr. Cordes said he is not sure about cuts, but there are challenges that we are still facing in not receiving that revenue and he is still hopeful but there is some potential that it will not. As far as cuts go, the cuts that were made many years ago, many have not been restored we are very lean, we are down to the bone and if there were to be cuts this time it will not just be people it will be services, there is no other place to cut.  Look at the parking lot, the county use to rent parking spots for employees, now no lots are rented and parking deck is not full.  Commissioner Kokoski said the other thing not on our expenditure is the parking garage which needs a major overhaul. Mr. Cordes said there is a lot of things and these are critical and we need to continue moving forward and if we would have not seen the bond market fall and has been that way for the last 8 years, because we went from about $8 million in interest down to less than $1 million dollars, $8 million dollars of revenue that disappeared during the recession and has never come back and we try to ride the yield curve and this board has nothing to do with any of this it is the cost of operating government, money is needed and money is not there.  The ¼% sales tax for the jail is a commissioners tax that was used to operate and expand and the sales tax is inadequate to fund the whole operation of the jail, so the county general fund gives around $3-4 million from their portion sales tax and they do a great job but they also have needs and before the recession they were discussing a need for a new jail that would cost $60-70 million dollars, the need has not gone away.
Commissioner Lundy said investment was $8 million in earnings and going from that side of the ledger and this has been a challenge and thanked his colleague for all their hard work keeping it afloat with all the hard decisions and work, no one is spending like drunken sailors around here we are just trying to pay the bills and keep the lights on. This is why it is important to have these discussions and not overlook the county being financially sound and go to the point of Commissioner Kalo’s recommendation on a 50/50 split potentially and there is no excess money so the ¾ of a ¼% is a reality there is not much help from Columbus and we are on our own to service to operate and welcomes the feedback and all support transit but we have serious finances.
Mark Hullman thanked the Commissioners for this insight, this is helpful.  He said an increase in public transportation and research shows that should translate into increase revenue for the county and let’s not lose sight of that and this plan works it would be a revenue stream. Commissioner Kalo said the sales tax of ¼% increase this is not like a company moving into Amherst and getting income tax, this is more of an indirect effect.  Some of the companies are lower paying to get employees and $10-12-13/hour are still not going to have a significant sales tax over what there is but if it was income tax it would help a community bring in more to help companies, so it is more than a direct transit effect. Many years ago him and Mr. Cordes spoke to councils across the county and have cities participate in the direct influx of cash into the system so we could use for federal dollar match and help improve our transit.  Mr. Cordes said all communities were approached and was a lack of support but Avon Lake and Oberlin did but now only Oberlin continues and sometime due get funds through ODOT and there is not a lack of building partnership and invest through RSC but the need fizzled out.  Mr. Hullman said maybe he is talking without all the facts, Commissioner Kalo said there will be some bumps if people get back into employment to spend more dollars but a ¼% of the sales tax so there is not that much on a split of a 50/50 becomes 1/8 of a sale for general operations.  Mr. Hullman said expanding economy and Lorain County individuals will invest in housing and in his mind it would benefit Lorain County. Mr. Cordes said could but vast bulk of property tax goes to the schools and Auditor has reviews which takes time, but the sales tax is a big driver and best source of income because we cannot levy income tax.
Mr. Harper said in terms of public transportation it is evident for vibrant economy and just going on the $9000 a person would save on a car that is dollars that would be spent in sales tax and obviously property taxes and home values increase when you have public transportation.  He said more millenniums and older adults want to be near bus stops so they can get to food deserts, job deserts, and medical and there is a lot of it in the rural areas being isolated.  He thinks there is great evidence over time and can’t be simple slaves to our current circumstances and have to look at future and come together.

Mr. Cordes said since the beginning of the year there have been discussions and thoughts since beginning of year looking at sales tax and what Lorain County needs and what needed to be done by November. Just because MOVE came along doesn’t mean Lorain County jumped on board and said we needed this and these discussions had to be publically and it will be challenge but we do not want to be competitors and neither wants to lose need to try to balance and everyone has put in time and not sure that the public has an appetite for two  ¼% sales tax.  
Mr. Harper said in that regard all this is mute if nothing is passed and with their research we feel the frame as a transit levy will pass and if we can fit to a plan to maximize funds and while he was in public service with Mental health he understands trying to fit the numbers but also know that to the voter it is a hard sell and its complicated and complex it will be hard to sell and in terms of the service and together we can do

Commissioner Kokoski said lets work on this together get it past and steeping up with the lower dollar amount and move on 5 years put on the full ¼% with the transit getting better. Mr. Harper said lets agree on a plan.

Commissioner Lundy said he applaud Commissioner Kalo use of splitting the ¼%;’ 50/50 split and we still need to work and partnership to move forward on the transit.

WHEREAS, Ken Carney, Lorain County Sanitary Engineer, by letter dated June 29, 2016 submitted the following:

     
“In April of 2015, the Lorain County Board of Commissioners adopted Resolution No. 15-245 which awarded a contract to Herk Excavating for the Edgewood Drive Storm Sewer Phase 2 Project in Carlisle Township.  The project was funded with CDBG Formula Year 14 Grant Funds and construction was completed in the summer of 2015.

In May of 2016, the Office of the Lorain County sanitary engineer was advised of a sanitary sewer backup at 66 Edgewood Drive.  Working with Personal Plumber Service Corp. who had been contracted by the property owner to relieve the back-up, it was determined by the sanitary engineer that the backup was the result of a failure of Herk Excavating to properly reconnect the sanitary lateral which was broken during the installation of the new storm sewer as part of the Edgewater Drive Storm Sewer Phase 2 Project.

       
At that time, Herk Excavating was notified by both email and telephone of the pending problem.  Continued efforts to contact Herk were unsuccessful and Personal Plumber Service Corp was instructed to correct the problem immediately as it was determined to be a health    hazard by the sanitary engineer.

       
Documentation of this event has been forwarded to the Lorain County Prosecutor for possible legal action and the Sanitary Engineer is currently requesting authority by Resolution to pay Personal Plumber Service Corp., 42343 North Ridge Road, Elyria, Ohio $12,806.48 for the       sanitary sewer lateral repair at 66 Edgewood Drive.  Funds are available in Sanitary Engineer Professional Services Account 7100-7100-300-304-11-6200-6218.  “;
