Clerk Upton stated Pittsfield Township Trustees on April 8, 2016 in accordance with ORC Section 6131.07 filed a petition through the Stormwater District to clean and clear the Guthrie Ditch from SR303 to Lakeshore Railway.

The construction of the improvement is necessary and will be conducive to the public welfare.  The following is the course and termini of said proposed improvement to wit: 
At the south right-of-way line of State route 303 at the northeast corner of Parcel No. 1400087000009 and running southwesterly and westerly crossing under Pitts Road to the corner of Parcel No. 1400088000017; thence southerly to the easterly line of the Lakeshore Railway on Parcel No. 1400088000008;.

May 24 was the viewing and June 7 was the hearing of submittal of engineer estimates and plans and concerns/remarks from residents either present, by mail or phone.

The Board of County Commissioners of Lorain County, Ohio met in (regular / special) session on the 12th day of July 2016 at the office of the said Board with the following members present:

Commissioner Lundy moved the adoption of the following Resolution No.16-434

WHEREAS, This being the day fixed by said Board, in its order dated the 7th day of June 7, 2016, Resolution No. 16-342 for the final hearing on the Reports and Schedules of the County Engineer, on the estimated assessments, on claims for compensation or damages and on the proceeding for the improvement and an application filed for change of route or change in the nature, kind and extend of work proposed to be done; and

WHEREAS, Said board finds that due and legal notice of this final hearing was given in Chronicle Telegram on May 10 & 17, 2016 as required by law; and

WHEREAS, Said Board has heard all the evidence offered in the proceedings and received and considered all the schedules and reports filed by the County Engineer; therefore, be it

RESOLVED, that said Board review and reconsider its former order made and dated the day 20th of April by Resolution No. 16-230, in 
favor of said improvement; and be it further
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RESOLVED, that said Board hereby approve the maps, profiles, plans, schedules and report Prepared by the County Engineer as 
amended in its order dated 7th day of June, 2016 by Resolution No. 16-342; and

WHEREAS, this board has considered the cost of location and constructing, the compensation of land taken, the damages to land along 
or in the vicinity of the route of the improvement, the damages to land below the lower terminus of the improvement which may be caused by constructing the improvement, the sufficiency of the outlet, the benefits to the public welfare, and the special benefits to land needing the improvement, etc; therefore be it,

RESOLVED, that said former order find in favor of said improvement made at the first hearing on the 7th of June by Resolution No. 

16-342 be and hereby affirmed; and 

WHEREAS, objections to the proposed assessment having been filed by, no one, and be it further 

RESOLVED, that said County Engineer’s assessments as so amended and corrected be and the same are hereby approved and 
confirmed; and be it further; and


WHEREAS, Assistant County Prosecutor Innes swore in people wishing to give testimony; and

WHEREAS, Commissioner Lundy asked the County Engineers Office if there were any comments.

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, The Board has heard all evidence offered by any owner of land for or against the granting of the proposed improvement, or for or against the granting of any laterals, branches or spurs, or change of route, course, termini, or manner of construction described in the petition, or in any application; and

WHEREAS, and having hearing all evidence offered for or against the assessment proposed to be levied against any owner or any land, as shown by the schedule of assessments filed by County Engineer rand any competent evidence on the question of benefits, and from an actual view of the premises; therefore be it


RESOLVED, That $47,000.00  total amount of construction assessment be and the same is hereby assessed for benefits to the general public by reason of the improvement being necessary and conducive to the public welfare and cost will be less than the benefits and shall be paid by the landowners and assessed by the County,  and  $0.00  found to benefit State or County Roads or Highways be and the same is hereby assessed adjacent the County, and the following sums found to benefit the following political subdivisions of the State be and the same are hereby assessed against such political subdivisions, $47,000.00 – Stormwater Management District; 

and be it further


RESOLVED, That interest shall be added to said installments of assessments at the same rate as is drawn by the bonds if issued to pay for said improvement; provided any owner may pay the assessment on his land in cash within thirty days after the contracts are approved and such assessments are levied, without paying any interest thereon.


WHEREAS, assessments under $25.00 the same shall be paid in full, and not in installments shall be placed upon the next tax duplicate and due and payable as with other taxes upon issuance of the next tax bills by the Lorain County Treasurer next issue tax bills; and


WHEREAS, assessments $500.00 or under shall be placed on the next tax duplicate to be due and payable as with other taxes in two equal installments commenting upon issuance of the next tax bills by the Lorain County Treasurer; and


WHEREAS, assessment in excess of $500.00 shall be placed upon the next tax duplicate and payable as with other taxes in 5 years, 10 equal installments commencing upon issuance on the next tax bills by the Lorain County Treasurer; and


WHEREAS, annual maintenance assessments shall be placed upon the next tax duplicate and payable semi-annually each year as with other taxes upon issuance of tax bills by the Lorain County Treasurer; and


WHEREAS, The Lorain County Stormwater Management District will and hereby authorized to pay for the construction of said Guthrie Ditch in the amount of $47,000.00 and therefore no property owners will be charged said amount and authorize said construction assessment for the twenty-two (22) owners benefiting twenty-six (26) parcels be suspended; and be it
RESOLVED, that the County Engineer be and he is hereby directed to give notice as where bids will received on August 10 at 2 pm and notice to be published on July 27 and August 3 for furnishing any material for the improvement and be received and that the County Engineer be and is hereby directed to let the contracts for the construction of the proposed improvement; and

WHEREAS, The construction of the improvement is necessary and will be conducive to the public welfare, and will benefit the 
petitioners and property owners in the watershed; and

WHEREAS, The following is the course and termini of said proposed improvement to wit:

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WHEREAS, The following is the nature of the work petitioned for: clearing trees and debris from the ditch and along side of the ditch and cleaning the bottom of the ditch; and

 therefore be it

RESOLVED, that the construction of the improvement will be conducive to the public welfare, and the Commissioners find:

· That an improvement is necessary and cost are less than the benefits
· For disposal or removal of surplus water

· For controlled drainage of land

· For irrigation

· For storage of water to regulate steam flow

· For prevision of overflow of any land in the county, or

· For water conservation
WHEREAS, costs of the improvement will be paid with Stormwater District funds, and the annual maintenance will be paid by Stormwater District funds, subject to further resolution of the District.
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the assessments shall not be placed on the tax duplicate as a lien against the properties assessed, and the annual maintenance is hereby suspended until such time as the Board of Commissioners by resolution resume collection, at which time the maintenance shall be certified to the County Auditor to be placed on the tax duplicate as a lien upon the properties for the following landowners and parcels.
