9:30 a.m. – 	1ST hearing – Subdivision Regulations – Christin Brandon, LCCDD 
	Christin Brandon, LCCDD said the last time the subdivision regulations were updated was in 2008, middle of recession.  There has since been more building and sewers are being provided by LORCO and Lorain County Sanitary Sewers in areas.  There were several areas in the subdivision regulations that needed to be reorganized that will benefit the developers as well.  One change included the developer posting bond, escrow in lieu of construction; so now they will get the pre plan subdivision to the Engineer and Soil & Water and get pre approval to begin construction and this will allow the inspections before final approval is granted.  Also the stormwater regulation are included, sidewalks within subdivision and ingress, egress. There was also 15 lots with 1 acre lot but would include 1/4 lots with 50 lots. Also the EPA/Army Crop Engineer flood plan regulations will go along with the Engineer & Soil & Water prior to pre approval.
	Here are the suggested updates;
Summary of Changes to the 
Lorain County Subdivision Regulations
July 12, 2019

1. Updated definitions of Low and Medium Density
a. Low – 1 unit per 2 Acres or less
b. Medium – more than 1 unit per 2 Acres but not less than 1 unit on 1 Acre
2. Removed Health District review exemption for sales between adjoining lot owners to reflect changes to their rules and regulations and clarified other exemptions from reviewing agency reviews
3. Reduced number of copies of plans required for both Preliminary and Final Approval submissions
4. Reordered several sections of Article V to allow developers to begin construction of improvements prior to approval of the final plat
5. Removed the 100% Performance Guarantee from Section 611.03 (4) since all improvements must be completed and inspected before signing off on the plat. 
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Increased the effective period of the Preliminary Plan from 1 to 2 years, since all improvements will now be installed prior to final plat approval 
7. Replaced the terms Drainage and Grading Plan with Comprehensive Storm Water Management Plan
8. Added a requirement that a Conditional Letter of Map Amendment/Revision must be submitted for developments in an approximate flood zone A at the same time as the Erosion and Sediment Control Plan, Improvement Plans and Comprehensive Storm Water Management Plan 
9. Reduced the number of days prior to the meeting required for submittal of a final plat from 30 to 14
10. Added references to EPA and US Army Corps permits to Section 601.06
11. Clarified that all utilities shall be install prior to acceptance of improvements
12. Clarified that stub streets shall be provided when two means of ingress or egress are not possible
13. Increased the maximum number of lots on a dead-end or cul-de-sac street from 15 to 50
14. Require a paved shoulder where sidewalks are not provided and that the HOA maintain sidewalks when provided
15. Added a statement that the width of a lot shall be measured at the minimum front setback line as established by the township for determining the depth to width ratio
16. Added a requirement that the developer provide a letter from the County Engineers and Soil and Water indicating that the installation of improvements have been approved and the developer is in compliance with their Erosion and Sediment control plan before applying for final plan approval
	Commissioner Lundy asked if Engineer’s Office had input
	Peter Zwick, Chief Deputy Engineer said yes, there were suggestions made and they do support the regulations
	Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said these changes will work best for the developer to start quicker and then get a final approval.  Christin Brandon said yes, it was difficult to go after a bond/escrow, some work was not finished and this will give better control.
	Commissioner Kokoski said this is important with all the building going on and thanked Christin Brandon for her work on this.
	Commissioner Lundy said going from 15 to 50 lots, reducing lot size was there discussion with the townships. Christin Brandon said all townships received the regulations with suggestion changes and she received no comments from any townships
	Commissioner Sweda said muni lots are at 50, Christin said there could be 50 with a dead end and the length of street, with smaller lots at 800 ft and if there is a stub street will go to 1600 feet. Commissioner Sweda said this will be make more affordable housing
	Commissioner Lundy said #12 the egress ingress don’t we always have this. Christin Brandon said yes
	Commissioner Lundy asked about HOA sidewalk maintenance was there any issues with the HOA. Christin Brandon said she has not received any but HOA’s only get involved after approved. She said if there was a sidewalk with 200 ft frontage that would be expensive so the HOA would be responsible for the sidewalks 
	Commissioner Lundy asked if the run off sediment erosion was addressed. Christin Brandon said there are already flood regulations is place and hope to put all these into one book
	Commissioner Lundy asked if any builders recommended changes or gave push back. Christin Brandon said many developers like the changes, there were some that provided comments
	Commissioner Kokoski asked about turn lanes. Christin Brandon said that is not included in here but the Engineers regulations deal with this.  Peter Zwick, Chief Deputy Engineer said yes in the engineer regulations it deals with traffic studies, roads, lanes, etc.
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	Commissioner Lundy asked if there were any public comments.

	Gerald Phillips, Avon Lake thanked Christin Brandon, good job and he stated Mr. Innes mentioned the bond escrow getting cleaned up, this is a positive improvement.  Mr. Phillips said Christin Brandon explained the stormwater regulations and asked if those regulations could be made available.  He said the floodplain was reviewed and moved up in the process before construction. Christin Brandon said yes.  Mr. Phillips asked Mr. Zwick about the engineer regulations; Mr. Zwick said they are available with more detailed specifications. Mr. Philips asked for a copy.  Mr. Philips asked if these documents are on line. Christin Brandon said she would have to discuss this with IT, Commissioner Sweda said it would be helpful.  Mr. Phillips referred to 601.02 sanitary regulation, soil & water have regulations. Christin Brandon said they use the county’s
