Theresa Shea, Elyria would like to talk for all the people that walk around.  She said the neighbourhoods are full of people walking and knows a mother of 5 that walks because the fares are too absorbent; people walk miles and miles, like it’s a nightmare, over and over again, day by day.  People born here have grown accustomed to no transportation but everyone deserves a better life with education, jobs and affordable transportation, where do they go, what do they do with no transportation.  The cost of transportation cancels out money for food, shoes, glasses, transportation is not affordable they can only see the palace they are unable to use the transportation, we need to use the transportation center for all, make it a center for all. Make it a center for youth, disable, etc., movement need low fairs and it will become a chain reaction. Hire an expert consultant and make it clear to the voters, show the plan and need to know the different options.  I do not want to see another winter for walking with thing jackets and no shoes.  We need to revitalize this county, can’t you see the dream; railroad station with ramps, rail service, parking lot for hub transportation for trains, busses, greyhound, everyone will be using and see the faces of the residents of Lorain County with all economic positions and see how their faces light up.  How much better to have all the sales tax be dedicated so her and others can use the bus, which they say one is on East Avenue, Elyria where she lives but has never seen a bus.

Commissioner Lundy thanked her for her comments.  He said prior to him being a Commissioner, there were several attempts over the years to gain community support of the transit and sadly this has not happened.  It is important to point out that efforts have been made and his colleagues have always been supportive of transit but unfortunately things require resources and revenues to operate.  He also stated that this board worked together to get a grant in which the county was successful for $100,000 planning grant for transit and will start having meetings and the Commissioners are troubled by what they are seeing and would like to see transit succeed but it takes resources and revenue to operate and function well and unfortunately efforts in the past were unsuccessful and hopefully the plan they have proposed today will have greater community support and get this passed.

Commissioner Kalo said they have worked on this for a long time.  It is unfortunate that the group MOVE can’t formally endorse this process because they have asked for the full ¼%.  The county has budget concerns at this time and to put two competing sales tax on the ballot will not work, not one is more important.  This plan is everything MOVE has asked for except the full ¼% and this plan will get people to work, doctor appointments, education and food and he will support the 50/50 split of ¼% for general fund and transit and Lorain County Transit does work with experts, NOACA and move forward with a ballot issue of ¼%; 50% to general fund and 50% to transit for 5 years.

Commissioner Kokoski agreed, but stated that it is not a great strategy for her to put a sales tax on the ballot when you are running for election but it is not about her it is about our county and opportunity for people to use the transit system that works. She thinks this is about 5 times the amount the county has ever put in to transit, in the history of transit at one point they put in $1.5 million when money was available in the general fund and she believes this will be a very robust transit system for 5 years and after the 5 years, if the residents feel that the transit needs to be ramped up further, they could put a full ¼% on after the 5 years is up.  She said has not heard from MOVE after the documents were given to them to review on this proposals and hope they will jump on board and support this.  She said also all the people that have been to all our meetings will also support and tell everyone else to support.


Commissioner Lundy said he was willing to support the stand alone, but that requires 2 votes and he stresses that his colleagues have been very supportive of transit and his colleagues have been struggling with the budget for a long time and taxpayers like to stretch the dollars further and the county has done this.  The county has reached the point that it has hit a critical mass and we are in a bad financial situation and the state does not give the county options, they do not loose sleep at night worrying about local government.  The Calvary is not coming, the county has to find the resources themselves to keep going forward and he understands the strong concern of his colleagues being the new commissioner and he sees very clearly how bad our finances are and how we need more revenue to make things happen.  At the same time he has been working closely with MOVE and you will not find a harder working, compassionate group, very dedicated group and has tremendous respect for MOVE and all members. He believes this is a reasonable compromise and thinks it is workable plan and address the serious financial crisis that the county is facing and we have to get more revenue and at the same time it address the very need in moving transit forward.  Looking at the opportunity of putting $5 million into transit and growing that with federal matching 
monies over years is a reasonable plan for this county.  As Commissioner Kokoski pointed out we can always renew later and possibly have a true stand alone for transit, but we also need to provide all county services and need to keep the road patrols out there too.
