	On July 19, 2018, Becdir Construction Company filed a complaint in the Lorain County Court of Common Pleas for additional costs associated with the Jones Road Bridge Project (LOR-TR5-10.16) which had been denied during the course of construction by the Lorain County Engineer and the Ohio Department of Transportation.  This complaint was assigned Case No. 18CV195779 by the Common Pleas Court.  As outlined in the complaint, Becdir is seeking compensation for additional costs they believed are owed based on the following:

1. Sheet piling complications due to unforeseen subsurface rock conditions that were not addressed in the Geotechnical Subsurface Investigation and Foundation Evaluation provided to bidders.
2. Flooding due to unforeseen and unprecedented water levels (approaching 100 year flood zone of the east branch of the Black River).
3. Changes in the work and additional costs incurred concerning material and methods for sheet piling.
4. Changes in the scope of work relating to cast-in place pilings on the forward and rear bridge abutments.
5. Delay costs resulting from county’s delays in completing final inspection of the project.
6. County’s refusal to address material errors in Project plans and specifications.
7. County’s refusal to address costs incurred by Becdir during an extension period.
8. County’s failure and refusal to recognize request for an appropriate extension period.

	In order to try and eliminate costly litigation expenses, the Ohio Department of Transportation has agreed to allow the County to follow their dispute resolution process utilizing Binding Arbitration.  Becdir and Lorain County have entered into an ARBITRATION AGREEMENT and are currently in the process of setting dates for the arbitrator to hear the case.
	At this time, Lorain County Engineer Ken Carney is requesting authority to retain the services of Raymond Bencivengo from Quality Control Services to assist with the preparation of and review of documents for the arbitration hearings.  Having previously served as a Hearing Officer on the project, Mr. Bencivengo is familiar with the scope of the project and the details of the complaint. 	Commissioner Lundy said it’s been a busy week with emails, zooms and conference calls, thanks to technology
	Commissioner Lundy said he received an email from Wellington Mayor relating to the fair.  Commissioner Lundy stated that Wellington has been doing an outstanding job for their community and its always positive.  He said the Mayor has concerns with the county fair due to the health issue and asked for the Commissioners help with the fair holding this annual event during pandemic put unnecessary health risk to those that attend as well as the Village of Wellington. He indicated to the Mayor that he would address this publically and first take of the table the whole flag issue, yes he has been opposed to the sale of the confederate flag at the fair but this has nothing to do with that. He has never asked anyone to boycott the fair because of the flag. His position has always been very clear that he thinks as many families as possible should feel welcome to attend the fair and have a change to see the great work done by 4H students and he feels the fair can find a safe way to support the 4h students with fair projects.  He said the county invests about $100,000 per year for OSU/4H with agriculture community and want the kids to be safe so they can actually go back to school, seniors to be safe, everyone to be safe and our deputies to be safe. While it is called the Lorain County Fair there are many people that think Commissioners run and are responsible for the fair and we do not. In the past the Commissioners were ex-offcio members but there is a fair board that runs the fair, the only responsibility the Commissioners have which is required by Ohio Revised Code is to pay about $3,000/year for insurance for the fair.  He said the Commissioners are leaders in the community and when we see something that is a concern, we bring it up and just ask the Fair Board to take seriously the Mayor’s request and do the right thing. While they disagreed with the fair board, he does not wish the fair board any ill will at all, very concerned about the fair and not only health concerns but there is a financial risk and think a lot of people have reservations being in large crowds and don’t wish fair board any ill will and this fair is one of the most successful county fairs in the state but think there is still a risk running into financial problems with conducting a fair. For the sake of keeping the kids safe, families safe, seniors safe think it should be put on hold and not to run risk about being a financial failure and hope the Fair Board can find a way to do a virtual event to help support the 4H students in their projects and think this would be an important thing to do. He wants the families to enjoy the fair but think it is not safe time, we still have a pandemic, don’t have a vaccine and as health professionals will tell you that large crowds are not in an environment for safe public health at this time and would ask fair board to please do the right thing.

	Commissioner Lundy said today as a result of arrest of Ohio House Speaker Larry Householder and 4 other members in Columbus with a $60 million racketeering and bribery charges, this is a very high level charge. He said when he was in Columbus he had reservation when Householder ran for speaker and he had reservations about supporting him and all the discussion in 2004 how he was under a federal investigation at that time, with no charges. He said this fuels flames of many people that distrust the government and believe in public service an honorable profession and many people that get into this service is because they want to help the public and make community better. This $60 million scheme should have everyone calling the state and addressing the 501C4 issues so that there is a transparency and each contribution be disclosed. He said as a Commissioner he has to disclose everyone that provides more than $25 contribution he has to disclose but look at this there was 1 contribution of $61 million dollars and that did not have to be disclosed to eh public and this is so wrong and now has been disclosed as company “a” First Energy. Dark money damages are democracy and if you contribution to campaign and cause and be transparent and would call for the speaker to resign.
	Commissioner Lundy said the Census and Lorain County is still leading over the state at 71%, State is at 66%; N. Ridgeville 82%, Avon Lake 80.5% and then Amherst and Avon. The Village of Sheffield continues to lead with Grafton and LaGrange and Township of Brighton 82% and Pittsfield 80%.  He also said there is a link in our current progressive report along with number to respond.

	Commissioner Kokoski said she struggled this morning with what she was going to say in her report this morning, there is just so much going on; in the world, global pandemic, united states dealing with violence, unrest in so many of our major cities and now what happened in the state of Ohio yesterday with the $60 million corruption scandal that affects all of us or focus on Lorain County. She said the only thing she has the authority over is herself and her actions and elected to represent this community she will stick to issues as we face in Lorain County today. She was also contacted by Wellington Mayor and asked if the commissioners would do a resolution urging fair board to make the decision to not have the fair this year due to the virus.  She told the Mayor she agrees with him 100% that holding the fair could be a health issues because the county is at a level 3 as far as the spread but don’t think a resolution would have any leverage since the relationship between their board and ours had a strain due to the flag issue. He did not agree but did respect what she had to say and asked that she would go on record and she does whole heartily agree with the Wellington Mayor and suggest fair to figure out how to showcase the 4H kids projects virtually and would think that auctions would have bidders all over and bring more money than they would have auction at fair itself.
	Commissioner Kokoski said there were 286 cars that went through the Collection Center this past Saturday and the Saturday before was 250 vehicles and will be open again this Saturday from 9-3
	Commissioner Kokoski wished her grandson a Happy 12th Birthday and also Happy Birthday to Cutty
	
	Commissioner Sweda said her and Kokoski had an advisory meeting with ODMAPF and hoping for a launching in September. This program is mapping the overdoes and hotspots in our county. She knows all the attention is on COVID but overdoses keep rising and this is still a pandemic. She applauds the whole advisory committee and our 911 employees do a great job and not require for them to enter data, hope to do this all by an iPad, phone application and be done in field.
	Commissioner Sweda also attended a transportation meeting, working on a grant that was inputted from a meeting at Kendall last November and all Commissioners are reviewing this language and want to support
	Commissioner Sweda said she was contacted by the newspaper on the Larry Householder arrest and its troubling and they asked her how this money affects a race. She stated that when she ran for state office she had only a 1/3of the money that an incumbent had does not consider costs and going out trying to get spots but others are on mega tv or radio spots you know something is not fair. When a candidate has funds that they can over reach and overspend does not make for fair elections and racketeering and bribery are serious charges.  When someone is accused of these charges, really $60 million dollars, we need to figure out how we are going to be transparent and protect taxpayers and as elected official we are here to serve the public not to serve our own gain. When you go to a ballot you are asking for public trust.
	Commissioner Sweda said Wellington Mayor reached out to all Commissioners and she attended a lot of affairs in Wellington last year because of all the good things happening there and a lot of great work there and they were in the spotlight for 2019 and hoped for better in 2020. She takes her hat off to the Lorain County Fair Board for facing the stress and challenges on this serious decision and it is not easy and they could be in a little disarray because one board member made a poor post on facebook last week. She thinks it is incumbent upon the fair board to take action to preserve the families, health and safety for the fairgoers of the fair and we know that we are at a level in Lorain County that the nunbers can go up or down. She is a fair support, love the fair and know that the children work all year with their animals and projects featured in the fair and also support the idea of an on line auction, even it if was just fair week and orchestrate what the event was that night and it was by zoom she feels that it would probably see greater attendance and have a piece of mind and concerns and evaluate the peer pressure because if 1 or 2 youngsters insist on attending the fair with their animals or projects then others feel the pressure to do the same, but if it could be done virtual and they would have plenty of time to get this put together and fair board would not only the health and financial strain but could be fall out in attendance which would be on the fair boards mind and it will also help the Mayor of Wellington and community that the Lorain County Fair is doing the right thing at the right time to support to health and welfare and longevity of fair for years to come.
