Thomas Palmer, 1680 Cooper Foster Park Road, Vermilion said he lives part in Brownhelm Township and have attended the Township meetings, getting nowhere regards to the new Northern Ohio Tactical Training Center opening behind him.  It is noisy and disturbing; it’s rapid fire and echoes with the railroad tracks over the rise.  Mr. Cordes said they are aware of this because they worked with our Stormwater District, but this is a zoning issue within the township, which the Commissioners have no authority.   Mr. Palmer said that is what that the township told him but really it’s our township, how anyone can put that there. He moved from Avon Lake to have 2 homes and 24 acres, now he can’t even sell his house to go back, property values will decline.  Mr. Cordes asked if he has been to City of Vermilion, Mr. Palmer said no, he has tried to talk with the owner, but the owner says it is a done deal he got his zoning permits.  Mr. Cordes said maybe go to the City of Vermilion and speak with them they could clarify borders.  Commissioners stated they are sorry they cannot help, but zoning is a township authority.  Mr. Palmer said there is a meeting on august 7 at 7 pm at the township and there are a lot of irate residents that will be attending and asked that the commissioners come.  Assistant Prosecutor Innes said he has been in discussions with the trustees.

Gerald W. Phillips, Avon Lake said he filed a petition against the district 7 charter petitions with having illegal issues and not place on ballot.  He stated the Commissioners might have dodged a bullet this time but the next charter not so sure.  The sales tax only needed 7,782 signatures, we have almost 10,000 and deadline is 8/9.  He has been in conversation with Mr. Innes on the legality issue, which is just angering voters more and it was a 2/2 tie with board of elections on District 7.
