Jerry Huhn, Carlisle Township (Brentwood Subdivision) said he is here regards to the increased sewer bills that were received.  There are a lot of 60+ years residents with limited income and some attended a town hall meeting where they played stupid.  Mr. Cordes said he met with Carlisle as well as the other Townships and Commissioners authorized the district and the rates were recommended by Sanitary Engineer.  Mr. Huhn said the cities receive sewer, water and garbage services and it is costing him and others $140 just to flush their toilets.  Mr. Cordes stated these rates keep the operation of the plants due to the restrictions and polices of the OHEPA mandates.  Commissioner Kokoski said these fees are the cost to do business for the sanitary engineer department, there is no extra.  Mr. Cordes said it is very expensive for infrastructure and with a lot of the older neighborhoods there are clay pipes that break, there is a lot of I&I and many of the treatment plants have significant infiltration, high fecal counts and failing. The county also works on getting grants to help the residents pay for laterals.  Commissioner Lundy said one of the biggest challenges for government is keeping infrastructure safe, it is not popular when residents are affected by costs but EPA has mandates and if it is not done than there are fines.  Commissioner Kalo said there has been no increases in rates for 4-5 years and this was based upon recommendation of sanitary engineer office.
