	Ms. Riske-Morris said their mission is to 
· Assist adult offenders and their families upon release from prison or institutionalization on their return home to Lorain County, Ohio to succeed in our community.
· Build a safer community and reduce the cost of crime.
· Educate the citizens of Lorain County, Ohio as to the mission of reentry.
· Provide coordinated opportunities through a network of services those individuals can access to succeed
· Reduce the recidivism rate in Lorain County by 50% in the next five years.
The coalition meets bi monthly at the Amy Levin Center, next to Mental Health and Kristin Robertson, Co Chair from Alcohol Drug 
Addiction Services. Next meeting is August 10 and next Citizen Circle is August 22

· In Lorain County a Second Chance Reentry Coalition was established in 2011 to address the reentry needs for citizen’s returning to Lorain County from incarceration. 
· Although the Coalition was established in 2011, it was not until late 2013 that the Coalition was able to focus on addressing the reentry needs of returning citizens; this was in large part due to late start up of the Coalition’s Second Chance Reentry Grant received from the Bureau of Justice Affairs. 
· At this time, Lorain County does not have an Office of Reentry. 
· Prior to release Offender Outreach Coordinator meets with individuals prior to their release from incarceration and prepares a reentry plan.
· Citizen Circle is Lorain County’s vehicle to meet with returning citizen’s post release to assist them in their reentry efforts.  It is run by the Lorain County Reentry Coalition.

· Offender Outreach Program
Ms. Riske Morris said there are many services in Lorain County but many people do not know or even how to access them.


Nicole Burns-Dertouzos said she visits inmates 1 year prior to release. She sits with them and goes over a needs assessment, not all people need the same services. The following are the institutions she visits;
· Grafton Correctional Institution & Camp
· Lorain Correctional Institution
· North East Pre-Release Center
· Lake Erie Correctional
· Richland Correctional
· Belmont Correctional & Camp
· Mansfield Correctional & Camp
· Ohio Reformatory for Women
· Ohio State Penitentiary
· North Central Correctional & Camp
· Attendance at Resource and Employment fairs at Correctional Institutions
· Video Conferences on the 4th Thursday of each month with several correctional institutions, including Trumbull, Marion, Lebanon, Warren, Southern Ohio Correctional, Allen Oakwood,  and Toledo
· Offender Outreach Coordinator meets with inmates prior to their release from incarceration
· Includes inmates from most institutions, including camps  (20 male and 3 female) within Ohio
· Needs Assessment completed on Offenders from the period of 2014 through 2017
· Lorain County 479 offenders  6/2014 thru 7/2017 



  







	Ms. Burns-Dertouzos said Citizen Circle takes about 20-30 minutes to sit with individuals with all the providers present and group is limited to 2 hours so sometimes it becomes difficult.
· Applications can be submitted at any time, while incarcerated or after release – no time frames or limitations are placed on potential participants.
· Meet the 4th Tuesday of every month.
· Representatives from several community providers attend. 
· The focus is on the participant and meet with him or her individually.  
· Although not all community providers can be in attendance, we provide contact information and follow-up regarding those services where representatives were not present.
· Postcards are sent to remind returning citizens of upcoming meetings. 
· Walk-ins are welcome.

· From May 2014 to May 2017, 104 returning citizens have been helped through Citizens Circle. 
·  Average 4 individuals each month. 
· In order to guide participants, Citizen Circle Assistance Plans are prepared. A means to chart participant’s success and ability to work through existing barriers on their road to successful reentry. 
· The Plan provides contact information, directions for next steps and any other information needed for further assistance. 
· Our message: “You are not alone. We are here to help.”
· Funding originated through a Second Chance Act from the Bureau of Justice Assistance.
· In the last few years, the Coalition has received grants from local community providers including the Community Foundation of Lorain County, especially the Miraldi Foundation/
· Also allocations from the Lorain County Board of Mental Health and Goodwill. 
· LCBMH is currently the fiscal agent for the Coalition; however, seeking non-profit status.
· Pressing need to identify a steady funding stream to keep the Coalition alive.

Commissioner Lundy asked if they have had discussions with Garry Moore, DRC, if Lorain County’s model is so good, how do they 
support.
Ms. Riske-Morris said DRC states that the individual is their responsibility when incarcerated then it’s the counties on release.  They are 
trying to get a grant from DRC & UAMDOP $50,000 but it's very competitive under the 2nd chance action. She stated Cuyahoga has a reentry office and is a line account within their budget and she is giving a presentation to Northeast Regional Coalitions.
Commissioner Lundy said it’s frustrating how the state just does not support.  Ms. Burns-Dertouzos said the state does not give financial 
support but does give training and access to information.
Commissioner Kokoski said what about CBCF or County Jail.  Ms. Riske-Morris said they have done a grant to include CBCF but have 
not received under 2nd change, they would love to expand to CBCF and the jail, but they just do not have the funding and it would be nice to get involved with Department of Youth.  Ms. Burns-Dertouzos said the Sheriff’s office and CBCF have been trained on their service and when individuals are released they are given the pocket information.
	Commissioner Lundy asked about employers to assist in jobs. When he was a state rep he received letters stating there are no jobs to turn their lives around.  Ms. Riske-Morris said she volunteers most of her time; her full time job is with Case Western Reserve so Ms. Burns-Dertouzos is full time and works a lot.  Ms. Burns-Dertouzos said she is planning to do an event at Bono Center, Oberlin in Spring 2018 to help reentries into society.  
Commissioner Lundy asked if most families/friends accept the released individual.  Ms. Burns-Dertouzos said it depends on Adult Parole but they do struggle alot with homeless. She tries to keep up to date on acceptable landowners that will take these individuals
	Commissioner Kokoski thanked them for coming hope this continues we need all to succeed.

	Gerald A. Phillips, Avon Lake said this hat was bought in TX and has been worn getting these signatures for the sales tax.  We are almost at 11,000 and have until August 9 for filing.  He stated that Mr. Innes has indicated they have no right to do, so he is sure it will be headed to court with a mandamus.  Under 5739.022 allowed or not allowed to be repealed on a non emergency sales tax increase, so it could be a 50/50 and has a better chance here than winning on the District 7.  Yes the Commissioners approval rating is still lower than President Trump, with 2100 people signed for right to vote. July 10 there was a political decision made by Board of Elections split with a  2/2 tie and then July 31, Secretary of State Husted said right to place on ballot, that political.  July 26 he filed a protest and again yesterday.  The time table for District 7 from secretary of state is 10 days with receipt of protest so if received on 7/28 would be 8/7 and if received 8/1 or 8/3 would be 8/13. Under 307.59d, Secretary of State has 81 days before 8/18 deadline, 97 days before election and 307359bshould be filed on or before today. He has spoken with Mr. Innes on 307.95a, if petition is valid at board of election on 7/31, which there was insufficient signatures, commissioners had to notify the charter member, and Mr. Innes said yes that was done. Mr. Phillips said if petition is valid, but need additional signatures would not start until 7/31.  It is unclear with the state. 307.95e any signature filed by 70 days of 8/29 filing, 307.95d, protest – 10 additional days and read all parametric, with 10 additional days for notification.  This is a very sad day that the Chief Election officer made a political decision it is his duty to uphold election laws, not matter if it is a D or R just why, the rules were denied, protest was given, file prohibition, that’s wrong and if do file mandamus. This sets a bad presence, there is a right to vote, have on ballot.
