[bookmark: _Hlk46750035]	9:35 a.m.	Julie Morefield, Second Harvest Food Bank thanked the Commissioners and also to Commissioner Kokoski for being a past chair and helping pack the boxes for the elderly. She said they have relied on the National Guard to get the food distributed because there are more people in need.  In her 22 years of service in food banks she has never seen the level of need like this due to COVID. She also thanked the Commissioners for the allocation from Job & Family Services for the elderly boxes.  Ms. Morefield said from March 1 to July 31 there was 2.36 million pounds of food for a total of 4.6 million pounds in 2020 alone being distributed at 50 mobile sites.  There is around 40% of these people that have never been served before and the agency works to support the other food banks that remain open as well as hot meal program and thanked the school districts that continued to provide food for the students.
She is very thankful for the National Guard they helped at Ely Stadium, Black River, N. Ridgeville, Fairgrounds and many other places as well as driving trucks, forklifts and packing.  The Guards are wonderful, professional people and very grateful to them and hope they stay
She stated she has seen the food supply chains being completely disrupted because the food banks are actually completing with them or good and not much of the available food is packaged for institutional use and not for consumers.
She stated that pre Covid they would see 2-300 families/week but now it is 500-1500/families per week. She is also looking for volunteers and you can sign up on line to packing boxes to working the mobile pantries
Commissioner Sweda asked what this the greatest need. Ms. Morefield said the allocation from the Commissioners helped with the senior boxes and very thankful and right now she feels they are in a stable situation. They did receive CARES funding and should be ok until end of year but volunteers are needed especially if there is no more National Guard to help.
Commissioner Kokoski said what about talking to Judges for community service. Ms. Morefield said she has a program set up through them but  the building is still closed so that had to be put on hold.
