Attorney Gerald W. Phillips expressed questions and concerns about the proposed County Building Department.  If there are any documents as far as a draft for the set-up of the structure of the organization, he would like to request copies.  Would it be set up so the townships can opt-in or opt-out.  Did the County hire a consultant or planner to assist with this process, and if so he would like to look at the contracts that have been done.  His understanding is that there have been previous discussions, but he does not know when it commenced or for how long.  Has there been previous public hearings, public comments, and public input.  Have any citizen groups been involved in the process of the various townships in the areas that would be affected.  The cities have their own building departments, but it is purely a County function to deal with the Townships because the statutory is set up in a way in which townships have limited powers in terms of zoning and building.  Has the Township Association been involved and have they had input.  All the townships are a member of this organization. Have they been contacted about this being proposed, so that they get advanced notice, and would be able to attend the two public hearings on 8/27/19 at 5:30 p.m. and 10/1/19 at 9:30 a.m.  He recalled a situation in Avon Lake when they had bids for trash, and did not have meetings with the citizens.  The meetings were held after the contracts were awarded, and they did not provide light garbage cans for senior citizens.  Kimball received the bid specs, but they did not bid for the senior container, and yet the containers were provided in other communities.  He suggested that there be input from citizens, the townships, and professionals like himself.

Jennine Donaldson, Executive Director of Elyria YWCA spoke on behalf of the Fair-minded Coalition of Lorain County (a committee of the YWCA).  She thanked the Commissioners for their persistence in attempting to have the Fair Board change their policy concerning the sale of the confederate flag at the Lorain County Fair.  She stressed “selling” because the issue of the coalition is not one of freedom of speech.  They believe if someone attends the Fair and is wearing a confederate flag t-shirt, or displays a confederate flag in their home, that it is their prerogative, and that is what America is about.  However, the Fair should be family-friendly and exhibit a welcoming environment, and particularly in this day and age, and the coalition believes this symbol does not represent this.  The coalition’s position on this has also been adopted by other organizations, such as, CHIPS, NAACP’s of Elyria, Lorain, Oberlin, Lorain County Democratic Party, Lorain County Community Foundation, former Lorain County Board of Mental Health, Negro Business & Professional Women in all three communities, numerous churches, including in Elyria the Washington Avenue Christian Church and Second Baptist Church, League of Women Voters, and Ambassador Brothers of Lorain County.  All of these organizations together represent Lorain County and are representative of the kind of inclusiveness that we want to see at the Lorain County Fair.  Her final point was that the Fair Board’s policies on concessions states in Item #1 that “Under no circumstances will items of a questionable nature be in any manner tolerated on Fair grounds or in Fair buildings.”  In her opinion, in this day and age, a confederate flag is definitely objectionable and questionable.

Theresa Shay, Elyria commented that she was recently encouraged by a County employee to not give up on asking the Commissioners and staff for buses and trains in Lorain County.  She said she is not a scapegoat for comments made from other people.  She previously spoke about the greyhound bus situation, but was not referring to the bus company’s deficit, but about the people who are using the bus and their dilemma.  When she asked for trains, she was referring to the citizens of Lorain County - The voters and people you are supposed to represent and their need for passenger trains.  The train company and greyhound bus are tools for you to use to take care of those who need transportation.  She suggested a “Welcome to Lorain County” sign be erected, a small shelter provided and someone hired to be there.  Not for the bus company, but for bus riders.  It would be a gesture of goodwill to provide security, a bathroom for bus riders and have extra eyes at the Transportation Center, similar to what the Elyria Fire Dept is doing to help people, not a profit margin like the trains.  She asked how the adult probation is funded and is that a profit-oriented business or a service to the County.  Transportation is expensive and so is treatment in after care for junkies.  She expressed her right to ask for more buses that run often.  Some people have to wait two hours for a bus.  The Salvation Army recently closed and then re-opened their bathrooms.  Most public bathrooms are at the Mall.  She said “Do you know what it is like to take the bus, shop somewhere other than the Mall, wait two hours or more, and then ride the bus, and have no bathrooms available.”  When she lived in Hollywood, there were no public bathrooms available for the homeless population.  It was terrible, and she became aware of the importance of public bathrooms. Buses run every two hours for the larger streets, but she did not know how often buses run on her street, but has observed one bus every couple of months.  She suggested providing for a solid bus station for travelers, a train that connects riders to other places, and a reasonable amount of buses to see Lorain County into the future.  

Pat Serio, Oberlin echoed the comments made by Ms. Donaldson.  She was in California about a week ago with her son, and they were about to go to the Garlic Festival, but her granddaughter had over slept.  Had they attended, they probably would have been there when the shooter was there.  She believes that selling the flags at the Fair invites hate groups to congregate there because it is a symbol of hate.  For the safety of everyone who attends the Fair, it is important to ban a hate symbol.

	Commissioner Kokoski attended the Carpenter Ditch viewing on Monday.  A lot of residents attended, and were very frustrated about years of flooding, and were skeptical about the process.  She hopes that the Engineer’s office will help with the necessary drainage to alleviate the flooding.  At the Mapleview Ditch meeting, they were unable to move forward, until they get additional information from the Engineer’s office and the Stormwater District.  There was also a hearing about the County’s Subdivision regulation changes, and these regulations have not been updated for a long time.  Thanks to Christine Brandon who put a lot of time and effort into this, and also Don Romancak.  This is a good collaboration with the Engineer’s office, and there was good dialogue yesterday with a few developers who expressed some issues that might arise as a result of some of these changes.  We are a part of the Transportation Improvement District, and it used to be that we automatically received $250,000.00 every year, but it has become competitive.  We received $43,000.00 for construction for Transportation Drive and $200,000.00 for construction of the widening of Nagle Road.  The Engineer’s office did a good job by helping us get additional dollars for Lorain County.  Mr. Cordes commented that on Transportation Drive there is a very short distance between the lights; and Ms Kokoski said if they are timed right it may work out; but Mr. Cordes said that it would be necessary to keep a close eye on this area.  

	Commissioner Lundy sent sympathies to the family of Joe Vajentic, and he attended his funeral yesterday at St. Mary’s.  Mr. Vajentic was very active in the Elyria Community and catholic church.  He was his teacher, and the toughest final exam he had taken was his final exam in bookkeeping, which was tougher than any of his college final exams.  It took a few hours to calculate and balance everything and was painful.  He was a good man, and also coached football for Avon Lake High School and Elyria Catholic High School.  The church was packed, and he will be missed.  He also reflected today on the life of Toni Morrison, who was a Noble Prize literature winner and Pulitzer Prize winner in fiction, and had received the Presidential Medal of Freedom.  She was 88 years old when she passed away.  He would like to have a special resolution done for next week, which would recognize February 18th as “Toni Morrison Day” in Lorain County.  She had quite an impact on the culture, and always told it like it was, and sometimes people did not want to hear what she had to say.  He congratulated everyone who worked on the Best of Lorain County event.  It was an amazing event, and everyone he talked with commented on how full the room was.  LCCC is a central location and everyone knows how to get there, and feels safe and comfortable there.  He barely got in the door and was given candy to earn votes.  He also congratulated the Office on Aging staff for all the great work they do, but was unable to attend their steak fry on Friday. They also put out a very good monthly publication for seniors.  Over the weekend, he attended the Crushers game.  The Frontier League allows a celebrity player, twice per year, who is allowed to bat three times, and does not play in the field.  In the past, it was Travis Hafner, and this past weekend it was Coco Crisp.  He is in good shape and runs fast, and attempted to steal a base.  The crowd really enjoyed it.  He is only 39 years old, and he sold his $9 million house in California to buy another house in California. The St. Peter’s Festival in Lorain was enjoyable; the people were great and food was good.  While there, he talked with a few ladies who wanted to know about some of the things we are doing in the County, and how we are working with the City of Lorain.  They wanted to make sure that we are earning their vote.  Joe Arrendondo is doing great work in the city of Lorain.  The food was great at the Mexican Mutual, and one of his favorite places, the people are friendly and nice and a light entertaining atmosphere.  At the Carpenter Ditch viewing in Eaton a lot of good questions were asked and there are serious flooding issues that need to be resolved.  There is some cost involved, but we are trying to do the best for the community.  

Commissioner Sweda can relate with the flooding problems because she had lived on property that had ditch flooding.  It was a good week at the Best of Lorain County and Office on Aging Steak Fry which was well attended.  The Garford Arts event in Elyria was a good event and well attended.  The St. Peter’s festival and Hungarian Reform festival had good crowds regardless of the heat.  She also attended the meeting to clean up South Lorain, and this Saturday they are looking for more volunteers, focusing on Pearl & 28th street.  At the ditch review she remembered those properties on Kenwell flooding years ago and this needs to be resolved.  The subdivision regulations is something that she is familiar with and she understands the pros, cons, and good work that will be provided by updating it.  Joe Arrendondo’s birthday bash was well attended.  This evening, she will attend the MOVE meeting along with several local mayors and other folks concerning transportation issues.  She addressed Ms. Shay's comments about transportation by stating that it is like eating an elephant - taking one bite at a time.  Transportation issues will not be quickly or easily resolved, but there are a lot of people in the community working on a solution. 
It was a normal week in Lorain County, and most residents filled their week with leisure activities and work.  We were more fortunate than El Paso and Dayton.  Those are communities where there routine was disrupted and changed forever.  The lens with which they look at their community will never be the same.  It is times like that that we have knee jerk reactions, and there are calls for stricter gun control and greater mental health resources.  We classify these horrific attacks as terrorist attacks rather than lone wolf.  It is going to provide a greater sense of safety when we reach into these white supremacist and black hate groups’ websites.  The efforts to end violence needs to reach to those folks who are enhancing, promoting and inciting individuals who are maybe on the edge of committing a hate crime.  If we were to revisit the classification and classify these evil doers as terrorists, then these folks would now be conspirators, and then we could reach into those websites and bring some of those groups down, and they would become co-conspirators rather than just cheerleaders of evil-doing.  My prayers go out to El Paso, Dayton and other victims and families, and also for us, that we are not the next community, that we can continue to survive without those kinds of attacks, that our communities can remain safe.  We can work daily to find more reasons to love and not hate. Hopefully, we can find the wisdom and strength to end this violence.  Commissioner Lundy commented that the Governor rolled out several proposals, especially, background check issues.  It is all about safety for our communities.  Growing up we were not worried about shootings at school.  Having served in Columbus, he was not very optimistic, because unfortunately, the legislature has been reducing guidelines, restrictions and laws as it relates to gun safety; however, the Governor supports training for concealed carry.  Something has to shift in how we approach this issue, and he urged citizens to write to their state representatives and senators.  Folks in Columbus are very afraid of the gun lobby and do not want to do anything to upset them.  It is a steep mountain to climb, but the representatives and senators need to hear from citizens.  Commissioner Sweda reiterated at how safe we felt at the Best of Lorain County event, but how long might it be in our community that we would no longer feel safe.  We have to get a grip about the growth of hate crimes.  When someone can engage in a senseless act of murder and not be deemed as mentally ill, but just filled with hate that is very poisonous.  Commissioner Kokoski brought up the issue of assault weapons and how much damage can be done when used by someone like the recent perpetrators.  Commissioner Lundy said it has had quite an effect on emergency room surgeons who are dealing with war-inflicted type wounds, and law enforcement must deal with these types of weapons.  Why anyone needs military-type weapons does not make sense, and Commissioner Kokoski said they can have all they want, but do not give them any ammunition.
