Thelma Adams, Vice President, Elyria NAACP asked who the EEO officer for the county was? Commissioner Lundy said Tom Kelley, EMA Director located at Gates Building, Elyria.  She thanked him and will be in touch.
Mark Strauss, Managing Member Avon 25 Real Estate LLC, 2433 Michelle Court, Willoughby Ohio 44094.  He thanked Mr. Innes and Mr. Cordes for working with him for about 15 months now.  He owns a company Avon 25 Real Estate LLC and purchased December 30, 2014, 52 acres on Nagle Road to Avon Place Health Campus to build an 800 unit congregate care community. In January 2015 he sold 32 acres to a group in Michigan to build a $40 million dollar senior care community to open in November 2016 with 100 full time employees with  about $3-4 million dollar in payroll and received approval of 76 ranch senior homes that would be rented in July 20016 at a cost of $7.5 million.  Since December 2014 he has been instrumental in bringing to Lorain County close to $40 million dollar in senior housing which is needed in Avon.  The remaining 19 acres he controls and sale of acreage at $150,000/acre is around $3 million dollars of property value.  In addition he has under option 5.28 acres of the Jacobs Group which would be a total of 24.5 acres and the 1st component of that project is skilled nursing facility.  In October 2015, Avon SFN Realty entered into a county with the county to acquire the golden acres bed license to transfer/relocate to this property for a $16 million skilled nursing facility and potential phase 2; in/out patient dialysis center with relationship to the Cleveland Clinic.  The reason why he is here today, as a land developer he is not the builder or of this project or any of them his expertise in the last 5 years is to help companies locate land that do build out skilled nursing facility. This project has full potential of building out with a $60-80 million total project with 250 full time employee and payroll of $6 million dollar. An individual who was going to build has run into a conflict in July 2016 through a family trust terminated the acquisition of 1.85 acres in Avon Ohio. It mentions that Avon SFN Realty in his opinion while in the beginning he worked closely and has respect for Mr. Cordes and Mr. Innes and appreciate but we can agree to disagree.  He said both the County and Avon SFN can be partially to blame for the where we stand today.  He has worked tiresly since last October with Senator Gayle Manning, Ohio Department of Health and Ohio Legislator to have Lorain County receive $1.25 million dollars for said bed license at Golden Acres to be located to Avon Ohio skilled nursing facility that would have been built on his property. He is not sure whether or not that you are aware of the fact that, the law in Ohio is very clear up until July 12, 2016 that when a county nursing home closes, and the beds are not relocated to closing or certificate of closure received the bed licenses are terminated.  In contracts, if the private home closes, it has 1 year to sell the beds or dispose.  He stated that Senator Manning was instrumental in HB483 which passed in the legislator and effective October 1, 202016 and this law was written specifically for Golden Acres.  He paid attorney 6 figures to have the law changed and on Page 157-158 - Section 737.10A, an existing long care facility the meaning of this under Ohio Revised Code. Long Term Care Beds under 3702.15

approval of beds in a new county home or new county nursing home, or an increase of beds in an existing county home or existing county nursing home if the beds are proposed to be certified as skilled nursing facility beds under the Medicare program of this section. The Director of Health shall accept review under consideration to make sure all the following applies “the former county home/former county nursing home was an existing long term care facility on or before October 1, 2015.  Golden Acres closed on October 31, 2015.  That was the key language. The next key language as found on page 157/158 the application for certificate of need was given to the Director during the period beginning October 1, 2015 and ending 90 days after the effective date of this section. The temporary law that was written solely for Lorain County Golden Acres that takes affect October 12, 2017.  There is 90 days January 10, 2017 to get this application to the State of Ohio so Lorain County can benefit from the sale of these beds in the amount of more than $250,000.00 He stated September 8, 2014 ordinance 10414 to Avon 25 Real Estate LLC a special use permit to operate a congregate care facility on 52 acres that he acquired in November 2014.  December 30, 2104 a limited warrant deed from Jacobs to Avon 25 Real Estate LLC he owns the land and November 2015 his special use permit was extended to 6.2 acres under contract with the now 5.8 acres and the specialty permit was October 29, 2015.  He wants to be clear with the Commissioners that whatever has been represented to them that Avon 25 Real Estate LLC. has the land, development and got the law changed to develop this skilled nursing facility in Avon Ohio using the skilled bed license from the former county home, Golden Acres. He stated on October 29, 2015 Avon SFN Reality entered into an agreement with Lorain County Board of Commissioners and received yesterday from Jerry Innes an email indicating that as of last week, Commissioners received that the former purchase of the 8.15 acres is a better position than Mark Strauss former transaction of the county, that he disagrees with.  At this point in time, he has no information that Mr. Francis owns any land, zoning in place or ability to build a similar facility in Lorain, Ohio and submit a certificate of need between October 12, 2016 and January 1, 2017.  In addition he pointed out to Mr. Innes yesterday and his response to the email was there was a number of condition of the October 29, 2015 agreement that applied by County and Mr. Innes indicated the contract was no longer valid with SFN Realty, the closing date was not set, the warranty with the beds are still valid and transferred which was not true because the law will not take affect until October 12. But what will happen on October 12 when State Legislator and Senator Manning the bed license will be resurrected for a period of time and ask the Commissioners to instruct the Administration of the Lorain County at this point in time believe this is valid purchase agreement in place and condition not met and once conditions are met Avon Realty LLC, Avon 25 Real Estate LLC., Avon 4 Real Estate and SFN and are ready and willing and able to comply with terms and conditions of the October 2015 agreement and this is critical for the $80 million dollar project. He state Mr. Francis and whatever other company or contractor does not have the vested interest in this property of the $27.5 million project and he understand that the building will have 177 units that 168 are individual served preleased and other on waiting list and ads of today as Mark Strauss and of Avon 25 Real Estate, LLC that this $40 million senior building will have 100 full time employees with $3.5-4 million payroll and skilled nursing facility will have 100 full time and $2.5 million in payroll.  The other component of this project he has been discussing with Community Development Lorain County for the last 4 weeks and believes that the closure of this project of that half million dollars from the State of Ohio for the infrastructure and road improvement is the 2nd phase is the 400 units, $30 million is development from Nagle to the back of the 24 acres and Jacob at this time has preliminary committed 7.5 acres for the road obligation and have an engineer firm donated specification plans for the road and his obligation is the 50% of the $1 million to road project which is surrounded by Primrose Preschool.  He asked the Commissioners for himself, Avon 25 Real State, SFN Realty the ability to move forward, close transaction, acquire the beds and move forward with this facility in Avon Ohio.  He also stated on July 20, 2016, Ordinance 64-14 he received a special use permit to Avon 25 Real Estate, LLC to operate congregate care/skilled nursing facility to be located on the future health campus drive off Nagle Road and if all works out he will break ground and open said facility in March 2018.
Commissioner Lundy said this is a legal matter and thanked him for the information and interest in development of this area.  He said that Mr. Strauss advocated for a change in the law with the legislators, you did not pay for the law to be changed.  Mr. Strauss said no he paid and hired Bricker and Eckler to help with this.
Mr. Cordes said there are some areas of clarification that needs discussed. Assistant Prosecutor Innes said there shall be no comment. Mr. Cordes said some statements to be factuated and manipulated to suit his purpose and counsel has indicted that there shall be no comment and he won’t, but clearly some of the statements made would educe folks to believe certain things that he believes are not.

Commissioner Kokoski thanked him for coming, to put a face with the name.
