	Jerry Good, Economic Development Coordinator said this is the 3rd time AgriNomix has been here for an abatement. All documents 
have been received in accordance with the code. City of Oberlin approved.

	Ron Lando, President – AgriNomix thanked the Commissioners and stated anyone interested in investing in the county, they need to 
come before the city  and the county and see the total support that is available.  He stated the first abatement he received in 2016 was for 15,000 square foot building which has been filled by new people and new product.  The 2nd time of 7,500 square feet was for office expansion for engineer and project planner and has been filled. Commissioner Kokoski said this building was done very nicely.  Mr. Lando said this time the request is because of growth in 2012-2016 was steady and 2017/2018 business is doubling.  The need for sustainable projects is needed and a company in North Caroline is taking excess pine and getting material used for peat moss etc which they manufacture.  This is the 40th system at the plant in 18 months.  The new machine will be used to make certain size seeds and “robot” for planting seeds right into the pots.  They are there to provide company with automation so they can track and trace the movement of seeds. Lots of labor is needed, customers are usually short 20-50 daily wand wages are sometimes not the best. With AgriNomix when they first started only 1 employee was from Oberlin now there are 9 and wages have grown.  First abatement was addition of 5 employees by 2018 with their 25 current employees. 2nd abatement was 3 more employees by 2019 and now they have 41 employees with an average wage of $57,355. This expansion will be 19,250 squat foot warehouse assembling for the new product with a minimum investment of $630-820,000 with additional payroll of $150,000
Commissioner Kokoski asked if there was additional land for further expansion. Mr. Lando said yes one more parcel for 15,000 square 
foot and all water catch basin in place so he might be back.  Commissioner Kalo said great job and to have local employers with a local company expansion is wonderful.  Mr. Lando said the county works well with business and great model.  Commissioner Lundy said the new jobs are coming from retaining companies which is critical for expansion very rare for companies to keep expanding but seems like it is working for ArgriNomix and the wage is good to support a family.
Commissioner Kokoski asked about what training is needed?  Mr. Lando said the automated engineer class at LCCC is great they 
actually go there to hire first, they can get the critical milestone of over just 2 years with an associate degree and make around $40-50,000 up to $80,000+ as long as someone is talent driven and engaged.
Mr. Cordes said AgriNomix is a great company but he does have concerns with the agreement.  He just had a moment to scan the 
agreement and Commissioners should be the authority on agreement not Oberlin to decide.   He stated that Elyria and Lorain own their enterprise zone but the others are owned by the county and negotiation authority should be the county, not the City of Oberlin as stated in this agreement.  Mr. Cordes said section 1.3 speaks of Oberlin with changes/modification, no where does it list the County. There were previous issues, not with this company regards to call backs. Mr. Good said this language is from the state.   Mr. Cordes said he would like to have Assistant County Prosecutor Innes review this between sessions because the Commissioners need to maintain authority.  Commissioner Kokoski said commissioners could approve this with the contingent.  Mr. Innes said yes the Commissioners could do this subject to change in provision, but will review.
Commissioner Lundy said we need to keep consistency in all, need call backs condition and AgriNomix is a great company and in the end it is up to the commissioners if they are responsible and keep in check and have all these safe guards in place.  Commissioner Kalo said it sounds like it was state language carried over from last.
