SOLID WASTE – BARNES NURSERY FOOD SCRAP

Tiffany Barker, Solid Waste said the county applied and received a market development grant from OHEPA for Barnes Nursery in the amount of $66,538.00 for them to purchase 2 trucks for food scrap pick up.


Bob Schanz, Barnes Nursery said they are matching this grant in the amount of $66,538 for a total project cost of $133,076 to purchase 2 trucks with water tight truck bodies and powered cart tippers and purchase 240 – 2 wheel carts 48 & 68 gallons.  Materials to be accepted will be food scraps, coffee grounds & filters, tea bags, egg shells compostable items like bags, cups & plates and creating 2 jobs.  Currently operating the yard waste facility on Chestnut Street in Elyria and currently accepting food waste from several business here in the county such as Bendix and Oberlin College and a lot of these facilities buy the product back to use on their properties and will expand to additional companies

Commissioner Kalo said this is great, what about restaurants. Mr. Schanz said they are in discussions with various restaurants, business etc and this is how the routes are built.


Mr. Schanz has worked with 3 other counties and thanked Solid Waste for being so efficient and walking through the program.


Commissioners thanked them for the presentation and glad to see it is in the process
