	9:40 a.m. -	August 31 is Overdose Awareness Day and Proclaim September Recovery & Suicide Month – Elaine Georgas, Exe Dir 			– MHARS Board
	Commissioner Kokoski read the proclamation and stated that before the pandemic there was and continues to be an epidemic in the county as well as nationwide with overdoses. In 2017/2018 there were 132 od’s, 2 times the amount of COVID deaths, last year there were 89 deaths. She stated that COVID and Addiction are both diseases and she spoke with DEA and many people are getting Zanex because of the depression with COVID and dying because these are being laced with fentanyl as many other drugs are being cut this way.  Commissioner Kokoski also stated there were many people that were in recovery and graduating before COVID and hopes that many people stayed in recovery. 	Elaine Georgas thanked the Commissioners and said it has been 1 year since Alcohol & Drug Addiction Services and Mental Health has merged and working on the strategic plan and all workers with some still working remotely are at the Mental Health Building and The Records Commission just approved the MHARS RC2 form.  There is an addiction hotline at 440-989-4900 or text 4HOPE to 741741 with all information on our site at MHARSlc.org as well as a toolkit for families. Ms. Georgas said 8/31 is overdose awareness day and the courthouse will be lite up in purple with 89 flags displayed at 35 locations.  This Sunday videos will be released from local residents on their addiction recovery and faith base community will ring their bells for 89 times.  
Commissioner Kokoski said the faith base community is a great idea because many people meet there for their meetings and stated in October we will be participant with Red Ribbon Week October 23-31st and will light the courthouse in red, for a drug free life.  
Commissioner Sweda thanked Ms. Georgas as the team and asked about the calls from precovid to covid have they increased/declined. Ms. Georgas stated that at first they were worried the same with the schools because there were no outreach going on but the agency adapted and did zooms and made calls.  She said that a behavior health surge is expected and postcards are being sent to 40,00 homes targeting 4-10 graders.
Commissioner Lundy asked how the new approach is with people because before you would go to a meeting, get a cup of coffee or bite to eat and now people are sheltered in place. Ms. Georgas said they are taking different approaches just like Strive for 5, we each now 5 people we can reach daily and just communicate.  Commissioner Lundy said there is stigmas still about people parting and they can just flip a switch, no they can’t it is a disease. Ms. Georgas said yes it is.  Commissioner Sweda asked about accountability.  Ms. Georgas said the team is doing a communication approach.  Commissioner Lundy said he was always concerned with the youth services and how many kids either did drugs, drank or even thought about suicide. Ms. Georgas said yes it is alarming and with schools starting back up we hope that this will help with socialization.  Commissioner Sweda asked about child neglect. Ms. Georgas said that is a concern with a  we working with different partners and said there are numbers and people to talk to about anything, if you don’t feel something is right, please call.

Commissioner Kokoski said Edwin’s hires people that are felons and battle addiction and thanked them so much for helping out. Commissioner Lundy asked what is the concern of seniors during covid. Mrs. Ksiazek said just like everyone else, tired and weary of being home along, they need socialization and they do their best when they deliver the meals which are now contactless deliver but make sure that they see them through a window.  She will call Western Reserve and let them know that we are more than happy to do this again.
