	9:40 a.m.	OSU – Kyle White, Community Developer Educator and Extension Area Leader for Lorain, Medina & Summit counties.  Also present were Jacki Baca, 4-H Positive Youth Development Educator and Ann Chanon, Agriculture and Natural Resources Educator
	Kyle White said “If Not For Ohio State”…….
	Ms. White stated that the Agricultural Community could be constrained by restriction due to Lake Erie Water quality. How does Ohio State help? They get in front  with Education.  
Commissioner Lundy said the algae bloom seems to be a problem and agriculture community seems to feels the government imposes.  
Ann Chanon said there are a number of significant sources, but the agricultural are listening.  They have re-established the Master Gardener Program.  She stated that Commercial producers are turning to Extension to help them handle the agronomic and farm management  issues associated with this spring’s flooding and crop damage. They are identifying community gardens throughout the county and are seeking ways to make them more successful.  Also helping with nutrition management, farm management and week management.
	Kyle White said they are have done a Community Development Launch with an Introduction to Grant Writing and “You Write the Grant” classes start in September. An Advisory Committee will be held first meeting on August 22 and Actively engaged in Southside Pride and Greater Lorain County Partnership
	Jacki Baca said 4H is growing; children grow into a productive citizen or not either way, youth grown into Adults.

Ms. White stated the budget is also included in your packet.
Commissioner Lundy said the Commissioners give $90,000, plus $17,000 from Solid Waste so that is over $100,000.
Commissioner Sweda thanked them for all their good work and it is electronically challenged. Ms. White said Sally is involved in the 
schools and listen to the children and we are seeing results.
	Commissioner Kokoski said the urban areas are also seeing good work. Ms. White said 3 years they have been working with the Boys & Girls Club, Save Our Children, Libraries and Schools on displacement and ergonomics.  Children mostly need to talk and build trust.
Commissioner Kokoski said back in the day there was bullying on the playground, lunch now you are also seeing it through social media and this is an important thing to teach children.  Jacki Baca said they teach children coping skills to manage this and how to use technology in a positive means
	Mr. Cordes said OSU is housed in the AG building on Russia Road, so why doesn’t the budget state the in-kind service of rent, etc. Ms. White said the internet service is provided by OSU and yes, the Commissioners to provide them space is a larger contributor and sorry she did not note that . Mr. Cordes said the county does a similar situation with Soil & Water that is housed in the same building with in kind service.
	Commissioner Lundy said there is a misconception that the Commissioners only support cities. The Commissioners actually support and care for all and the agricultural and rural issues in our county.  
	Commissioner Lundy asked if the farm families are being affected by the tariffs, causing hardships. Ms. Chanon said there has been an environment and economic strain on the farmers and OSU has developed a program for this as well as land use plans.
	Commissioner Sweda asked about the grant writing is this for anyone. Ms. White said yes but not for government grants, but she is able to help with that 
	Commissioner Kokoski said everyone does a wonderful job and asked if OSU works with Soil & Water. Ms. Chanon said yes, they have been in discussions with HOA on land use and value of trees on properties and John Swartz, Soil & Water does a great job and pond managements and they are looking into doing some joint program in winter/spring.

	10:06 a.m.	Increase of Dog & Kennel Fees
	Commissioner Kokoski said there have been a lot of discussions on building a new facility.
	Mr. Cordes said the last building was built in 1997/1998 and was a big improvement from the previous building we had. There was a big rate of euthanization of unwanted animals back then and now that is done by lethal injection. The money for the building was loaned from the general fund to build a world class facility that would last 30-40 years and would not be on the same site now.  Well upon his return we have a pole building with a small administration area, there were cages on top of each other and is on the same site.  The county has upgraded some areas by giving the dogs some more running space and do a spay/neuter program and have lots of volunteers.  Commissioner Kokoski said the county has not put a dog down in the last 4 ½ years due to space issue, our volunteers and rescue groups are great in finding the dogs homes.  She stated we need a more modern, better and larger facility.  Mr. Cordes said yes, we have limitations were the kennel is located now and would like to see a new site for the kennel and would be about an 18-month process. We have to select site and need revenue because the budget now is just at the breaking point. The funds would be loaned from the general fund and returned because the kennel has to be self-sufficient within in the ORC.  He stated he had asked for a cost study to be done 2 years ago and due to personnel changes just received report within the last week.  
	Commissioner Kokoski said she would like to see the dog license go from $16 to $20, which would raise around $114,000 annually and this does not include redemption and adoption fees.  
Mr. Cordes said we need suitable land with buffers, runs. It would be around $1 million facility and debt service are around $85,000 now and we have to increase operations costs as well as heating and maintenance with a bigger facility.  He stated the lobby is small with 3 people at one time, Commissioner Sweda said very small, people are usually hanging out the door.  He said the same thing happened with the old 911 building, when he left it was built on the old and it was just not realistic to do that, now we have a state of the art 911 center.
	Commissioner Kokoski said Erie and Lake Counties charge $20, Lucas charges $25 for licenses and we provide a lot but no chip. She said she spoke with people about the chip and was told that if the owner does not keep up to date on the chip it is useless.  Mr. Cordes said the future is to have a new facility, increase the revenue and then look at it again in about 2 years.
	Commissioner Kokoski said redemption is now $33, Maximus report states $71 and the boarding fee we have is $6, report states $14.  Mr. Cordes said these numbers would be greater if it was not for our volunteers and donations.
Commissioner Kokoski said the volunteers put out a SOS that blankets, washer and dryer were need, the kennel received then Tory Mittler put out that paper towels were need, they received.  Mr. Cordes said that is another area that needs to be redone is the wash area, as well as proper storage for food.  He said people will probably be upset with this. Commissioner Sweda said it’s a small trade off to get a better facility.  Commissioner Kokoski asked the Auditor if he would waive the 15% administration fee that is charged. Commissioner Lundy said the Commissioners are in charge of establishing fees.
	Commissioner Lundy said when doing increase we have to do it right and people are usually upset if it is $.10 cents or $1.00 and we do have a great staff, volunteers and rescue groups that run a great kennel. We do rely heavily on volunteers and donations but that need will always be there and maintenance and operations increase.  He would go with scenario #3 which is a $10 increase to maintain a first-class facility and operation costs and could be due escalators with 3% each year.
	Commissioner Kokoski said no, maximum would be $26.
	Craig Snodgrass, Lorain County Auditor said all licenses are structured with the Ohio revised Code. He said the dog mailer is not mandated by law but it was a good customer service idea and has helped in licenses purchased, that is where the administrative costs go. He also noted that the effective date is December 1 because they start accepting dog registration on November 1, don’t input until December 1 and after January 31 a penalty is assessed.
Commissioner Sweda said regardless of facility the county can’t not run on a deficit
	Commissioner Kokoski said to clarify Maximums adoption cost was $146 which she does not want to see a hinder for adoption at this cost. If we go to from $50 - $80, which still does not cover the cost of shots, spay/neuter but it is more practical.
	Mr. Cordes asked Mr. Innes if we could do $2/year since we have not raised since 2014 since we are eligible to raise it $10.  Assistant County Prosecutor Innes said can.
	Commissioner Lundy asked if there were any public comments, there were none.

	Commissioner Lundy moved, seconded by Kokoski to close the public hearing. Upon roll call the vote taken thereon, resulted as: Ayes: All – Lundy, Kokoski & Sweda / Nays: None
