	Mr. Cordes said the county gets lots of criticism for the airport but the work is required by the FAA no matter if we accept the money which then we are entitled to the FAA for 20 years each time funds are accepted.  These are funds for infrastructure no operating and we are a reliever airport for Hopkins International. The county also gets funds from the corn farmers.  He stated several years ago the runway looked at being expanded but that is millions of dollars which is not available.  
Commissioner Kokoski said the county only gives the airport $50,000 year. Mr. Cordes said correct, years ago when there was an airport authority, FBO, staff, maintenance, etc. it was $650-800,000/year. After 2006 that board was disbanded and it runs as a private relationship. Assistant Prosecutor Petticord said there is pending litigation issue with the 3rd party administrator so discussion should be limited.  Mr. Cordes said there are also when available Bendix uses the airport for brake testing, college criminal justice program and defensive driving is done. Back in the 70’s National Guard was there which was the main support but they have since gone and an airport needs to be developed into an industrial district but where our airport is located is really not a good location, traffic is needed. At one time Elyria, Lorain and the County all supported the airport but now it is only the county.

The maximum obligation under this Offer shall be 90% of allowable costs.  The Department of Transportation, Office of Aviation is contributing 5% of the cost leaving the remaining 5% as local match. 	Mr. Cordes said him and Commissioner Kokoski met with Mercy Health, Ed Oley & Dr. Graham on providing detox services.  He stated that they will perform a detox service if able to put in a place a continuum of care so people have a place to go.  They will operate a triage and then Recovery One would provide the holistic approach to recovery.  The detox services provided by Mercy would then free up additional space at Recovery One for the programs that are needed as well as not having certain staff on board as a Medical Director, RN, and Nurses and would cut some costs down.  
Commissioner Kokoski said speaking with Mercy and Dr. Graham from Cincinnati offered good insight to clinical steps to leverage services in a collaborative care.  There are about 17 organizations in Cincinnati that combat the program in that area and with this continuum of care overdoses have decreased around 60% and people usually have a greater success.  Mr. Cordes said the levy is still needed with battling this countywide problem it triggers so many other issues as loss of wages, socials services, first responder, justice system , there is a report stating it is around $200 billion.  He does not like that Lorain County is known as a HIDA (high drug trafficking area) and SOS (surge of synthetics) but he is glad the help is here.
Commissioner Kalo said Mercy has done well with providing the TB services for the county.
