She thought when she was here before speaking about the need for an effective bus system; she thought she was only speaking of what she saw in Elyria.  She said the MOVE organization told her the answer is for side arteries that was presented at their May meeting and ride shares and Sharon Person said it would work in Oberlin.  She lives in a neighborhood of junkies and ride share is out of the question.  She met a woman at a prayer service at Ely Square and this lady works for a church, going back to school, but had a job interview in Wellington from Oberlin and has no income, had to pay $30 for ride, wait 2 hours to get picked up and that is a lot of money for poor people, and that does not look good for employees that have no reliable transportation and she did not get the job.  This tells her that there is more reason for the side arteries elsewhere rather than Lorain and Elyria.  She has a rich friend that she explains things to all the time, she does not know what it is like to go hungry or a lot of things that people go through and can’t hold that against her but you can’t hold things against the poor either, we are huge population.  She thought MOVE was a part of this, but they do not understand either, they are not interested in buses just like the commissioners are not, you need to think about the people that walk in rain, snow, etc. yes she has a car, but if you saw it, you would think, how does that run. Her legs are getting worse, she is getting older and she is a victim of a violent criminal and 24 years she came here to hide, she is disabled and only reason her car runs is because she prays.  She will end up with no way to get to the grocery store or anything and she comes here to try to tell the Commissioners as long as she can continue to walk she will be here that something needs to be done with bus service. She realizes that she can’t make you understand, just like you can’t make her understand the funds and legalities but just really hope that they are not forgotten and MOVE is not representing people like her, nothing against them they just don’t comprehend. She talks to the public all the time and finding more and more people that you would love to see if they flourish they would become good citizen, we need this.  She give a 16 year old youth a ride to work, but things about the gas in her car, what if it breaks down but if there were busses no one would have to worry.  There are a lot of youth, younger and older people that need this simple service of transportation and as old people many stay home because they can’t get out and it’s miserable.
