	Rick Hutman, Elyria Township Trustee said on behalf of the Trustees thanked everyone for the “Apple Pie” project. This was a great collaboration and amazing how we all worked as a team and new employees will be coming to the county.
	Tom Blaz, Elyria Township Zoning Inspector said Carvana had contacted him over a year ago and they were looking at 100 acres of land in Beechwood, Walton Hills Euclid but he had suggested the Spielberg. He received that call one day and they wanted to bring the 400 jobs to this county. Carvana has been moving earth over there and they hope to have the asphalt in before Thanksgiving and open next July.
	Commissioner Lundy said this was a complex deal with 5 different entities involved and he is glad everyone worked together with the JEDD. Mr. Blaz said yes, Elyria could not provide the service district so had to get that from Lorain and then the county with the bigger sewers and thanked everyone for their effort especially with Mr. Cordes spearheading the project and bringing everyone together.
Mr. Hutman said the property had to be rezoned from agriculture to industrial and without letting anyone know what the project was just asked everyone to trust their officials.  He said at one time it was called “Ginger Snap”, but the name “Apple Pie” was chosen and a presentation was made to the schools with the generic details as well as the 2 former Mayors of Elyria and Lorain.  Commissioner Lundy commended Elyria Township and Mr. Cordes, it has been a pleasure working with all involved and Elyria Township has always been a good partnership.  Mr. Blaz said they are not done yet there are 23 acres left to get the county sewers to the south side of the highway.  Mr. Cordes said he spoke with Amherst Township and they are excited because there has been a JEDD in place over there since 2005/2006 and said it is all about land use control and prevention and trying to avoid annexation if possible.

	Commissioner Kokoski read the proclamation. She said overdose awareness day was October 31 and many people have been saved with Narcan and thanked the first responders for all they do, this is an epidemic still and there are resources and said as a mom of a recovering addict, sober almost 3 years.
	Ms. Georgas said they are here to help and would like to give appreciation to the front line works as well during the week of September 20-26 and on 9/22 there is crisis training by OHMAS.
	Lt. Baker gladly accepted the proclamation on behalf for the all 1st responders and front line workers and thanked the commissioners for their continued support.  EPD just recognized 14 officers for their service. She stated that this past May-July, there have been 3 times the od’s compared to last year. She said this does take a toll on all responders and thanked MRHARS and Firelands Recovery Center for all their resources to the filed as well as QRT (quick response team). The QRT is comprised of law enforcement and mental health and provide an outreach to surveyor and family, they have also gone to Life Skills School and provided information.
Commissioner Sweda thanked all the rock stars and said that PTDS is an issue as well as during pandemic people have more time on their hands. Ms. Georgas said there are many triggers for people and what is on the street today is all fentanyl related.  Commissioner Kokoski asked about the good Samaritan law. Lt. Barker said it was effective last year and protect bystanders if they report someone is in need.  Commissioner Lundy said Narcan is being administered more than once to an induvial. Lt. Barker said sometimes, all front line workers carry 2 and some times it takes more than 2 before EMS arrives
