DACA Community – Joel Arrendondo, City of Lorain Councilman and Joe Mendiola, President LOIRA, Lorain Immigration
Rights Association - Opposing the rescinding of the Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA)
	Commissioner Lundy said opposing the rescinding of DACA is the right thing to do. Kids that came to America are all they know.
Joel Arrendondo thanked the Commissioners for allowing him and Joe Mendiola for coming today.  Mr. Arrendondo said as President of City Lorain Council having the largest Latino community in the county and 3% in the state of Ohio.  There are people that make it happen. People that watch it happen and People that don’t know what happened.  DACA was used as an executive order through President Obama Administration in 2012 protecting the children that came to the United States.  He understands that any President can issue executive orders and he understands that President Trump has the right to rescind the executive order, but he does not feel this is right. Congress needs to make the decision since they are the ones that make the laws on immigration.  Ellis Island was closed in 1922 by the republicans then because they were scare of the communist that would come here from Poland, Slovenian, Cotati, etc. 20 years later family was recruited from Mexico to work in the steel mills because of the lack of shortage of workers and then another 20 years later Puerto Ricans were recruited to work in the mills because of the lack of shortage of workers.  Puerto Ricans are US Citizens and not affected by the DACA.  The dreamers do not know anything else but the United States.  He stated that the large fortune 500 companies and many in the silicone area have many immigrants workers, these immigrants take risks because they have nothing to lose. There are over 800,000 DACA dreamers and if you read the Moody analytics, we should be embracing not decreasing, it will hurt the medical tax over some years and many are lower wage earners. 
Joe Mendiola said it is an honor to be here today and at the beginning of the meeting he was glad the pledge was said to the flag, by being prior military he is proud and as citizens everyone should do.  There were some dreamers that were going to come today with him, but he felt that education was more important.  He stated that the dreamers do not have paperwork and the action by the president leaves these young adults without an opportunity pursue scholastic achievement, drives them back into a society they do not know and become vulnerable.  This is not why he spent his time in the military and it is up to all of us to have a voice and be heard so the children have the opportunity to become something this country. Dreams will be shattered as well as their mental state they will go through only knowing this country and being deported to a country they know nothing about. There are many that have served in the military, have jobs, pay taxes and support the communities and many Mexicans have died for this country in our military protecting this country, there home.
He thanked the commissioners it is truly an honor
Commissioners thanked them for coming and Commissioner Kalo said this is important in our nation. Commissioner Lundy said dreamers are not familiar with anything but their home and it is a shame what is going on and it truly is cruel, inhumane and un-American.
Joe said he is undocumented and there is a group that meets every 2nd and 4th Wednesday at Sacred Church, Lorain.

	WHEREAS, Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA), was a policy adopted June 2012 by the President Obama Administration allowing certain illegal immigrants who entered the country as minors to receive a 2 year renewable deferred action from deportation and eligibility for a work permit; and

WHEREAS, the President Trump Administration ended new applicants to the DACA program as of September 5, 2017, but implementation was delayed by 6 months to give Congress time to come up with a solution; and

	WHEREAS, there are approximately 4,400 DACA-protected individuals in Ohio and 3,800 of these recipients are estimated to be in the Ohio workforce; and

	WHEREAS, the immigrants known also as “dreamers” have gone to school, obtained valid driver’s licenses, graduated, secured jobs, pay taxes and should not be threatened to have their families torn apart; and

	WHEREAS, the United States President will be calling for deportation of well over 800,000 children and young adults who were raised here. America is the only home they have known. America is not a nation where we punish the children for their parent’s actions; and
Resolution No. 17-605 cont.

	WHEREAS, the overall fiscal impact reduces tax revenue by nearly $280 billion over a decade and the loss of all DACA eligible workers would reduce US GDP by $433 billion over 10 years.

	9:50 a.m. – OSU Extension – Elizabeth Share	
Jackie Wilkins, OSU thanked the Commissioners for having them give an update and said the team will explain about what they do.
Elizabeth Share, OSU 4H Extension Educator said there are 2,151 youth participants participate in 4-H/youth programs, with 265 volunteers. Youth Development with STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math Enrichment) activities including the students surveyed in after school programs;
· 33% had an increased interest in pursuing a STEM related career. 
· 67% found an increased ability to work with others to solve problems. 
· 50% found that, after STEM activities, that they had an increased interest in testing out new ideas, were able to create a model to solve a problem, and were more confident in sharing their discoveries. 
· OSUE 4-H reached nearly 2600 students through STEM Initiatives in various in-school, after-school, and community programs. 
· Youth participated in various STEM activities from 25 classrooms in 9 schools, 6 sites for Urban 4-H SPIN (special interest projects) clubs, and 17 community event/camp locations throughout Lorain County. 
Sally Hennessy, OSU works with a lot of teachers, mostly in Elyria and Lorain and there is no charge.
Julie Mackey, OSU said she goes to schools K-8 and  in the Tech Wizards Mentoring
· Over 50 youth participants in Lorain County 
· Student to Adult Mentor ratio 4:1
· Youth participants face challenging family issues, academic difficulty, or other pressures 
· Mentors take time to build positive relationships with youth
· Students demonstrate increased self-confidence
· Students develop improved attitudes and gain an excitement for learning
They are also partnering with the county watershed coordinator on invasive plants and looking at NASA and Nordson for more hands on 
with labs.  During the hurricane youths came up with ideas how to build/construct houses to with stand as well as maybe air drops.
Ms. Wilkins said they receive grants for employees; Julie Mackey is paid by National Mentor Grant and Sally Hennessy is paid by a 
Nordson grant.  She also stated that they do the following programs;
· 4H Carteens is a program that is for teens on vehicle safety in conjunction with juvenile probation court and Ohio State Highway Patrol.  
· SNAP-Ed provides supplemental nutrition aid program education helping families and individuals receiving SNAP benefits make healthy decisions
· EFNEP, expanded food and nutrition program, led by a bilingual program assistance and allows underserved population in Lorain County to learn about diet quality, food safety and more
There are funds leveraged in around $90,000 in these program and also working on obesity prevention, family budget and decision 
making reaching around 10,000 students in 1 ½ years.  They are also working on Agricultural Natural Resources, because they receive many calls and walk ins and expanding pesticide application certification program and permits.  While doing agriculture prevention, nutrition, safety and master garden program.  There are many people looking at too much to mow, so what can they grow.  They work with commercial horticulture at Green Circle Growers.
Kyle White, Interim OSU Director said she has met with Jerry Good, Economic Development on education of invasive species and 
thanked the Commissioners 
	Commissioner Lundy said he did a lot of farm stories when he was a reporter in Kansas and wanted to know if there is a program that can be done in classrooms or field trips to teach kids what a farm is all about. Ms. Share said yes, Sally has done eggs to chicks in the classroom and some advisors to have animals and youths do get to see that.
	Ms. Wilkins said the AgriScience is a pilot and seeing many jobs in this area because not enough youths understand a farm or food to table. At a youth day 70% of the students said chocolate milk comes from brown cows. At the Farm Science Review yesterday it was discussed what butcher where, they are small business owners in agriculture this needs to be stressed in order for people to learn where everything comes from and they do learn cost benefit, profits and quality assurance.

Commissioner Lundy asked Mr. Good to give them an update on Amazon.
Mr. Jerry Good, Economic Development Coordinator said Amazon has been on the radar since September 7 with notification from State and that Amazon just acquired Whole Foods for $13.7 million.  There are 3 factors when applying for this business and site location. Financing is required in amount of $5 billion and bond rating. Atlanta, GA and Forth Worth, TX has AAA bond ratings and that is why a lot of headquarters are in these 2 states. You need workforce with high tech and they have looked at international workers from Toronto.  He also noted Austin, TX and Washington, D.C. because of their tech industry. He noted that Amazon CEO just purchase a $23 million home in D.C.   He also stated that site requirement is a must with having direct flights domestically and internationally. Cleveland Hopkins is great but can’t compete with Atlanta or TX.   The population requirement is 1 million in metro areas, and that is only a 30 minute drive to Cleveland, also you must have 2 utility companies on site.  A good location would have been Midway Mall because of the multiple utility providers.  Amazon also wants mass transit; we don’t have subways, trains or busses.  
Mr. Good stated the best thing Lorain County can do is to work with Cuyahoga County on their bid.  He will be meeting with work with them and the region because more employment will need housing and we can offer that too he has a meeting with Team NEO next week.
Mr. Cordes said many are wondering why we would participate with Northeast Ohio or Cuyahoga County if we can’t offer the requirements, why because we are the border, 50% of our residents go to Cuyahoga to work, not because there is no job creation here, it because we live next to a major metro area.  We worked will continue to work with others because our workforce development platform regional pan and approval receives federal funds.
