911 Phase 2

Amherst Police Chief Joseph Kucirek said the countywide records management system needs to be enhanced for 911. The new world software was rolled out about a year ago and many departments are on and have the ability to have the information needed at their fingertips rather than calling around to other departments. Phase 2 includes the GPS component and fits with the police and fire departments. Work to date has resulted in positive impacts to the wastewater treatment plant as plant violations during wet weather events have been significantly reduced.

At this time, the department would like to proceed with Phase 3 of the lateral testing.  This final phase would include approximately 160 sanitary sewer laterals on Alton Drive, Island Drive and Elm Road.  It is anticipated that this work would be completed by March of 2017 with correction notifications being sent to the affected property owners sometime in April of 2017.  K.E. McCartney has agreed to perform this work for a not to exceed amount of $48,000 and the department believes this amount to be fair and reasonable.  Funding for this project would be made available through account 7100-7100-300-304-11-6200-6218, Sanitary O&M Professional Services.


At this time, Lorain County Sanitary Engineer Ken Carney is respectfully requesting that the Board enter into a contract with K.E. McCartney & Associates for the Lateral Televising/System Analysis-Phase 3 in the Eaton Homes Subdivision for a not to exceed amount of $48,000.  Work would proceed as soon as authorized and be complete by December of 2016.
