WHEREAS, Lorain County Solid Waste Management District is submitting the 2017 Scope of Work that will be done by GT Environmental, Inc. in the year 2017.


WHEREAS, GT Environmental, Inc. will provide the following Scope of Work:

GT Environmental, Inc. (GT) has prepared Task Order 2017-01 in accordance with the contract entered between GT and the Lorain County Solid Waste Management District (District) on January 4, 1996.  The Task Order includes a description of proposed tasks to be completed in 2017, including the implementation of the Solid Waste Management Plan approved by the Director of Ohio EPA. 

TASK 1 – DISTRICT POLICY COMMITTEE MEETINGS

GT will continue to attend Policy Committee meetings as requested by the District Director.  It is anticipated that Policy Committee meetings will be held quarterly (4 per year) or every two months (6 per year).  Beginning in July, the Plan Update begins and meetings may become more frequent.

TASK 2 – STRATEGY TO IMPLEMENT THE CURRENT SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT PLAN UPDATE

GT assisted the District with the development of a plan to implement the 40 programs and several initiatives for the Solid Waste Management Plan.  GT will be assigned to assist with several of the programs including:

· Work with the District to implement an organics processing facility at the E&L Transport site.

· In conjunction with grant program for community incentives, GT will crosscheck reported tonnages for discrepancies.

· GT will work with District staff to assist in the development of new grant guidelines and qualifications for funding for yard waste incentive program.

· GT will provide technical assistance to political subdivisions regarding how to implement or upgrade yard waste collection systems.

· GT will assist with the implementation of the Bar/Restaurant Glass Pilot Study.

· GT will assist with the development of the multi-family housing unit recycling grant program.

· GT will work with the District staff to implement the apartment property managers to implement a recycling program.

· GT will work to implement the Landfill Capacity Conservation Program.

· GT will assist with a zero-waste plan roadmap for a political subdivision.

· GT will identify the need for a waste exchange program in the District.

· GT will assist with developing a SOP for construction and demolition debris public projects.

TASK 3 – ANNUAL DISTRICT REPORT 

The District uses the Re-TRAC system to collect data from communities, businesses and industry.  The online system will allow communities, businesses and industry to enter and monitor their solid waste recycling and generation online.  The District will be able to use submitted data and complete their annual Solid Waste Management Report to Ohio EPA.

This will include the compilation of data, surveys and calculations for the Annual District Report (ADR) to Ohio EPA.  The 2017 ADR (2016 data) will require important data and information on waste generation, recycling and waste reduction activities of Lorain County residents and industry.

The District will be responsible for mailing the survey letter to commercial and industrial businesses.  GT will compile the results from the Re-TRAC system from hard copy surveys.  Data will be summarized in the Re-TRAC system.

The ADR format includes a table which follows the schedule outlined in the Plan Update.  The District must carefully answer the questions in the ADR and complete the table to show that activities in the Plan Update are being implemented.

In 2017, there is potential that Ohio EPA will purchase the Re-TRAC system for a statewide rollout of the ADR.  GT will prepare the ADR using the new ADR system, if required.

The ADR is due by June 1, 2017; however, the development of the surveys and data collection should begin in January – February 2017.

TASK 4 – NEW SOLID WASTE PLAN UPDATE USING VERSION 4.0

On July 2, 2017, the District must begin the development of the next Plan Update under the new Plan Format Version 4.0.  This version changes dramatically how the Plan is prepared.  The planning process is made up of a workbook with numerous worksheets, approximately twenty Appendices and six Chapters to present the Plan to the public.

The new Format requires significant attention to the analysis of programs through the Format’s Appendix H.  The District may use up to fourteen analyses to evaluate each program.  Ohio EPA titles this Appendix, Strategic Evaluation.  Following the Strategic Evaluation, the District must then prioritize the actions and program descriptions to describe how the District will operate over the planning period.  Appendix L describes the public education program for solid waste during the planning period.

GT will use the information in the 2017 Annual Report prepared with 2016 data to create the Appendices and required Workbook for the Plan Update.  The effort from July through December will be to create the Appendices and begin the Appendix H & I process evaluation of programming.  The first six months of 2018 will entail the creation of the six Chapters and refining the Plan for submittal in October 2018.  The 2018 work will be completed under a new Task Order.

Commissioner Lundy said he reached out to various departments/agencies to join us today with their limited resources and the issues 

they are facing. 

Commissioner Lundy congratulated Coroner Evans for his amazing job out in the community and educating the people on the heroin epidemic and overdoses and knows that he has limited resources everyday.

Coroner Stephen Evans said he tries, but the scope of the epidemic it that 600 people die every day from drug overdose in the world, 120 die every day from drug overdose in the United States, and in Ohio it is 1-4 people die from drug overdose every 4-5 hours. In Lorain County when he first started overdose deaths it was 1 a week, then 2 a week, now it is 3 a week. Overtime, he has averaged 15 overdoses/year in the county in past 3 years or so. Now we are tripled in 2011-2012 and now will double again this year, by end of year it will be 120-140 overdose deaths, so basically in time will be historically number of people overdose. The drug problem is huge; it affects all ways of life, for every person that dies there are 130 people that have drug problems.  When he first looked at this, he thought sooner or later there will be nobody left to die, but he realized for everyone that dies there is a lot left out there, then you realize the numbers are thousands of people that have a problem and something needs done and this has bankrupt his department.  Going from, his predecessor Dr. Matus did 9 autopsies per year, currently he has done 72 autopsies this year and doing 8 times the autopsy’s and this all cost money and has to make decisions based on his budget and running out of money with autopsies, toxicology, blood etc and everything he does sometimes affects the police department, prosecutors, etc and these departments need the information so drug dealers can be put away and closure to families.  He said many people say it does not affect them but you do not realize the number or homicides have doubled, this is because the drug problem. Car accidents have doubled because of the drug problem. Suicides have doubled because of the drug problem.  He stated if your house is broken into, car broken into it is because of the drug problem, this drug problem is completely taken over everything he does and is bankrupting his department.  The national average for a coroner’s office, Lorain County is at half the funding of that and that’s ok when he does not have the volume of things, they could kind of get by, but he cannot get by anymore, it’s at the point he has to make decision and if makes decisions and don’t do the test, the prosecutor, police department are left holding the bag and not able to continue their job in putting these drug dealers away, family closure, etc.  He stated we are in desperate times right now.
Commissioner Lundy said he is always hearing that these druggies are irresponsible, let them die and results of the crime/drug lab/coroner levy initiative, 56% voted against it.  Every time you read the paper, turn on TV, go on line, talk to neighbors, someone is being impacted by the drug issue. Coroner Evans said they are not seeing what he is seeing, they are mothers, fathers, sons, daughters, brothers, sisters, it is not just an intercity Lorain problem, or intercity Elyria problem.  He has been all over the entire county, you can see by the miles on his car, it is not just intercity, low associated economic problem, it is all, everyone, the drug problem does not know any associated economic class, doesn’t know any color, any creed, it is 1 out of 6 people you know someone that does drugs.  A lot of people do not realize until it is too late but it is everywhere.
County Administrator Cordes asked Coroner to speak of the out of county autopsies and mandates to pay, which the county has, no choice.  Dr. Evans said since he became Coroner, anyone that dies in Lorain County, the autopsies are done here; he does not send anything to Cleveland. Unfortunately, we do not have a triage trauma center in Lorain County and a lot are sent before they die to Metro, University Hospitals, Cleveland Clinic, etc and we have no control, so Cuyahoga will do that autopsies and our county is responsible for that payment.  It is a state mandated thing and we have no control.


Commissioner Lundy asked if Elaine Georgas or Tom Stuber would like to share comments/thoughts.  He stated their initiative was before the voters and defeated 55% to 45% and everyday you read the paper, turn on the TV, look on line, talk with neighbors and still was not successful and talked about the reality we are still dealing with.

Elaine Georgas, Executive Director, Alcohol & Drug Addiction Services Board of Lorain County said Issue 35 was the first time this was on the ballot in the county to address the treatment, prevention and recovery support needed in the county. They are back at the drawing board and it’s a call out attempt to bring everyone up in line with addition and the impact it is causing to all with families and communities. Everyone has a role in this. Last month the surgeon general released “Facing Addition In America”, a report on alcohol, drugs and health. The effects of substance use are cumulative and costly for our society, placing burdens on workplaces, the health care system, families, state and communities. You heard Dr. Evans talk about it and we have talked about it with our jails, police, and hospitals. This reminds us of how alcohol & drugs affect the brain and how misuse can become a disorder.  It also shows evidence that prevention, treatment and recovery polices and programs really do work.  More importantly the report provides suggestions, recommendations for all; individuals, families, community leaders, law enforcement and everything we all can do to prevent substance misuse and reduce its consequence.  This is the staggering effect Dr. Evans reported and in 2015, over 27 million people in the United States reported current use of illicit drugs or misuse of prescription drugs and over 66 million people, nearly a ¼ of the adult and adolescent population, reported binge drinking in the past month.  We have a heroin epidemic a larger number of impacts in all our communities prior to alcoholism.  Alcohol and drug misuse and related disorders are a major public health challenges that are taking an enormous toll on individuals, families sand society. Neighborhoods and communities are suffering as a whole. Drug and crime related violence abuse and neglect of children and increase health care in associated with substance misuse.  We know now, more than ever, grandparents raising grandchildren; State of Ohio has a larger number of children in foster care, so this affects all systems.  It is estimated for a yearly economic impact of substance misuse and substance use disorders is $249 billion for alcohol misuse and alcohol use disorder and $193 billion for illicit drug use and drug use disorders.  Meanwhile in Lorain County about 10% of the people that need treatment are actually receiving it and that was the point of Issue 35, to get treatment on demand to save lives, because what happens, even if a person gets into the jail or a chronic or acute episode, they need long term care for this opiate addiction or they can die. We also need to reduce the stigma and shame and change the conversation and finally deal with alcohol & other drug addition, chronic diseases as identified by the American Society of Addiction Medicine. Treatment works, people can recover.  With statistics last week, Ohio is the leader if overdose deaths.  Along with the overall category, Ohio is most deaths to heroin, along with opiates, fentanyl and Ohio has surpassed all other states within the population.  
2nd sales tax hearing cont.
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200,106 opiates overdoses were reported in Ohio, 7% reported nationwide.  Unfortunately, like Dr. Evans said, we are going to be over 120 overdose deaths, the highest on record.  As Commissioner Lundy stated, the state needs Medicaid expansion, start talking initiates, the number of deaths due to opiates and heroin keeps rising. Local communities are challenged and ADAS is an independent body with 18 volunteer board members and remain committed to working with everybody across the county to help combat the drug epidemic. They have the ability to add prevention earlier age children, treatment on demand less reducing waiting list, jail population, emergency rooms and providing recovery support services with having individuals become gainfully employed in our community. It is about economic development, saving lives and creating a healthier drug free community.  There is another report that will be shared with the city leaders but it also came from the National Association of Counties, prescription fraction, mobile leadership and we have to put a real plan in place that will save lives, ultimately.

Tom Stuber, CEO, President, LACADA Way said demand services are needed.  Over the last 4 years he had seen 24 adults seeking treatments for the first time and now it is up to 50-54/week seeking treatment, 70% is opiate addition. In our community we are faced with need to provide assistance and have heard several comments, like Commissioner Lundy has heard, let these people just die.  Most people don’t understand that these people are victims.  He was asked this week, why do people use drugs, why do they choose to use drugs, he said most people become addicted because they were prescribed an opiate prescription by their trusted physician.  80% of people that are addicted started with a physician prescribed narcotic prescription and it has advanced that people are victimizing others.  We have a responsible to provide treatment and as an agency will be there, they have never turned anyway away, but average $1/4 – ½ million dollars per year in uncompensated care and anticipates if a levy does not pass soon and with the Medicaid issue this amount could go over our capacity, even though we are here to help.  
Commissioner Lundy said there has been talk about privatizing Medicare, expansion Medicaid going away, State of Ohio is on the verge of a recession, State of Ohio is on a tight budget, changes in reimbursements, it is costly and is not a pretty financial picture.  Mr. Stuber said because of the Medicaid expansion, they are able to provide services and waiting list are for detox, residential service and not dictated by budget only by status rule, if this medical expansion is cut they would be dependent upon funding from Alcohol Drug Addiction Services, State and County and would anticipated, because they were barely able to handle the 24 new cases per week and now we are up to 54 per week, services could get reduced and harder and if there is no care, people will lose to addiction.  

Commissioner Kokoski said until people realize that this is a disease and these people are not bad people, they will never get it. The county does not fund anything to ADAS or LACADA Way but the county receives some of these people through our courts, jails, etc and does cost the county sitting in the jail at $98/day plus prosecutor time/money to prosecute, they are not bad, they are people with a disease.  Mr. Stuber said we all have a reasonability to educate.  

Commissioner Kalo said the jail is our largest mental health facility in the county and also detox, it is overburden the system. Commissioner Kokoski and the jail is our local detox.  

Commissioner Lundy said narcan is a good thing to bring people back to life, but then the next step for treatment facility is not there. He stated Columbus has talked a good game on this issue but help is needed and problem continues.  Commissioner Kokoski thanked them for all they do
Commissioner Lundy said to Prosecutor Will that his office is running over with the heroin epidemic and everyone talks about getting 

those drug dealers off the streets, get away from my kids, get away from family, don’t want people breaking into my house, police go out 

run a big sweep arrest a lot of people and 20-30 people in the paper and now you have to prosecute and know that this department is swamped. 

Dennis Will, County Prosecutor said you are correct, people say these people should just die, but they don’t understand the impact in the 
criminal justice system, it cost money by nature of the crime and prosecuting.  If you don’t think this does not drive the crime problem, you truly don’t understand.  There have been more homicides this year than the yeast 3-4 years and it’s not done.  There is more violence to get these drugs, more burglaries, more assaults. In 2008 the economics slowed down and state said we should recover by 2015/2016, they have not recovered, his general fund budget is the same level since 2005 and if there were not some of the subsides they would not be able to survive.  If they do not get help and continue at this level and god forbid their budget is cut there will be no service, they will have to selectively choose who will be prosecuted.  Yesterday, a family came to his office on a serious motorcycle accident that was fatal and it’s just like the drugs, people want answers and prosecution.  No one wants more taxes, but if they do not get more revenue his office will have to selectively decide how they will prosecute cases.  In his office all are affected, children services cases will increase, csea cases will increase, civil cases will increase and juvenile/adult cases will increase, everything overwhelms the system.  He stated he penned a letter to the board and listed all the issues with statistics and the numbers, it’s like Groundhog Day, we have been talking about it so long, and something needs done.  If he does not get the resources he cannot tell you what will happen other than selectively decide and families will be hollering what is going to happen.
Mr. Cordes said in 2009/2010 cuts; 3 prosecutor, 2 secretary’s, homicides up yet staff is still decreased from last time. Commissioner Kalo said with more cuts to cover.  Prosecutor Will said this all costs money but he lost 5 prosecutors in the last 2 weeks to better paying jobs; 3 to the courts and 1 to another county, we are losing experience due to pay, this is a labor intense job, everyone is overwhelmed and in all his years he has not seen it like this with the overdoses, etc.  

Commissioner Kalo said they have had these discussions for years and back in 2009 when had to take cuts, 30% of the general fund was let go, and he has never been afraid to raise revenues. We need a county that is viable and provides services and there are 88 counties in the state and we are in the bottom 4 with collection of sales tax and the 9th largest county.  He said Fairfield County has a population of 160,000 with 6.75% sales tax and $45 million dollar general fund budget and Lorain County is 305,000 populations with significant urban issues.  He said the Sheriff had a request for 8 new vehicles at $360,000; we just keep piece mealing, and understand the issues. He does not think the Commissioners are doing our jobs in the respective of generating revenue and as a Commissioner that is his job. That is the first in their handbook.  We need to have a sustainable county and provide services and understand the pain.

Prosecutor Will said the last tax that was that was voted in by Commissioners, former Commissioner Riechlan said something on the lines like “he would not oversee the demise of Lorain County”. He is not sure if he ever ran again or it was a crossroads but the Prosecutors office is at a cross roads, they need revenue, they need something, they will have less people, less things to do, something needs to happen.

Commissioner Lundy said he is sure that Prosecutor Will has spoke with other county Prosecutors in the State and as Commissioner Kalo said that this county is at the bottom of collection of revenue, the reality is the heroin epidemic is overrunning the county and thinks Prosecutor Will made an important point that when someone overdoses the families want to know who sold those drugs.

Linda Ashley, Amherst Township is here on behalf of the seniors, she is Director – Senior Services of Amherst Township.  She is here to 
speak on our elderly population and how it will affect them.  Many of our elderly are living at low or at poverty levels and in 2010 HUD lmi in Amherst township is around 18%, which is age 65 below poverty level. The senior’s social security benefit will increase by $4/month and in 2017 Medicaid part b will increase by $4/month so this is a wash.  The deductible for part A/B has increased, as well as supplemental insurance with prescription plans along with steep increases for their medications.  Senior citizens that opt out of receiving medicare part a/b in order to save some money will suffer a large penalty of 10%/month for every 12 months they had not participated and they also would incur 100% cost for labs and medications.  As you know most senior citizens and elderly have multiple medications per month.  The seniors in the township are a large portion has also been hit with water and sewer bills that keep increasing, many of these seniors qualify for a 50% discount off sewer and water due to their financial status but they are not afforded this opportunity because the City of Lorain will not do it.  These seniors have to pay their bill at least a minimum of $71/month or it gets disconnected then you have a problem with the health department etc.  They are all on fixed incomes; they have to budget and when there expenses increase they need to tighten their belts and unfortunately this means choosing between, food, insurance, medication and rent.  The only control they have is a voice and along with the residents of the county said no to increase taxes.  The administration of the county has to tighten their belts just like residents households have to do, there is no more to give, and everyone is 
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tapped out.  If you decide to impose the tax and go against the voters that you think about your mother, father your aunts, etc and everyone elderly person that maybe in poverty and are nickel, diming just to make it by and you consider them, of what you may be taking away from them.  
Commissioner Kalo said it has been some years since you have been here. Ms. Ashley said it has, she is just an advocate for the senior citizens, she hears daily, gets phone calls not able to meet bills there are people out there that don’t qualify for things because they might make a little too much, but not enough to pay their bills.  Commissioner Kalo said the system is wacked out and on the back side argument, the ¼% for every $100 the seniors spend less, on consumable goods, utilities, food and medicine there is no tax. Ms Ashley said some are not making it just to buy new underwear is hard and the taxes would be higher, paper towels, toilet paper, just the necessities and that means less money they have for medicine and food, they are already giving up other things, many don’t have cable or TV, internet, computers, many are very isolated and they feel there is nowhere to go.

Commissioner Kalo said when the office on aging was cut back in 2008/09/10 that provided services and it was picked up by other outside agencies but he said he is always ready to go to add a ¼% to the sales tax but also have the option to cut 15-20% across the board.
Commissioner Lundy said each division of government has to be responsible for their area of responsibility and would strongly encourage residents write letters, call and do advocacy and send your letters to the state/federal level and the important part that never get through, even when he was there and will say it till he is blue in the face and said it while he was in Columbus we have determined recently the state of Ohio has $5.9 million dollars that is ours, it went to Columbus, never came back and since Governor Kasich has been in office.  He said Governor Kasich smiles, does bible readings class on Monday, a good Christian man but if he truly cares about people he would make sure the money came back, it is our money, your money, seniors money it went to Columbus and never came back.  Ms. Ashley said she agrees, but Amherst township is on life support also, they have a below skeleton crew and for the seniors and they do a meal program so they have at least have a good meal Monday-Friday because they cannot even afford that.  
Commissioner Kalo said locally, everyone has stepped up to try to make programs work but just can’t keep up, he has been an advocate for this county either here, Columbus or DC but voices have fallen on deaf ears and told Ms. Ashley she is a perfect person to have this conversation with since she is in local township government and the impact that it has created.  He stated other counties have grown, increased revenues, good infrastructure, service from sheriff’ s department economic development issues, create jobs and this county tries to get waivers from the state to save jobs here within our cities to maintain and expand and we have done everything to keep the Band-Aids on.  He stated the township is trying to survive and understands and to hear today from Coroner, Prosecutor, last week was the Sheriff. The deputies are driving vehicles that are unsafe on the road and also the townships have not supported the safety forces in the past with the ballot issues, but everyone wants their police when something happens, just like fire.  Ms. Ashley said the taxpayers have no money and no one is giving raises, so if they do it’s a blessing.  Commissioner Kalo said the nice part of the sales tax versus the property tax it is fair for all, people that purchase here from other counties, states, etc. they would generate revenue, it’s not like a fixed rate of say $42/year on property tax based on levy, my god look at all the residents from here that shop at Crocker Park. Ms. Ashley said people don’t have it, most live in poverty said no one is shopping.  Commissioner Kalo said it is around $.25 cents / $100 and don’t see it dropping $150 million dollars and collect $2.5 million less.
Commissioner Kokoski said the sales tax was increased by the state, the Governor put it on with no vote a ¼% and that money goes to Columbus and if this ¼% sales tax this county is asking for stays here and will keep the civility in the county, keep the bad guys in jail, keep probation people on probation, it will keep, help our county. The quarter that the Governor put on, never saw one letter to the editor, never one person say hey, what are you doing, how you dare do this without us saying it is ok.  Ms. Ashley said the voters have said no, Commissioner Kokoski said voters never had a chance to vote for the state sales tax that was increased. Ms. Ashley said her family has reduced, stopped spending when you are looking at minimum payments on your water bill is $71/month and does not matter if you have it or not, if you don’t have it the water is shut off. She said her bill is about $150/month they don’t water plants, wash cars, Commissioner Kalo said his is $121/month and it is just him and his wife.  Commissioner Lundy said how long, his colleagues have done a great job in keeping the county running, finding these onetime fixes and in 1994 that was the last time, Commissioner Kalo said 1995. Commissioner Lundy said that was the last time the residents passed a sales tax, over 20 years and that was for the jail, how do people survive with no new revenue and everyone’s expenses increase and he knows that it is not fair to give government credit but it has been more than 2 decades that have gone by and there has been some responsible and the argument is always saying the government is carless and reckless spending, whose watching the money and always wanting more. Ms. Ashley said yes 20 years for the sales tax but property taxes for schools, fire, etc., are always going on.  Commissioner Lundy said he is not arguing it is forced onto the local level and this is the frustration he experienced as a state legislator.  Ms. Ashley said she understands but it hits all of us and that $2 billion dollars that the state is sitting on in their rainy day fund really needs to be released and she gets that. Commissioner Kalo said to Ms. Ashley she should be a trustee with your arguments.  Ms. Ashley said she is not trying to be argumentative.  Commissioner Kalo said to Ms. Ashley he knows her arguments are true and strong and right.
Assistant Prosecutor Innes said he appreciates Ms. Ashley comments and everyone wants Lorain County to cut but when you ask the residents what it is that they want cut, that’s where they have no answers.  Do you want us not to prosecute the people that take advantage of the seniors, let people that scam seniors out of their savings. If more is cut there will be a group of criminals that will have to be let go. Ms. Ashley said she understands the need and there is a large drug problem but the voters, taxpayers want to see, it is not the Prosecutors office, not alcohol, and the word on the street is the extra fluff, no one knows what the budget is. Commissioner Lundy said what is the extra fluff and not being argumentative either and fought for seniors down in Columbus and everyone on this board wants to be supportive of our seniors, we all have aging relatives, parents, grandparents but Mr. Innes is just trying to make a point. The struggle in government is to make the cuts, let’s get rid of prosecutors. Commissioner Kalo said the commissioners received $60 million dollars in budget requests, and there is about $5 million carryover by pulling/cutting back so that is around $56 million estimated revenue and the Budget Commission, made up of Prosecutor, Auditor and Treasurer tells us what the revenue will be and they are conservative. 73% of the budget, $42-43 million in criminal justice; prosecutor, sheriff and jail and commissioners subsidize the jail about $4 million on top of the ¼% sales tax and as we go through and do cuts the departments that are untouchable are; courts (court order budget), certain restrictions so there are so many dollars and he has a list from the budget director on 15-20% cuts.
Commissioners budget is $1.2 million, cut 20%; contracts you can’t cut, you also have to have the utilities, but it would be about $160,000 in personnel costs, cut out community development $121,000 for county planning; we have to have pension, trail costs, unemployment and Auditor is $1.5 million so it would be around $230,000 so 4-5 employees, prosecutors 4d, no cuts this is reimbursable. The prosecutors budget is around $3.3 million almost all personnel that is about $1/2 million cut, so around 8 bodies; Juvenile Probation cuts of $73,000; can’t touch Veterans $2 million, Courts or Municipal Courts. There are two large departments; Sheriff $6 million dollar budget and almost all personnel that is around $1 million in cuts and Jail Allocation is around $700,000 so Sheriff would take about 1/3 of all the cuts that come down and that affects mostly unincorporated areas but jail side affects all municipalities because 98% are from the cities.  The Sheriff has needs going into millions in fixing the jail; $3 million upgrades have to be done and another $360,000 in vehicles and don’t see how this can be done since we have not recovered since 2009 and the sheriff lost at that point 8 full time and 12 part time deputies. The jail is overfilled because of the opiates, we keep talking this over and over, nothing is new, and it is just getting worse. The sales tax does affect more people with less money and will not argue that but it touches a broader area of people because everyone would pay not just homeowners, just like the repository tax from cities, you work there but don’t live here.  He thinks we have a responsibility as a resident, he is a resident also and as a responsibility as an elected official to operate the county and talked about ½%, we are not painting roads gold, we are talking about ¼% to survive and thanked Ms. Ashley for getting up and talking about the seniors and understanding government. He stated we have not even talked about Soil & Water, OSU extension, shutting transit down totally not giving the $50,000. There is a whole list of things, how do we keep doing it. Ms. Ashley said thank you, she does not want to be commissioner. Commissioner Kokoski said people thinks there is fluff and we are trying to survive, mortgaging our future, buying police cars, on debt and by the time they are paid for they will be in the junk yard.  We are not making wise decisions, we use to pay cash for everything and all improvements we are doing have to be done and they are all on credit, mortgaging our future, there is no fluff we made decisions to survive.
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Commissioner Kalo said give your for instance bi partisan because he knows she is big supporter of Tom Williams but for example, we are required to pay attorney fees.  When he first got into office the reimbursement was 23-24% and fought 8 years along with Representative Boose and testified and finally got it up to 50% cobbled together with different revenue streams along with state funding.  Those numbers have dropped and now will roll back down and pay us about 46% on reimbursement after 2 years getting 50% and budget request for the state indigent attorney defense because everyone has the right to an attorney, we are asking for $9.2 million in next 2017 state budget, July 1 and then $11.5 million in the year after to keep us at the 50% and the Governor has always said don’t look at that, those are always the cuts, so we are looking at 30-32% with $450,000 in 2015 budget at 15% and with cut backs already up to $545,000  with another $105,000 being transferred, so that is $200,000 in just indigent attorney fees, and we have no choice.  If you can’t afford an attorney, the judge has to give you one.  Mr. Cordes said and this county is the lowest paying attorney fees in the state.  Commissioner Kalo said in a 2 year period we have $350-400,000 out of county coffers to give people attorneys that cannot afford them to be represented in court, but our Prosecutors office could save money if we don’t take the court cases, just dismiss and don’t need an attorney.  These are the things we face up here.  Ms. Ashley said she understands, no one wants cuts and don’t know what the answer are, but there is no money.  Commissioner Kalo said he deals with a lot of the Commissioners around the state and most of the counties have a couple hearings, add the ¼% sales tax and the day goes on, there is no rebelling, etc., they can’t understand how this county keeps going on with putting it on, referendum, impose, emergency, rejected, most county commissioners just meet, do it, have another hearing and have a ¼% for general operations all vote and goes right on.  Ms. Ashley said she appreciates the commissioners taking the time to explain all this.  Commissioner Kalo thanked Ms. Ashley for the dialogue because she understands the pain since she is in the township.  Ms. Ashley there is just no money.  Commissioner Lundy said the best thing is to educate people that the money is going to Columbus and not coming back, there is a reason why you see, Ms. Ashley said she hears that, but that does not help us now.  Commissioner Lundy said still have to operate schools, provide safety forces and people tell him all the time, why he is not out there getting grants.  He said grants require match money and this has been the struggle with transit all these years, many grants are available through the county, but if you do not have match monies you can’t get a grant. The facts speak for themselves, Governor has $9.9 million dollars of this county’s money, Republicans have majority and they decided to keep and not give back, this is a factual statement and everything gets pushed onto the local level, money is not coming back.

Christine Camarillo, Amherst Township said she agrees with the rainy day fund, the money is sitting there, it’s not helping but government should have a way to have money set aside for emergency, Commissioner Lundy said we don’t have. Ms. Camilla said the state has it and the crutch of this issue is the economic situation in this county is we have a level of poverty rate higher than the national rate of 14.7%.  Lorain County is living at or below poverty level and of that number 21.9% of that population is children.  Parents are working 2-3 jobs, kids growing constantly, replacing clothing, shoes.  She stated she is opposition to an imposition of tax and thinks if the Commissioners took the time and really have conversations and then go up for another vote. She said Commissioner Lundy said he would not impose a tax in the county. Jobs have been lost about 1200 at the mill, 200 at the ford plant, 3M is closing and people are struggling.  Some people get movies and pizza’s, others are nickel and diming everything which adds to dollars just to survive.  She urges the Commissioners not to impose the tax on the voters of this county and sell your argument of the need for this extra sales tax and allow them to decide. She said the general fund expenditures in the last few years have gone up 13%, what was this increase.  She said what was explained today was good and not demising the problems in the county and these drugs are tearing everyone apart and affects a lot of people and the stigma attached and appreciates the Commissioners job.


Commissioner Kalo said a lot is capital work, buildings are falling apart have not done for years. Commissioner Kokoski said increase of health insurance.  Commissioner Kalo said we have given the Coroner subsidizes on top of the budget $50-70,000. Commissioner Lundy said the unfunded mandates.

Commissioner Kalo said the additional indigent attorney fees, normal cost of doing business, everyone water bill increased, utility increase, so the 13% is not a crazy number for the size of the county.  There have been additional cost added to the county from the state not funding and have pushed dollars to fill holes. Mr. Cordes said the jail medical trust doubled, we have to cover inmates; some are on dialyses, had overdoses, had some deaths and the county is required by law to do these things, it’s a mandate.
Ms. Camarillo said the County Auditor reviews these numbers and will change by first of year. Commissioner Kalo said the budget commission last year gave us about $50.2 million in revenue and by law can only spend much money and carryover and we are about $2.5 million over that, we think we still have 2 more pays and these numbers move constantly but we can only budget to what they give us.  Commissioner Kokoski said they have always been conservative. Commissioner Kalo that is why we always do a temporary budget but that is still $2.5 million and with a 15% cut across the board we are still $2.46 million dollars short.  Ms. Camarillo said still under, running with deficit. Commissioner Kalo said yes the problem being is the Medicaid sales tax exemption now, Secretary of State Husted sent us a letter it would cost county governments ½% about $1.6 million in revenue and cost the county jail about $800,000 at ¼% based upon our prior sales with Medicaid and this will come right off. He stated the Auditor has estimated this loss will be $1 million dollars and the ¼% sales tax would not generate another $9.5 million generates today it would only generate $8.5 million under the new Medicaid sales tax being it is no longer taxable and State of Ohio will not expand the sales tax base on other things that are taxable, so this is a direct hit and numbers keep moving.  There is only $41 million dollars in fixed costs, so only $15 million to play with. Commissioner Lundy said also the state of Ohio takes 5 ¾. Commissioner Kalo said the state takes $1/4 million dollars from Lorain county each year in sales tax we collect $28.5 million.  Ms. Camarillo said she is not in agreement with that large amount of money sitting there, it does need to come back and we appreciate our Sheriff’s department, appreciates our Coroner, remember Dr. Evans in the ER, appreciates the Prosecutors office locking up people, but it is not illegal, but to impose and she better understands how this works and people would be a lot more open to vote yes.  Commissioner Kokoski said we had town hall meeting in a lot of different communities with only 1-2 people showing up at each of these and we tried to let people know why this was needed. Ms. Camarillo said Commissioners should attend township meetings and explain.  Commissioner Kokoski asked Ms. Camarillo if she was convinced now.  Ms. Camarillo said she is convinced there is a need but opposed without putting it out to a vote of the people.  Commissioner Kokoski asked if the Commissioners could turn all these people around, it has always been defeated; we will never get a sales tax. Ms. Camarillo said it comes down to economics in Lorain County everyone is dollars tapped out and when people see tax and getting a $130 water bill and then the county wants more there is no money.
Mr. Cordes said here is a fact; 85% of the residents live in the urbanized areas and don’t care if the county layoffs deputies, they won’t vote for a tax for a deputy that covers the township, the cities have their own police/fire.  The justice system, all inclusive is around 75% of the budget and coroner is around 70% and there is only 9-10% to cut in justice system, they don’t care, they are not involved, it does not affect them. All these things that we are trying to sell the people, are not affected by it, no tangible reason to approve money to pay for these things and don’t disagree with Ms. Camarillo, but think about the numbers there are a few people that access the services and it would be almost impossible to get a sales tax.  Commissioner Lundy said in a report the tax went down 4/1 in the townships and 2/1 for crime/drug/coroner levy in the townships and it was much closer on Issue 35 and the issue was put before the voters in 2007 it was defeated, 2008 was defeated, 2011 was defeated and 2013 defeated. Commissioner Kalo said in 2011 that was the big one, we raised $163,000 for a campaign, full blown, talked to everything, mailing, phone banks and still lost 57/43.
Ms. Camarillo said she honestly thinks with the job situation in this county it will continue to be defeated. Mr. Cordes said he does not disagree, but bills need to be paid and don’t have a chose and most of these departments have not recovered since the last layoffs in 2010 and read the Prosecutors letter that the cuts put in place in 2009/2010 never recovered and still strapped and no one can continue this, they can’t continue that there is no ability to provide the services that are mandated under the current umbrella and what will happen in the next several years in this county.  The county has tried to be proactive and asked early for a tax, only to be denied and came up with one time fixes or solutions but we are out of options and people make comments and blog but a lot of people do not really know of the situation.  Many people say close the airport, can’t close it, the county only gives $50,000 to keep it on life support.  He went to Chicago talked with FAA about closing, but they would only make us continue to pay since they gave grants, we still have to keep maintained and repairs up no matter what.  People look at the budget and it says $700,000 for the airport and there is $140,000 in there for us growing the corn on the land at the airport and even how little 
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goes into the airport from the county just like the transit.  The county gives the transit only $50,000 and that budget is $900,000, people don’t understand the budget process, and they don’t take the time to learn or ask questions like a few people do.  Ms. Camarilla said what about night meetings, she said can’t make you decide, but urge the Commissioners to think and consider not imposing sales tax and put back before the voters.
Commissioner Kalo thanked her and merry Christmas.


George Crossan, Elyria said you people keep hitting Columbus down there, that’s a shame.  You people make 3-4 times than he does but what bothers him most, this is a bunch of nonsense. Where did the money come for the courthouse, Commissioner Kokoski said the county is borrowing money.  Mr. Crossan said stay within the budget.  What about all these back taxes that are owed, $27,690,767.04 why don’t you collect this money. Mr. Cordes said the county has been very aggressive in the last few years, collecting around $6 million, Commissioner Kokoski said around $10 million at the end of this year.  Mr. Cordes said this has been done through the efforts of the landbank and prosecutor’s office and the additional resources that were developed through the landbank.  He stated even if the property taxes were all caught up the majority goes to the schools. Mr. Crossan said around 55%. Mr. Cordes said the county gets a very small % and eventually the taxes do get paid when properties are sold but it cost a lot of money to go get that money. Mr. Crossan said then why should he pay his taxes then, some of these are 7-10 years behind, why haven’t they been collected way before now. Mr. Cordes said there are times. Mr. Crossan said what time.  Commissioner Lundy said we need to remain civil here. Mr. Crossan said he is civil but you only want to talk about this, and you make around $60-70,000/year he does not make nearly that much. Commissioner Lundy said they will answer his questions and talking about the issue of tax fairness, give large tax breaks for companies and if everyone paid their fair shares of taxes, the tax burden would not be placed.  Mr. Crossan said one of these properties is $70,000 that is owed. Mr. Cordes said a lot of time, we find out that there is no one to collect the taxes from, property abandoned, bankruptcy, left in an estate that has no executor; a lot of property are orphan property and takes years and decades to track them down.  A lot of times people come in and under the law can do a repayment plan and only to fall off and the process starts all over and understands his frustration. Mr. Crossan said go to court and take the property, Mr. Cordes said then what are we going to do with it, Mr. Crossan said sell it.  Mr. Cordes said a lot of properties are brownfields, contaminated, sometimes costs more than the taxes due.  Mr. Crossan said there are names of people that owe and they are not even on this list; don’t understand how you people operate. Mr. Cordes said anything he says will not satisfy, Mr. Crossan said you got that right.  Mr. Cordes said then the conversation is done, Mr. Crossan said don’t think we have.  Mr. Crossan said this is the Commissioners, they run this place, why can’t you do something and get these taxes taking care of.  Commissioner Kokoski said it has been worked on the Prosecutors office is collecting $10 million dollars by end of year, Mr. Crossan said that’s good but you still have $27 million owed. Commissioner Kokoski said if they were able to get $10 million in one year hopefully this trend continues annually. Mr. Crossan said some of these back taxes are more than 10 years old. Commissioner Kokoski said we have not done anything like this until this year when the landbank gave the county additional resources to collect these taxes. He said then don’t ask for more money until the taxes are collected, he is a senior and will vote no unless their salary increases and pay everyone at $15/hour, they have nothing.
Commissioner Lundy said the county has been aggressive in collect taxes and if people don’t pay bills legal action is taken and we do respect private property rights and there is a process to this.


Teresa Shay, Elyria she complimented all the departments, they are hard working employees and staff just to name a few; dog warden and Sheriff that work so hard with the Elyria Police, Judy Nedwick-Recorder and employees of the bus and landbank.  Sales tax always affects the poorest people unlike income tax it goes by income.  Sales tax affects all people and by imposing the sales tax now, you are overburdening the poorest people in the county. You as Commissioners need to accept the peoples vote and seek to build bridges between yourselves and the people of the county.  She would have new glasses and you want business to do better and motor sales tax keeps things more affordable for the poor and cost effective for all.  Secondly she has more to say about the adult probation department in our renovated historic courthouse.  When she lived in Colorado, were there are a million prisons; the schools use to take the students on tours of the prisons. The facilities were so nice, compared to what many children had; they all wanted to go to prison when they grew up. The schools had hopes of the opposite effect, they had to discontinue the tours, and this is how poor people are.  The new home for adult probation being in our newly restored historic courthouse maybe a student tour they would all hope to come there in the future, is this what you want, she thinks not.  Lorain County Courthouse needs to enhance downtown Elyria and Lorain County it should be a place where citizens can be proud of their history and house departments without criminals.  Commissioner Kalo said he was in Colorado and toured the super facilities and they are unbelievable, back in 2007 when there with the Sheriff to look at these new jails.  Ms. Shay said there are lots of facilities there and they have strict laws and that is why she ended up here where the laws are not so strict, she is very knowledgeable with disability and knowledge about jail and laws and not sure anyone here knows what it is like to be hungry or have enough food.

Commissioner Lundy said he does not think any students will be impressed as they go to our county jail. Ms. Shay said you don’t understand poverty; she is talking about poor and enjoying going to a place like this and gets food, etc.


Marc Hullman, Amherst thanked the Commissioners for representing Lorain County had departments testimony and it is clear the Commissioners are in a pickle, he thanked them for what they do and recognize running for office is not fun but you all have worked to do this and thanked them.  He stated MOVE will continue to support adequate sustainable transportation in the county and will work with the Commissioners and have a seat at the table with a planning process and feels for the Commissioners it is a rough and fortunate to have Commissioners for us.  Commissioners thanked him.

With no further comments, Commissioner Lundy moved, seconded by Kalo to close the hearing. Upon roll call the vote taken thereon, resulted as: Ayes: All

JOURNAL ENTRY


Commissioner Lundy said as a new member to the Commissioners Board and new set of eyes and when he first came on board he was surprised that county government was still operating. It was like handing him keys and the tank was on empty and just a matter of how much longer it would keep running.  He wants to stress that his colleagues have done a very strong job, responsible job keeping this county moving forward; year after year after year even though Columbus has not been supportive.  Mandates are being handed down, they surprise us with curve balls coming out of left field, no one saw coming and as he said before, it is one thing if it is a self inflicted financial wound, but these are circumstances that have been beyond the board’s control. The reality is that even though when they do hit us, we still are asked to make decisions. He cannot say enough about what his colleagues have done to keep a steady hand on the wheel to move the county forward; year after year after year, he is quite frankly that county government was able to get this far, managed to get this far.  But now, the situation has become very grim and like he said they would be in a much different boat and your tax dollars, all of our tax dollars that have gone down to Columbus would actually come back, this situation would be different if Columbus actually kept their promise. There is $9.9 million dollars that Governor Kasich has kept along with the Republican controlled legislator and those are the facts, the money is not coming back. This means voting on school levies, safety levies, sales tax, crime lab and all these issues and we would not be asking you these questions, if we got the money that was promised, but the promise was broken and money came back. Coming up on a budget cycle in Columbus and ask that you please reach out to your legislators, please reach out to Senator Manning, Representative Manning, new Representative Stein (Boose replacement), Representative Ramos and as he said before and you are probably tired of him saying it, but he asked before the finance committee when he was in Columbus, when will we get our money back and was told it was not coming. He asked if they even considered since the economy supposedly getting better and isn’t it time the money is sent back to our schools, local communities and have they even thought about it, and the answer is always no and that was a direct answer from Director Keen, Finance Director, they have never even thought about it.  They get to look like the 
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hero’s in Columbus and brag about a billion dollar surplus and make the locals look like the villains and enemies, make us look like we are not managing things well but if we just got the money that was to come back to our community we would not be in these positions.  We have a heroin epidemic over running the county. Prosecutors need to be able to prosecute the drug dealers, need to get the drug dealers off the street, you heard Dr. Evans talk about the overrun and Columbus talks a good game that they are concerned it and so they sit on the money.  Now, the part that concerns us greatly is that we have Governor, going to the newspapers, going in front of the legislators, as recent as yesterday and told them that he is concerned that Ohio is on the verge of a recession and estimates are all off. When he was down there, he said we are not quite out of this recession yet and don’t have a problem with tax breaks but you have to wait until we are stabilized before that is done and need to know that we are definite good times, we are not out of this thing yet.  Yet, there was big tax breaks and as you look at the breakdown, the tax breaks greatly benefited the wealthy, $6,000+ tax breaks and many Ohioans were at the bottom actually paying $17 more per year.  Columbus has said they are not raising taxes, when in fact they imposed a ¼% increase to all and that is because the Governor made an agreement that he would not raise taxes, so he said he would cut the income tax and then raise the sales tax. The sales tax is supposed to be the area where the local governments have a revenue stream. The other important part is the public is not aware, even though they try to educate the public, they don’t get to keep all the tax levy, all the sales tax. We talk about the 6.5% but State keeps 5 ¾ of this, Lorain County does not, and people are shocked. The reality is, for him personally he ran for this office and said he would not impose and he will keep his word today and will not impose. He will tell you in the same breath, that the needs are clearly there and problems are getting worse they are not going away but he had an agreement with the voters coming in that he would not impose and he will not be imposing today.

Commissioner Kokoski said it is unfortunate, that we cannot get the word out to the people of this community and how dire it is and how much the need is there and can’t even do this here in this room with everybody then we will never get the word out. So, unfortunately it is her opinion that we need a unanimous board in order to impose a sales tax and it looks like we are going to not be having a very nice Christmas for our employees that will, may have to be cut because of the problem we have with our finances. This is not a spending problem, it is defiantly a revenue problem and mention it one hundred times that we were down $7 million dollars in interest income; year after year after year, close to $50 million dollars not receiving interest income that we were use to getting on top of the money we are not getting back from Columbus.  We need a unanimous board, wants a unanimous board and since we don’t’ have a unanimous board then there will not be an imposition.

Commissioner Kalo said he is entering his 4th term, we have struggled and not able to do the job we are suppose to do; whether it be the  Sheriff, Prosecutor, LCT, 4H, OSU Extension, Soil & Water and proper vehicles for our deputies, proper enough attorneys for our courts for the job they are suppose to do.  He is in favor of imposing the sales tax it is $.25 on $100 and it is our job to provide a proper budget. He will make the motion, it does not have to be seconded, and it could be seconded and rejected.


Commissioner Kalo moved to impose a ¼% sales tax for general fund of Lorain County and collect 4/1/17 on a continuing period.  Commissioner Lundy said when he was in Columbus he was a big believer in providing a professional courtesy of his colleagues if they felt strongly about an issue, the issue should at least be brought up for a vote, whether he agrees or disagrees with their motion, so he would second.
