								PRESENTATION
						County Auditor Snodgrass update on Nexus
	
	Commissioner Lundy said he asked the County Auditor to make a presentation to update the Commissioners as well as the whole community because there is alarming news with Nexus pipeline project and affects everyone from our local governments, libraries and school districts.  He stated the Nexus gas transmission pipeline project has been completed and when presentations were being made to the community that this would be generating overall throughout Ohio and the 14 counties impacted around $83 million in the first year with estimated revenue and in Lorain County it would have been around $9.5 million.  Commissioner Lundy stated that the new pipe is in the ground and the Company is appealing with Ohio Public Utilities, Columbus to reduce it by 38%. He said this is important for the community to know because it will have impact on our schools, county and community and the Auditor is working vigorously on this and would like to have an update.

	Craig Snodgrass, LC Auditor said about a week ago he brought this issue up at Lorain County Community Alliance meeting and information had just been received with number of conference calls with Auditor Association and Tax Commissioner.  He said couple of years ago his office received calls from homeowners about the pipeline and the value of their homes, etc., so move forward Nexus said they were going to give X amount of dollars, like $7.3 million, their guarantee for 5 years for the economy of this county, school district, subdivisions. He stated that over 5 year period this would have been $34 million dollars so now calls are being received from school treasurers, township fiscal officers and asked when this money would be received and stated the pipe has to be in the ground first.  So now that the pipe is in, everyone based their budget and spending on this and spoke with Camden Township relating to Green Circle case and they looked at the revenue for doing their fire projects.  He received information first week of October from PUCO and it was $110,474,000.00 value which was approximately $9.5 million being put into the economy of Lorain County and subdivisions would have the money accordingly.  He then received values, now put on brakes sit down with settlement department and try to protect the emergency bond rating because he has to protect the money they were suppose to get and its all based on that value.  He said there are also 14 other counties that are affected with these values and pipeline and there is another pipeline in Ohio that were cut by 50% in the first year, seems to be a trend.  He stated his association has become very active and set rates for school districts that are really affected Midview, Keystone and Oberlin because these were their emergencies and will not meet their obligations.  
He said the schools could take a big hit like Midview based on the original would lose $118,000 for these 2 levies and would have to find this money and this is a situation that the schools as well as other agencies and other counties have been put into this position and it will be a continued problem.  He said pipeline made a promise and can’t keep that promise and we now will take the hit.  
The county was to get $1.6 million for debt service, MRDD, Metro Parks, Children Services and based on appeal it would be $1 million

	Commissioner Kokoski said was the other pipeline appeal successful. Mr. Snodgrass said Rover pipeline through Wayne County and southern part of the state and could be 16-18 counties affected and appealed for 50%.
	Commissioner Sweda said there was a lot of community opposition for this pipeline. Mr. Snodgrass said yes and spoke with Commissioner Lundy yesterday and said as part of the many presentations, commissioners and the community asked a lot of questions and revenue was one of them they said one thing, but now look they are not coming though. Commissioner Lundy said there is document from one of the meetings showing the revenue that would be generated first year would be $83.7 million throughout various counties and now they want a reduction of 38% and this is not acceptable.  He said he knows the Auditors Office is taking the charge but this Board is willing to help in anyway and if all the counties came together collectively stating we are not going to stand for this and stated that the system is set up if they did not appeal the county could not have the opportunity to appeal.  Mr. Snodgrass said yes, normally auditors office has the right to appeal the values but don’t have that right with Public Utility until the public utility appeals and his association is looking into this.
	Auditor Snodgrass said the state has committed to handling this quickly but is that 6 months, 8 months, 1 year but they could appeal again, so we just don’t’ know.
	Commissioner Kokoski asked what happens in the meantime, pay the original assessed. Mr. Snodgrass said taxpayers have the right to pay what they feel they owe, like short pay and then the county is short on all the budgets and this could continue annually based upon appeals.   He said the Green Circle case has been 4-5 years on trying to get a determination.
	Commissioner Lundy said some of these losses and its difference between estimate revenue for an annual loss of $641,000 for the county and greatly impacts the school district with  Keystone loosing $636,000; Midview loss of $613,000 and Oberlin loss of $744,000 and JVS $104,000 loss.   
	Commissioner Sweda asked what is being attributing to the devaluation. Mr. Snodgrass said his association handled the filing for reassessments and the pipe is not even a year old. Commissioner Sweda said evaluations typically should have increased in the first year. Mr. Snodgrass and there should be a lot of appreciation at least first year and revenue is there and will look at options.  Commissioner Kokoski said it’s not just about the pipe in the ground, how much money are they making. Mr. Snodgrass said yes usage, measures cubic yards/feet through that pipe and its very complex.  Commissioner Lundy said they filed their appeal day before Thanksgiving. Mr. Snodgrass, he certified the budget commission rates on that Monday of Thanksgiving and found out late Wednesday though rumor mill and his budget was already in Columbus.  He stated Columbus told him that they mailed it on Monday and he did not receive until Friday so it would have been nice if they would have said they were notified so maybe adjustments could be made and to protect emergencies.
Commissioner Lundy said it’s sad that these situations occur, there are some good and bad corporations and we are troubled by this and this board is willing to support in anyway and challenge this. This happens in Columbus a lot and everyone needs to pay attention and utility companies are the worst and this is why we have to stay on top of things. We will have followed up conversations with Nexus as to what was promised. Mr. Snodgrass said no one wants to pay taxes but it’s the process and everyone needs to pay their fair share.
Commissioner Kokoski said please forward this information to us so we can share with County Commissioners Association.

	County Administrator Cordes said when local government funds shifted we had $3.6 million less in revenue. Commissioner Kokoski said interest income was $8 million that was lost.  Mr. Cordes said there were difficult decisions made that were unpopular but when revenue evaporates and there is no more funds, operational services still need to be maintained.  Commissioner Kokoski said there were layoffs, put off capital projects, etc. Mr. Cordes said yes but all these projects are catching up to us and need to be done.  Commissioner Lundy said $15 million loss from Kasich Administration and local government funds. Mr. Cordes said yes and the consistent reduction but the big shift in percentage change and continues to climb, never comes back. Commissioner Sweda said now the Nexus line. Mr. Cordes said he remembers those meetings and Nexus was very eager with the revenue to keep all quiet.   
	Commissioner Kokoski said she spoke with Sheriff this morning and asked Budget Director Saunders if that was worked out. Mr. Saunders said he spoke with him and the increase was for salaries, probation, holidays, etc. and figures were based upon 2019 that is why there is a difference in calculations. Commissioner Kokoski said the 3% that we anticipated for, Mr. Saunders said no, it would be above that because they had to figure in when employees are off probation, they receive uniforms, etc. Commissioner Kokoski said that is not new, Mr. Cordes said no it is not new. Commissioner Lundy said there are things that pop up with safety forces all the time and we have an amazing record with our Sheriff’s office and this is always a working document. Mr. Cordes said correct, these issues are always evolving and raises are followed by union contracts. Commissioner Kokoski said when she spoke with Sheriff this morning about money in money out, end of year. Mr. Saunders said yes at the end of the year some of the communities like $45,000 gets paid into as reimbursement. Mr. Cordes said just like Board of Elections we don’t do them in the budget we do when event occurs and they usually have additional cost because the community is doing a special levy, overtime costs, workers, etc. and then they bill and then reimburse, so he was not sure that we put that in the annual budget, we look at them separately
Commissioner Sweda said in just 10 months and when ever we had a request from the Sheriff office we take it seriously and don’t’ see position changing.
Commissioner Kokoski said it is a living breathing document and when things change, look at case by case. Mr. Cordes said we adjust. Commissioner Lundy said you never know what Columbus is going to throw at us.
