PUBLIC HEARING

LORAIN COUNTY - CDBG - PUBLIC HEARING NO. #1


Linda Blanchette, Lorain County Community Development said this is the first of two public hearings to provide citizens with pertinent information about the CDBG Program.  The CDBG program can fund a broad range of activities, including: economic development projects, street, water supply, drainage and sanitary sewer improvements, park acquisition and improvements, demolition of unsafe structures (residential and commercial), rehabilitation of housing, and neighborhood facilities.  The activities must be designed to benefit low-and moderate-income persons or aid in the prevention or elimination of slum and blight.  

Lorain County is eligible to apply for funds under the Program Year 2016 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program, a federally-funded program as well as other related programs administered by the State of Ohio, Development Services Agency (ODSA).  As stated before, in order to be eligible for funding, the outcome must meet one of two national objectives:  Benefit Low to Moderate Income or Eliminate Slum & Blight.

The County is eligible to apply for the Community Development Allocation Program in the amount of $ 307,000 as well as the competitive set asides program Neighborhood Revitalization $300,000, Downtown Revitalization, $300,000 and Critical Infrastructure program $300,000 which would be in addition to the Allocation funding.  Lorain County currently has a Downtown Revitalization in the City of Amherst.

Additionally, the County is eligible to apply for Economic Development, Micro-Enterprise Grant, Discretionary Grant and the Water & Sewer Grant should the County have a project that would meet the thresholds for the grant being applied for.

Lorain County is eligible for approximately $450,000 of Program Year 2016 Community Housing Impact and Preservation Program (CHIP) funding, if the County partners with another CHIP eligible community.

The Community Housing Impact Preservation Program can be funded with HOME Funds and Ohio Housing Trust Funds in addition to CDBG Funds depending on the activity.


Programs available through the CHIP Program include Owner Home Repair, Rental Home Repair, Private Owner Rehab, Rental Rehab, Homeownership, New Construction Habitat and Tenant Based Rental Assistance.

As in the prior CHIP grant, communities are encouraged to partner.  The incentive to partner is an increase of $150,000 in funding.  The grant ceiling for not partnering has been lowered by $100,000.  If the County chose to not partner the grant ceiling would be $300,000.  By partnering the grant ceiling for the County increases to $450,000.  

The County is currently partnering with the Cities of Oberlin and Sheffield Lake in their Program Year 2014 CHIP grant.  Oberlin and Sheffield Lake would be eligible to apply for $350,000 each, should the partnership continue.  As in the past application, one partner must be designated the grantee which is currently the County.  The grantee applies for and is responsible for the grant. 

The grantees responsibilities are the planning process, filing of the application, entering into a contract with the State of Ohio, the Environmental Review, draw requests, status reports and final performance report, financial management and grant close out including program income.

The grantee will, as part of the Planning Process, be responsible to identify the needs of all of the partners in the Final Recommendation to that entities governing body and approve the grant application.

The grantee can enter into Administrative Contracts with the partners to administer the funds designated for that community.  Or, can administer the entire grant.  The County is currently administering the entire grant.
