COMMISSIONERS REPORT
Commissioner Kokoski attended a meeting in Vermilion with Police Chief and trying to get addicts into recovery.  She stated that Lodi Police Department has joined PAARI – Police Assisted Addiction & Recovery Initiative.  Lodi’s initiative encourages residents who want to overcome their addition to simply walk into the police station, turn over their drugs and equipment and ask for help.  They will not be charged. Instead, they will immediately be placed into a drug treatment program, regardless of financial means or insurance.  Lodi’s partnership is the first PAARI agency in Ohio to launch the addiction/treatment program.  Lodi Police will remain aggressive in enforcing the laws pertaining to drug distribution and trafficking, but are committed to providing help and resources to those struggling with addiction.

She asked the Prosecutors office to look into this because she does not want to see people incarcerated if they are turning in drugs trying to get help

County Administrator Cordes said Judge Miraldi’s drug court is working as well and there is another program called “Stepping Up Imitative” this is to help both addicts and mental health individuals.  He stated there is no financial commitment and would help collaborate efforts to get the treatment.  
Commissioner Kokoski said she will be attending a seminar in May in Columbus.

Commissioner Kalo said NACO had the call to action for mental illness and substance abuse and knows that Sheriff Stammitti and Jail Administrator Andy Laubenthal have been reviewing.  Mr. Cordes said for every $1.00 spent on a person incarcerated it cost the county actually is $10.00


Commissioner Lundy said he always enjoyed the Faces of Recovery, this was a program in Columbus where people that struggled and actually pulled themselves together  and what life is like now.

WHEREAS, without the appropriate treatment and services, people with mental illnesses and co-occurring substance use disorders continue to cycle through the criminal justice system, often resulting in tragic outcomes for these individuals and their families; and

WHEREAS, Lorain County and all counties take pride in their responsibility to protect and enhance the health, welfare, and safety of its residents in efficient and cost-effective ways; and

WHEREAS, through Stepping Up, the National Association of Counties, The Council of State Governments Justice Center, and the American Psychiatric Association Foundation are encouraging public, private, and nonprofit partners to reduce the number of people with mental illnesses in jails; and

WHEREAS, through Stepping Up efforts in Ohio, technical assistance and resource opportunities may be available to communities that wish to establish or expand local collaboration and capacity as it relates to individuals with mental illness and substance use disorders who are justice involved.

NOW, THEREFORE, LET IT BE RESOLVED, that Lorain County Board of Commissioners, do hereby sign on to the Call to Action to reduce the number of people with mental illnesses and co-occurring substance use disorders in our county jail, commit to sharing lessons learned with other counties in my state and across the country to support a national initiative and encourage all county officials, employees, and residents to participate in Stepping Up. He stated the City of Lorain is down $3 million in their budget not sure when or where the steel industry in Lorain will be up and running.  Mr. Kelling stated he has 21 years he is 46 years old so he has a lot of time invested in the steel industry with pension, skill, etc.

Commissioner Kalo said this is a major problem in the United States that United States is not even using the steel from here

Mr. Kelling said he watched rebar come in from Iran and it broke and this is what is going into our infrastructure

Commissioner Lundy said the steel industry is close to his heart with his relatives working there and providing a living for their families and it is said that he is not sure how much the united autoworkers use us steel, and knows everyone in various industries need to make a profit but on whose back and the federal government needs to make this a priority.
Commissioner Kokoski said her father was a steelworker and she was also involved in the interview committee for the steelwork program and she is fully supportive of steelworkers and hope it comes back.

Commissioner Kalo said even sooner because the state of Ohio wants to change the unemployment compensation laws as well, which will hurt many of our county families with SB394.
