PUBLIC HEARING


Linda Blanchette, Community Development said this is the 2nd public hearing on FY2016 CDBG Community Development Allocation Grant Program to make application for CDBG Community Development Allocation Program Grant Program Year (PY) 2016.   The first public hearing was held on March 23, 2016 where the program and general guidelines for application were explained. Also during that presentation the eligibility requirements and application process were discussed.  During this second public hearing, I will present the basic grant requirements and proposed projects to be submitted in this application for CDBG Community Development Allocation Program Grant Program Year 2016.  

The Guidelines for application are:

· Lorain County is permitted up to 20% of the allocation to administer the program and fair housing costs are included in this 20%

· The County cannot exceed 15% of its total allocation for Public Service projects 

· Lorain County is limited to no more than four (4) County activities in one given year (Fair Housing & Administration are not counted in the 4)  

· The County is no longer required to undertake a project in a city that is within the County that was once a direct allocation.  (North Ridgeville)   
Process

· The 4 activities must meet one of these two (2) National Objectives: 

1.  Benefiting low- and –moderate- (LMI) income persons

2.  Addressing slum or blighted areas

· The County’s PY2016 Community Development Allocation is $307,000.  This is $7,000 less than we are awarded in the CDBG PY15 grant.  

Notification and Funding Request applications for the availability of CDBG funds were mailed to the townships, villages, small cities, Main Streets and public service organizations in Lorain County on February 11, 2016.  This year, the Lorain County Community Development Department received five (5) Requests for Funding. The applications submitted were reviewed for eligibility under the CDBG guidelines and for compliance with the National Objectives. Of the five (5) projects submitted, one (1) did not qualify meet a National Objective (not an LMI area)

Today she is presenting the projects for Lorain County’s CDBG Community Development Allocation Program Grant Program Year 2016 application.  It is our desire, following the outcome of this public hearing, to submit to the Lorain County Board of Commissioners an application for approval.  The application will then be submitted to the Ohio Development Services Agency, Office of Community Development prior to the June 17, 2016 deadline. (midnight)

Motion by Lundy, seconded by Kalo to adopt Resolution. Clerk called for discussion.


Commissioner Lundy said he worked closely with MOVE since he first came into office and work on transit issue and the State of Ohio is sad that they do not support transit even though the State talks about getting people to work and office assistance, but no help.  In working with MOVE he thanked the group they have been very passionate about this issue and spent countless hours and the group came to the commissioners last week seeking a full ¼% dedicated to transit. He supports them but however the number one goal of politics is to have the votes and he is the lone vote. There are three individuals up here that each have a vote and he can only speak for himself, the votes are not there to proceed. Discussions have been held to seek middle ground and this board strongly supports transit and have allocated funds to support transit and the commitment to transit is there, but there is a pathway that has difference of opinions.  If it was up to him he would support the ¼% request but thinks it is important to understand but the county is in a budget crisis, the future looks bleak, you don’t need shades because it is very dark.  We have a fiscal responsibly to make sure we are running county government to provide services and he expressed many sleepless nights on the financial picture, there is no question that put a sales tax in front of the voters, no question at all because the money is needed now and in the future.  It has been proposed that maybe a hybrid approach to make dollars available for transit and for the operating needs of this county because we are in a county crisis.  What he learned in Columbus is sometimes you don’t always get what you want but you do try to put together a plan, keep the momentum moving forward and while this is not the ideal packaging and wish it was different and not the ideal package he thinks it still keep the momentum of transit with the board and ask that even though the package does not look like what MOVE would like, but MOVE would join in partnership and work together so we can move this county forward and avoid a budget crisis and keep transit moving in the right direction and move forward.  He said for him transit is a job issue, very important even his colleagues feel the same way, but they have also taken an oath to run the county government in a fiscally responsible way and make sure they keep things a float to buy services for individuals.  People like to say less flattering things about government until the services are not there and then people want more government. He does not want families sitting in their homes wondering when a deputy is going to show up when someone breaks into their house. There are lots of concerns with justice system which is stretched and the infrastructure so if the votes where there a different package would be looked at today, but this is the reality of the situation.  He can tell everyone that the Commissioners are committed to transit and all equally committed that the county is in fiscal sound shape and going to need move forward and this might not be the big step that was requested, but it is a step in the right direction.

Commissioner Kokoski said we all know that additional Transit services are need in Lorain County. She thinks the question is how much more is needed. She knows the MOVE group is asking to put a ¼% sales tax on the ballot because their data shows that it would be more likely to pass a sales tax than it would be to pass a property tax. She don’t think MOVE decided in the beginning that $9 million was the amount needed to get this initiative off the ground but ¼% is the least amount that can be placed on the ballot which equates to around $ 9 million presently. She knows that they number will grow over time with match money from the state and federal government which will eventually be around $18 million. Their other concern has been that they wanted to make sure that there is a dedicated funding source so that if they face a budget crisis in the future that Transit is not put on the chopping block.  She totally understands where they are coming form and she thinks we can hopefully come to some understanding that we can all be comfortable with.  The reason that Transit is not functioning like it needs to be is because of the lack of funding. The Commissioners used general fund money to support it and when revenues shrunk they had no choice but to cut the funding. She worries the same thing can happen with the five or ten year proposals that MOVE is asking for. What happens after het 5 or 10 years is up and the voters don’t renew it?  We will be in the same boat. The money goes away and so does the service. If the county wasn't struggling to keep our head above water letting this tax go on the ballot for the voters to decide on maybe an easier decision. But, knowing what she knows she can’t in good conscience allow a full ¼% for Transit to go on the ballot when we are in a serious budget crisis. We are borrowing to pay for Sheriff’ cruisers to put roof on our buildings, to pay for capital improvements that we have been defraying because we have not had the money for repairs. By the time we pay off the police cars they won’t even be running any more but we can’t let our safety forces drive around in unsafe vehicles. Not to mention he cots that are on the horizon with the old courthouse, the software that is being discussed, the parking garage that needs a major overhaul. We have jail issues that need addressed. We have not recovered and are still in a crisis mode with a lot of demands on the general fund.  It would be her recommendation to put a ¼%  tax on the general operations with a grantee of a 25% of the tax dedicated to Transit. So in essence the Transit will be getting $2,250,000 and the general fund would get $6,750,000. It is her understanding that by resolution a guarantee that Transit would receive their portion of the tax would be in place for 5 years. She believes this will be a great start to get it back up and running. The match for this money can get ramped up pretty quickly and really get the jump start that it needs. We can look at it in five years and if the voters see that it is a needed necessity we can always look at a stand along tax. She hopes by then the county is in a more stable position then it would be something we can certainly entertain. She thinks this is a fair compromise. She thinks it gives the guarantee you wanted. She thinks this would be a great partnership that we would all be very proud to be a part of.

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Commissioner Kalo thanked MOVE, lots of discussions very active group and brining this to the forefront and Commissioner Lundy for his work in bringing transit back up.   Thank Jerry Innes that has spent countless hours finding all these different scenarios trying to address the issues.  He spoke with several people including Chris Carroll from Flavor seal and under all the language there was no guarantee that transit would see money. He spoke last week about a couple issues, MOVE was asking for a 5 year temporary sales tax for a full quarter percent, again he has been involved in transportation since he has been here, also serving on NOACA, spending a lot of time on transportation issues. The county’s needs are important getting people to work and that is the number one point, but on five year temporary that is being asked for and moving forward at $9 – 9.2 million and being able to capture the match money will take some time to roll up.  He said the county has lost $4+ million dollars in the last years to other transit authorities and regions thanks our county for not having match monies.  The amount of buses to get up to a $20 million bus system it would take a lot of time and we should be able to ramp up $2.5 million quickly, so there is not a gigantic carryover of 3 ½ years of having business on the road and not having the full match and just getting revenue and going back to the voters again in 5 years and not really accomplishing what the goals which were set out by the originations in that amount of time.  He thinks $2.25-2.5 million, 25% of the ¼% could be ramped up, improve service and then show that transit works, there is a significant need for it. The groups that are around the county, we now have northern business community talking about how important it is and have discussed this with Team Lorain County, Chamber of Commerce and all are on board with having a transit levy on the ballot, but also addressing the needs of the county. The county has never recovered from the 2007, 2008, 2009 recession and the economy is starting to come back.  We are seeing communities starting to care more about these issues, being more appreciative of government services and just like City of Elyria had their income tax increased to provide service and Lorain had levies passed for their infrastructure needs and taken care of their roads.  He brought this up last week to have discussions with other entities from around our region about a hybrid approach and MOVE guarantee what was asked.  He thinks this proposal meets everything that MOVE asked for except the $9 million dollars, it give about $2.5 million which will give a good ramp up and the most the county government every gave to transit when there were even 14 routes which would double the investment by county taxpayers and give a significant boost in our transit and show the public how important this is and after the presentation last week people were saying buses are not needed but there will always be nay sayers out there and think an effective campaign can be brought on not only in regards to the issues in the county but the issues that MOVE holds so dearly and hope that this compromise works and as a partnership to start and in 5 years we will see if the voters could approve a full ¼% just for transit and will have enough match monies to make a system that really works and meets expectations.
Bill Harper, Executive Director – United Way of Lorain County and Chair of MOVE.  He thanked the Commissioners and the civility of the conversations and availability of the Commissioners to meet with the MOVE and appreciates the fact that the commissioners presented a proposal on the table, Unfortunately MOVE will not support this, they believe the amount they laid out was the minimum required to put a system together that would meet the needs at the very minimum and citizens and folks here will testify to that.  Looking back and data for prior years of the costs of transit and spending $5.4 million in 2006 and present value analysis and cost go up overtime and with the help of Ken Zislak and it has been determined that the sales tax and would be glad to have a 10 year option but 5 years is the minimum.  With the amount that would be created with a ¼% sales tax the service would be every 30 minutes and anticipate 20 vehicles at peak times and don’t see this as extravagant, see this is as only beginning place and would be an investment for Lorain County citizens.  As mentioned this is an economic development approach and known for a fact that it creates jobs in the area and giving a lot of federal funding to surrounding counties as Commissioner Lundy as others pointed out and regret the Ohio general assembly lack of attention to this issue and funding and the Kasich administration even identified a minimum of 10% should go to public transportation. He said they are envisioning a different system; one in which will help people get around get where they need to go and economic development. The fact of public transportation that they learned to offer transportation in the rural areas and physical disability, the hospitals are in desperate need for helping people to provide access to in/out patient care, offering services for commuters, about 25% of citizens are going into Cuyahoga County and believe our transit system would have a partnership with RTA to provide service and routes that would provide for food deserts in Lorain and Elyria and our job deserts in the suburbs.  They don’t see this as a luxury, neither do the Commissioners and think and know that from their polls that voters would support this and ask that the commissioners put the ¼% sales tax on the ballot for transit as is.

Mark Hullman, Amherst thanked the Commissioners said a lot of hard work goes into the jobs and thanked the Commissioners for their service.  He has lived in Lorain County for 63 years and Elyria was and always will be his hometown, he loves Lorain County.  In short term serving as MOVE’s treasurer he has learned a lot. MOVE has as tremendous amount of leaders, these folks are extraordinary leaders make a positive experience in Lorain County each day and make everything in their powers to make Lorain County better for all.  MOVE Lorain County has determined a vibrant sustainably public transportation system would benefit Lorain county. Vibrant and sustainable transportation will help economy by helping business with customers and employees and employers want to hire but there is a lack of transportation to get back and forth to work.  Vibrant and sustainable public transportation will help the seniors have access to medical appointments, doctors and food.  In his view providing a robust public transportation is not an expense it is an investment in Lorain County and he would make a request to the Commissioners and respectfully r4equest to immediate begin the process of putting a ¼% dedicated transportation sales tax on the ballot.  A vibrant, sustainable is needed and ¼% dedicated sales tax ensure vibrant and sustainable and it is the right thing to do and now is the right to time do.

Frank Whitfield, CEO Urban League and stated he only knows Lorain County. He understands how important this issue is, he had no transportation, he went on the bus to LCCC and is an honor to be where he is today as CEO of Urban League, on community council of NOACA. So his prospective and investment into grassroots and now to a nonprofit he recognizes and had opportunity to see where the development is.  He traveled to New York last week and they had adequate transportation and wanted to share his learning personnel experience and where the relation is to our region and swimming against the current.  1) people say want; 2) employers like Riddell is locating to suburbs and how are people going to get there 3) letters of support from community leaders 4) research shows what is needed and putting $1 million into transit we are so far behind others like Stark County at $16 million, etc. 5) opportunity growing in this region and we are disconnected.  He said Hyland hired 300 people last year and at Urban League they are always trying to find people opportunity but there are so many in Cuyahoga County and Westlake but how is Lorain County connected to this, it’s like we live on the mason Dixon line or an island. 6) access and adequacy, women used LCT to get to work but had to be dropped off at the mall in Elyria and no way to get home, she was stranded because the bus did not go her way 7) movement in society is the millennium, next generation but people are trying to play politics it’s not priority, people want public service and to invest in Lorain County.  He would implore the Commissioners to reconsider MOVE’s request rather than bundling it in with general fund and this is an investment not an expense.  By making an investment, the revenue will increase because more people will be working, more people will shop, etc., it’s not an expense, its investment.  He asks that we move Lorain County forwarded and a dedication ¼% sales tax for transit and let the public decide if they want.
Joe Miller, Amherst Councilman said Amherst is one of the main corners connecting the north and south of the county and Amherst is a destination location and a public transit system would make it easier for all of Lorain County to travel to places for young and old.  He stated the millenniums, 21 – 27 years just don’t want to drive but want to work, etc.  He asked the Commissioners to consider in moving MOVE and Amherst as well as other city leaders, etc providing as much needed and essential job creating transportation system.

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Sharon Pearson, Oberlin City Council thanked the Commissioners for hearing the proposal from MOVE. When she first moved to Lorain County, Oberlin she did not have a car, did not need one but with her involvement, she recently acquired her mom’s car at 132,000 miles and hates to drive, rather take public transportation. She looks forward to the day when she can take public transportation to any part of this county and elsewhere, in fact one of her things she wants to do is go downtown Amherst on a public transit system.  What she is hearing today there is a proposal for a split that is not viable for her or in her lifetime.  We have been advocating for a capable, sustainable, smart and palatable transit system that is dedicate and only way this will happen is a ¼% sales tax.  When she was involved in the last public transit initiative and a property tax dedicated bringing $400,000 and not a fan but did not have any data to show otherwise but now as a member of MOVE she has this information and we are not alone we need to catch up to the world with public transportation.  She stated the consult said the minimum requirement is ¼% sales tax for vibrant dedication transit system and if you believe in investing in the Lorain county people the Commissioners will consider a full dedicated sales tax.
Commissioner Kokoski said we are close, we all want the same thing, and just the dollar amount is different.  This would be a first step in that process of putting a standalone tax on in the future for transit but this will ramp up the matching dollars. The dedication is there, we all want the same things but between $2.5 – 9 million are only difference there is and it can still happen.
Angel Arroyo, Lorain City Council said the City has as difficult budget and it’s a dying speech to say we want the youth to stay, but nothing is provided, if there are jobs they need transportation.  There is a need for everyone to have transportation.

Emily Ware, Avon Lake – United Way tax collector.  She stated that they have a survey and the top thing for tax returns are transportation. She stated one of her clients goes to Ohio Means Job since it is a central location but she has to pay $50 for a taxi to get there, this should not be a challenge to file taxes we need a quality, sustainable transportation and will start with an investment of a dedicated  ¼% sales tax.
Elizabeth Rusini, Elyria was asked by a friend of her to drive around her son so he could put applications in, she was happy to do so, but if he does find something, he has no way to get there.  His mother is a school teacher so she needs her car and she is on SSI/disability so she is unable to do it all the time. Her car is 14 years old, need a muffler, rust, no income to replace, cannot stand to be in the house and she has too much to offer and make a difference in Lorain County but Lorain County needs transportation, there is a lot of passion in this room. If this county is going to grow this benefit is needed and she knows there are rough times the parks are growing there is the lake all are making improvements but no one can enjoy because no public transportation.
Tommy Harris, Pastor moved back here from Indy and understands the Commissioners have a tough job but you can see all these leaders in this room have come together.  He remembers going to LCCC and waiting on the bus to get to class and we have to walk by faith but we have to continue to try. When he stopped going to school, he had no money, he had to try again, in everything we do you have to try again. He believes the people are speaking and knows the job is hard, but let’s try again, we can make a difference.
John Presuit, Oberlin said all the comments thus far are the importance of having a stable source of transportation.  He thanked the Commissioners but said there is a 100 bus rule less than are eligible for federal operating assistance it’s a 50/50 match. He spoke last time of critical mass where ridership will build because there will be enough people and remove some politics or possibility so this system can go forever it’s been 7 years since we have lost funding and collapse 14 routes system and move forward for an adequate amount to move the mass and guarantee companies that want to move here and get people to work, etc.
Commissioner Kalo appreciates all the comments today and the passion from Frank as a millennium and others and do understand. He come from Lorain had a business down there and understand the need for a ¼%. Currently there is an obligation to look at, understand the data but they have an obligation to look at the wanted issues and what the public is willing to participate in. This gives us a good ramp up, good starting point to get back in the game significantly $2.5 million is no money to sneeze at, in the past was $5 million into the program this is with match and a $1 million from the county.  He thinks from a standpoint looking at the needs out there and ability to grow the system properly because transit is taken, we had 14 routes and buses were empty, biggest need is Elyria and Lorain our urban area and getting to our eastern suburbs he sits on Team Lorain County and Chamber and knows there is a concern. We need to show the public that there needs to be a starting point of a ¼% dedicated sales tax which is outside of our allowable taxes and start a system, see that it works and go back to the voters and go for a full ¼% tax.  MOVE is going for a 501 c3 not for profit and to say no they will not support this issue and he might be short sighted but it is a starting point and for us that are business and/or not for profit or in government there is always some type of compromise, don’t get everything you want all the time. But you get something and good place to start and argue position further and looking forward to moving this forward and having public hearings and address some of the needs for the general fund. Everybody is for this and will show the public the needs are out there and there will be multiple issues as you read through this agenda that are looking to be placed on the ballot; Alcohol & Drug Addiction Services with the big heroin issue, the drug lab/coroner issue – due to heroin and opiate use the coroner needs to perform more autopsies and law enforcement needs drug lab to perform more test to catch the bad stuff, also the TB clinic and this was reduced several years ago and privatized and there are multiple issues not to mention all the school and city issues, etc. In regards to the transit issue in which everyone is here for and have a global look and not all narrow minded, we would like to start a system, ramp up to serve most and there are other avenues out there and $2.5 million to start he is comfortable and there is compromise and we need to work together to get this passed and hope that there is participation, improve the service and go back to the voters asking for a full ¼% and this is what has been done and this is where we are going.
Commissioner Kokoski echo’s what Commissioner Kalo said. She said just because she is seating where she is today, does not mean she cannot relate, she does relate.  She has 2 – 26 year old boys, neither has vehicles trying to get back and forth to work every day and she is the uber mom right now. She knows that a transit system is needed, it affects her personally and she understands and thinks that right now there is to be a compromise and work together and in 5 years we can put a dedicated full ¼% on for transit but right now, fiscally it would be irresponsible for them to do that.
Commissioner Lundy said the number one question he received as a state representative and number one question as a commissioner, is “what are you doing about jobs”. This is a jobs issue; he had people come up to him telling him to keep transit going and getting an education and the effectiveness of transit.  This is not because of the efforts it’s because of the lack of funding and in his gut/heart, the time is right, sadly missed opportunity and he is disappointed but the reality is that we have an issue before us that will help keep transit moving forward and have the voter decide but the votes are not there to happen. COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR




Mr. Cordes said the board voted on airport lease and the county always gets grief on the money spent on the airport but the county has no choice to operate  Every time FAA money is received it is always a 20 year obligation. The general fund revenue that goes to the airport does not generally exceed $50,000 annually most of other monies are from money generated to run airport, it’s always a challenge.

Mr. Cordes said the TB levy is about ½ of what is was 6-7 years ago cooperating with Mercy, Infectious disease and only a 6% increase over all in last 5 years done a good job and reminder votes this is a decrease levy and is needed because this is a required service so if it does not come from a levy the general fund will have to pay for it.

Mr. Cordes said JFS annual report and we receive complaints often and people are sensitive, people do their best but it is a hard job. The call center takes about 19,500 calls/month, average about 6,800 visits in lobby/month and amount of money with Medicaid was $470 million, food assistance was $59 million and Ohio works $7.5 million and that is not all their programs, plus CSEA is there for child support. The employees work hard and it is a huge volume. Commissioner Kokoski said with Medicaid expansion it will even be bigger. Mr. Cordes said each case worker handles about 1800 cases, that’s a lot and childcare has 1,651 families getting assistance for childcare, amazing operation, lots of good people and don’t get credit.  Commissioner Lundy said his monthly column and he reported on this report and numbers are astonishing, employees do the best they can and the call center had a few issues but continue to work through it.

 Mr. Cordes said had a rating call with Moody’s yesterday, not well. It is apparent that the county is doing one options meaning the county is at the last resort and running out of options and now the clear capital is cash flow issue and revenue not meeting needs for operation cost, even if sell property, take out of reserves. They area ware and not sure if we will be downgrade, which would be the first.
