Commissioner Lundy said there is a levy on the ballot that will cost less than $.50 cents per month and sadly there are a lot of deaths with this heroin epidemic and this office struggles to keep going.  He also thanked Dr. Evans for the community participation and the forums that he holds to put those discussions out there.

Dr. Evans said if you go back in time there use to be about 15 overdoes annually and then in 2010/2011 it was around 20 over deaths and then in 2012 it was over 60 over dose deaths, what happened.  Must be bad drugs, not really it is the same drugs people have died from previously but something changed tripling the deaths.  The demographics have changed to a person being white, middle class, suburban, employed and 60% are males; 40% are females, this is all due to the opiate epidemic.  In 2007 over doses became the leading cause of deaths in the state of Ohio.  Lorain County really saw an impact in 2012.
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· Over 600 people die each day in the world from an overdose---25 per hour

· Over 100 people die each day in the USA of an overdose---5 per hour

· Over 8 people die each day of an overdose in the state of Ohio---1 every 5 hours

· Two to three people die every week in Lorain County

Why should you care?  Many people are judgmental, thin the herd out and disappointed to hear people speak loosely and don’t really know anything about this.  Dr. Evans said crimes are usually drug related; broken into cars and homes and even homicides.  He sits on the Fatality Board and had quarterly meeting a few days ago and they reviewed all the crashes in Lorain County and 80% are from people that are on drugs, alcohol or both.  How does this affect you, is if you are on the road with an impaired driver it can affect a lot of people. 
· Our nations prison population has exploded because of drug abuse

· 80% of offenders abuse drugs or alcohol

· Nearly 50% of jail and prison inmates are clinically addicted 

· Approximately 60% of individuals arrested for most types of crimes test positive for illegal drugs at arrest

These agencies are excellent partners.  When drugs are tested and link that drug to a dealer, the federal/state goes after that person and puts them away.  This is why resources are needed to do testing, etc. and all demand on the Coroner to prove cases and closures to families.

He started Project DAWN - Deaths Avoided With Naloxone

What is Naloxone?

Naloxone commonly known as Narcan is a medication that can reverse and overdose caused by an opioid drug.  When administered during an overdose, Naloxone blocks the effects of opioids on the brain and restores breathing within two to eight minutes.  It has been safely used by emergency medical professionals for over forty years and has only one function: to reverse the effects of opioids on the brain and respiratory system to prevent death.  

How long can a person go without breathing, possibly 5 minutes, after this no one can bring you back.  A rescue squad at minimum takes about 5-10 minutes to get to a scene, where police are usually within the neighborhoods and can get on a scene within a few minutes. But it was against the law for law enforcement to administer.  So he said we are going to save lives even if it is just one, so he spoke with the State Legislator and Senator Gayle Manning.
Coroner cont.
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Senate Bill 57

Established a one year pilot project in Lorain County to which qualified emergency responders in that county may obtain and administer Naloxone to revive a person suffering from an apparent  opioid- related overdose.  Allows a police officer to carry and administer Naloxone to an apparent  opioid- related overdose.   Gives immunity from liability if the police officer is acting in good faith. 
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Results

· As of 10/ 1/14,  1st year of the project, 60 lives were saved (92%), by law enforcement and over 200 as of today in Lorain County.   Commissioner Kokoski asked if these 200 people were saved by the police, what about ambulance, etc., we need to know these numbers.  Dr. Evans said he only has the data from the police since this is real time; don’t have numbers from others because they don’t get there fast enough.
· Mind-set change for the Police and Public
· Calls from Police Depts from all around the state of Ohio, and the United States and now almost everyone carries this. With this project in Lorain County they have saved hundreds of lives in Lorain County, State of Ohio and through the United States by having this available.  

· In 2012 deaths tripled, then narcan leveled if off but now fentanyl came along, a synthetic narcotic made in a lab by importing and then they substitute fentanyl for the heroin or mixing it. But fentanyl is 50 times stronger than herion so these people that were just doing herein are now getting a 100 times stronger drug and they are dying.  The drug lab does testing but they need to keep ahead of the game as well and this is very costly, so with this epidemic and other services the office provides, they are out of money and it is not getting better it is only worse.

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He said back in 2012 he use to read the ages, sex, who claimed the body, etc so he knew a little more about the person, but since the numbers have risen tremendously he just shows a picture of a grave yard, that shows how many people die daily and now there are more cemeteries needed.

Commissioner Lundy said with the 200 lives saved in Lorain County with the police are there repeats. Dr. Evans said yes, there are discussions out there that people are abusing narcan but if we can save 1 person it is worth it to him.  Part of recovery is relapse and yes we have saved some more than once others have been saved to be productive and not use.

Commissioner Lundy said there was a push on narcan to save people but there are no treatment facilities to get people better from addiction.  He saw a billboard that says get free narcan all people should carry and he is concerned if this sends a false security measure, if I use narcan, I can be saved.  Dr. Evans said he does not think so, are there people that abuse, yes but when he started this he would have narcan dispensers everywhere to get it in the hands of everyone in public places. The users don’t want the narcan, they spend money to get high, they use narcan they lose the high, they waste money and if they are a real users and they get narcan they will be sent into a withdraw.  Commissioner Lundy said when individuals are taken to the hospital some are getting doses hours later. Dr. Evans said yes especially if it is fentanyl, it is very powerful and the responders are using sometimes up to 5 doses at a time and it will eventually wear off and they are brought to the hospital to be observed.

Commissioner Lundy said when the Commissioners gave approval for the ADAS board to put a levy on the ballot, he received a call and they said people that are doing this are reckless, why should the public have to pay for this. Commissioner Lundy said not all people that are users are bad, this can save and change a person’s life and be productive.
Dr. Evans said there are two types of people that do drugs; 1) people in his office; young people that are doing crazy things, like peer pressure or people that had a problem and went to their doctor and received prescriptions from their doctors; these are the people that are dying.  We need to stop being judgmental, he sees all lives
Commissioner Lundy thanked him and he knows the department is overwhelmed and the problem needs addressed and this issue before the voters on a $100,000 a home equals about $6/year.  This is another department that is very important office in county government and thanked him for all his community outreach.

Commissioner Kokoski said there was an article in the newspaper that there were 1,000 over does hit Ohio County in 2 months; hospital workers in a county in southwest Ohio are handling about 15 over doses per day on a sedative that is used for elephants found in heroin.  She thanked the Coroner he works hard, very knowledge, giving facts and there is no longer shame people are talking about it, we need to keep educating the public and the children and save lives.  She watched the video ADAS, Prosecutor and LACADA made for students and Chief Prosecutor Koury stated in the video “200,000 people in Ohio are addicted in Ohio right now”. Dr. Evans said that is a low number. Commissioner Kokoski said we need to do something about prevention, keep up with the narcan and figure out what to do with these people and also did the PAARI (Police Assisted Addiction Recovery) and the Vitatrol shots. 


County Administrator Cordes said besides the drug epidemic the coroner’s office is responsible for all deaths.  Dr. Evans said since the county does not have a trauma hospital here, many people are taken to Metro and all car accident victims are life flighted.  Well these bills are not cheap and have no control over the costs.   He has a limited amount of resources and cannot always do a test or autopsy but if he cannot justify spending the money he will not and sometimes there are multiple calls in one day and with the limited staff sometimes residents have to wait until the Coroner arrives.  He said they are very limited, small department and most doctors are his friends working for about $12/hour helping him out, getting called out any all hours of the day.  Mr. Cordes said many residents want closure with test and autopsies.  

Commissioner Kalo thanked Dr. Evans for all he does, great job and Issue 33 is $5.60/year on a $100,000 a home.

WILLOW CREEK PROJECT                                      September 28, 2016


Don Romancak, Director – Lorain County Community Development Department said a Great Lakes Restoration Initiative grant was received for $600,000 for Eaton Township.  The Health District, along with Black River Advisory to help improve ecology and a healthy watershed for the Black River and Lake Erie.  This project just went out to bid and would like to award to Sci-Tech and located around the corner from this project.  
· Contract cost for improvements - $279,705

· 100% Grant funded

· Nearly 1,000 linear feet of stream restoration

· 9 different companies bid from 3 states

· Result of previous grant for preliminary studies from Ohio EPA through Lorain County General Health District as a result of Black River AOC 

· Will provide some storm water detention – approximately 3.5 acre feet

· Improve water quality by removing sediment, nutrients and heavy metals

· Collaborative effort with Eaton Twp doing minimal maintenance to ensure outlet is not clogged

Mr. Romancak the reason storm restoration is an opportunity to achieve a lot and bring money into the community while have storm 

water retention and the sediments will be dropped from the water as well as the nutrients that will protect the water supply.  The Black River AOC has removed the fish advisory.  He said Eaton Township has been very cooperative along with the property owners preserving the land with great effect.  He also noted that the EPA has a lot of requirements and one is the sediments/nutrients and there are 8 MS4 areas in the county now with no numeric listing which is good and the stormwater district has been beneficial since it was established.  Mr. Cordes said the Stormwater district has no additional employees; many staff members have acquired the work.

Building/Business Owner agrees:


To implement the renovation project according to the requirements of the CDBG program as 
presented by the Community and its representatives, including:

· Providing a sketch of the facade improvements.

· Providing work write-ups or specifications adequate for acquiring quotes or bids from contractors.

· Providing cost estimates from a qualified third party.

· Submitting the project to the Design Review Board and obtaining approval from this Board, when necessary.

· Assuring that OHPO clearance is acquired, when necessary.

· Acquiring the necessary permits to complete the project (building, zoning, and planning commission).

· Acquiring at least three quote/bids from qualified contractors to construct the proposed improvements.

· The Community requests the funds from the State of Ohio.  Receipt of funds could take up to 3-6 weeks.  Once funds are received, the Community reimburses the property owner for 50% balance of contract, up to $10,000, whichever is less.
