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b. Clerk Upton stated a letter will be sent to Senate President requesting an appointment as Ex-Officio member replacing Sue Morano.

c. Fy2008/2009 budget revisions

Ken Carney said 2010/2011 shows the $25,000 was allocated to Westshore.

Bill Holtzman said 2008/2009 showed under and over runs and in 2009 was Baumhart 

resurfacings and budgeted $107,900 and only used $82,304.94 and Colorado budgeted $26,000 used $25,854.54 and money needs to be used by November 2011. He is recommending the additional money to be used for Griswold Road in amount of $73,205.12, which Commissioners approved in July 2010 and $19,775.40 for Baird Road Bridge local share. 


James Cordes asked what is being done with the Airport; there is still work to be done.  Mr. Holtzman said the two studies were done to Bramhall and no ARRA funds were received therefore nothing else was done. Mr. Cordes said this project needs to stay alive and will continue to ask and eventually become shovel ready in order to do spur road.

Ted Kalo said this road is from the airport to RT20 behind landfill and City of Oberlin does support this and there is over $1 million in construction costs.
Ted Kalo said is there money in the 2010/2011 to make the airport project step into another phase. 

Ken Carney said mitigation/wetlands need to be done; there is around $25,000 in 2011.  He stated it will go from SR301 to Russia Road for go with west alignment. Mr. Holtzman said in 2010/2011 do wetland/mitigation study which would cost around $25,000.
Mr. Kalo said capital request have been for major projects like; South Shore – St. Joes, Lorain (improvement dollars or fixing), or airport, or north/south coordinator to move project forward and currently the house has said no earmarks and not sure what the capital request for this year is. Usually the Board of Commissioners through Community Development Department puts packages together asking for earmarks and the Transportation Center was over a 10 year process.

Approve the proposed FY2010/FY2011 budget revisions)


Bill Holtzman recommends the budget stay.


James Cordes asked what are the projects. Mr. Holtzman said Griswold Road acquisition of right of way and wants to see money go towards the airport for right of ways. Commissioner Kalo said Griswold Road was started in 2006/2007 budget. Mr. Cordes said one house has to buy the old farmhouse.


Lori Kokoski asked about the Commuter Rail, Ted Kalo said there is $45,000 allocated there now, but waiting on analysis report and tiger 2 funds.


Mr. Holtzman said maybe call another meeting in the spring to review the budgets regarding the Westshore Commuter Rail based upon the analysis report and the review of the wetlands and maps for the spur road project.


Mr. Holtzman said Chamberlain Road is an 80/20 grant and funds were received from CEAO and Commissioners approved last month.  

Mr. Kalo said there is $30,000 of unappropriated funds, Mr. Cordes said wetland mitigation study and right of way acquisition needs to be done in order to move forward on airport.  Mr. Kalo asked if Allied would donate land, Mr. Holtzman said if property is acquired and if apply for federal monies it has to be done in accordance with federal guidelines so property would have to be appraised, etc.  Maybe bring the alignment back to another meeting in order to finalize.

Mr. Kalo asked what the rating was on Chamberlain Road Bridge, Mr. Holtzman said rated poor and CEAO approved funds for 2014.

Ms. Kokoski asked how much is needed for Commuter Rail, Mr. Kalo said the $45,000 is the match for the Tiger grant and could be re-appropriated depending on the analysis report.
