Approve the FY2009 revisions to budget)


Bill Holtzman, Engineers’ Office stated the Airport Spur Road preliminary engineering service was completed by Bramhall Engineering & Surveying Co., Inc., Avon, Ohio.


Griswold Road monies have been committed.


North/South Corridor monies have not been spent, but would like to improve Baumhart Road (existing north/south corridor); US 20 N to Garfield road and next phase on Russia Road to RT2.


James Cordes said he would like to revisit the Quarry project next year with the possible sewer down Baumhart.  Ken Carney said all crossings will be bored and sewer will be outside permit limits.

Bill Holtzman said to upgrade the plans to comply with ARRA is for SR611 is $26,000.

Ted Kalo asked about the concrete repairs to LaGrange Road. Bill Holtzman said main access to LCRA is LaGrange Road to Oberlin/Elyria Road. Ken Carney said north limits bridge to Rt 10 with ODOT on south side.
James Cordes said we need to get airport/highway studies done and do acquisition.

Sheffield Village Mayor John Hunter asked about Abbe Road widening.  Ken Carney said the Village would have to pay for engineering and would get it back 100% by OPWC.  Mayor Hunter would like this to be shovel ready bid by January 2011.  Mr. Holtzman said a meeting is to take place with Lorain County Community College, City of Elyria to extend this to the entranceway, Mayor Hunter said it is only 536 feet.

Mayor John Hunter, Village of Sheffield asked for assistance or direction for Preservation Boulevard/Transportation Drive.  This was approved by Village Council but there are issues with the railroad and the 3.2 acres of wetlands was increased to 50 acres state class 1.  They can not assess more than 1/3 of the project cost to the property owners.  With the wetlands issue, the value of the land has decreased from getting $30,000/acre to $5,000/acre.  This access road is $1.8-2.2 million project.  The only business that was located there will be closing at the end of March. Many businesses have interested but the access road has been an issue.  The last administration did a TIF and we have been paying only interest on the loan and have applied for ARRA monies.
