Approval of minutes:

James R. Cordes moved, seconded by Lori Kokoski to approve the minutes of January 13, 2014 as submitted.  Upon roll call the vote taken resulted: Ayes: All

Report of the presiding officer(s), and/or acting director of staff: There were no issues for this day.
Other Reports and communications: There were no issues for this day.
Old Business: There were no issues for this day.
New business:

Mr. Klaiber said an email was received on April 2 indicating the applications were due by 
May 30 for the FY15 projects.  

The applications that received money for last year were;

1)
Cooper Foster Park received $200,000 for design and engineering and Commissioners approved a formal action next week to NOACA and will proceed with designs and probably will ask for an extension.
2)
LaGrange received $250,000 for right of way acquisitions.  A kick off meeting will be held this week.
3)
Abbe Road received $250,000 to help Sheffield Village with the local share of project
Mr. Klaiber said the applications to be considered for FY15 are as follows:

1)
Griswold Road, $250,000
He would like to proceed with Griswold, this is 100% county project, other than sewer and water line City of Elyria is doing.  

2)
Lear Nagle between Lorain and Center Ridge Roads, N. Ridgeville - $250,000
He stated that TID engineering funds have been expended/reimbursed and they are just getting in to the right of way acquisitions now, so this is not slated with NOACA until 2016. So he would suggest this to be next year’s application.

3)
SR57/SR 2 Project. The City of Elyria bid this project and Karvo Construction was apparent low bidder and City has about $1 million that ODOT would require to be paid, so TID money could be used as reimbursement.
4)
SR57, Village of Grafton was award, had kick off construction meeting and Village has around $450,000 local share and they would have to relocate utilities since they are their own electric utility supplier.   
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Mr. Klaiber indicated that Ford Motor Avon Lake Plan has recently discussed expansion and 

Office of Jobs and Commerce approached them on improvements in this area.  Engineer’s office met with Sheffield Village Mayor Hunter along with Don Romancak, Community Development and Team Lorain County, Team NEO and there are signals on Abbe Road that would need improved and estimate was $1.2 million for signals and widening of Oster Road.  He stated through the State’s 629 funds have already put on the table $350,000 towards improvement and would double to $700,000 last week but still waiting for confirmation.  He would break project in half, using the $700,000 towards road widening component and make separate application to NOACA for signals for SEMAC funds.  

Commissioner Kalo said there are $60 million dollars available in SEMAC funds.  Mr. Klaiber said we can use TID monies for engineering but 629 funds can’t, so he would like to make an application for $50,000 for Oster Road towards engineering for traffic signals.

Mr. Cordes asked what are we going to accomplish that would aid job development and retention for Ford. Mr. Klaiber said for the application across the road from Avon Lake Ford are several business that all support Ford and speaking with Mayor Hunter and Team Neo and everything that comes out of Ford on east side of Abbe Road goes through one of those business whether it is for retro or logistic and shipping.  So this would aid those businesses that support Ford.  Mr. Cordes said speed up freight.
Commissioner Kalo said he met with Mayor Hunter and this will give better access to and from these businesses.  Commissioner Kokoski said there is already a traffic light. Mr. Klaiber said yes and that is the complaint these traffic signals need to be upgraded.

Commissioner Williams said Grafton has to move the utilities.  Mr. Klaiber said Grafton is their own electric supplier and there are other utilities- telephone/cable that are on this space as well by permit so these should be able to be moved at suppliers cost.  

Commissioner Kalo asked if there was a utility board. Mr. Cordes said not sure, he believes utilities go through council.

Mr. Lundy asked if there has been any discussion with City of Avon on Lear Nagle interchange going south, come off the new interchange then go back down into 2 lanes with big ditches on both sides going to Detroit.  Also going north there are two lanes with economic development this way as well.  
Mr. Klaiber said we could set up a meeting with City of Avon and let them know this is what TID has to offer.

Mr. Cordes said Center Ridge to Lorain Blvd and there is a lot of traffic coming off of 480 now.  Mr. Lundy said this is off I90.  Mr. Cordes said it would be nice to have Lear Nagle go from 480 to SR2/I90 just like Sterns Road, N. Olmsted.  Mr. Kalo said he knows there has been discussion at NOACA on the historic district in Avon and the expanding
