Several discussions took place on the North/South Coordinator projects.  The Study, Part 1 and Part 2 the Engineer’s office has already paid for this, they need to get reimbursed. c. Other;

Betty Blair sent a letter to NOACA regarding commuter rail and a meeting would be held to discuss this as well as having a presentation at a Lorain County Community Alliance meeting.

Ron Twining said two cities are opposed; Betty Blair said Lakewood is now on board and Rocky River has a new mayor.

Lori Kokoski said she would rather support the commuter rail project and get monies allocated her rather than the North/South corridor project.  James Cordes said something needs to be done or things will continue to go to Erie and Cuyahoga Counties.

Betty Blair said something needs to be defined on the rail.  James Cordes suggested organizing a committee and reviewing the issue with strategy and having meeting, provide guidance, leadership and see what can be done.  Ron Twining said the Mayor in Lorain County should be all on board before it goes elsewhere.

2. James Cordes said there was $500,000 spent on the industrial park for the road 
into the airport.  Ron Twining said October 2003, ½ million was received; spent $262,000 for Columbia Gas to put a line there, 2004 and 2005 there was no drawdown so it was returned to the state.  The runway needs to be expanded.  James Cordes said a TIF needs to be looked at for the airport for public infrastructure and he will have Vorys, Sater, Seymour & Pease – Scott Ziance look into this.


Ron Twining said he has been exploring cdbg grant and looking at; lease long term on north side with $3-8 million improvement building to get finance with a 99 year lease and the FBO sell gas with 2-3 people providing the fuel.


Ted Kalo said the projects need to be prioritized, get committees established and bring back
