· Mr. Klaiber said SR57, Lorain and Chester, Avon we approved and moving forward

· Mr. Lundy asked if correspondence goes out to jurisdictions on suggestions within their communities.  Mr. Klaiber said he discusses plans with various jurisdictions and if a project makes sense and is project ready he will put in queue.
· Mr. Cordes asked about Center Ridge Road, N. Ridgeville with Riddel moving there.  Mr. Klaiber said there has not been any discussions as of now.

Mr. Kalo said need money for Rt 10 for the road improvement to airport for foreign trade zone. Senator Manning said economic development at the airport. Mr. Cordes asked about an earmark.  Mr. Carney said it would be like a $7 million dollar road
· Mr. Kalo said the airport is just like the north/south corridor he discussed years ago with I71

· Senator Manning asked about the road by Columba Station and Strongsville. Mr. Cordes said there is an industrial park there but Strongsville does not want to help with the sewers, they would rather have annexation.
