State 2 plans are now complete and have been submitted to ODOT for review. Reimbursement request submitted in October of 2014 for $87,991. However, NOACA is holding up the application for federal funding as they do not believe the project is warranted. Commissioner Kalo said he has had discussions with Lorain Mayor Ritenauer and Amherst Mayor Taylor and hope this will be on 2018/2019 construction

Bob Klaiber said TID submitted 4 projects in April and only 2 projects were accepted. The other two projects; Elyria SR57 and Village of Grafton.  He stated ODOT considers these good projects but they have already contributed funds and looking for other local projects.

Commissioner Lundy asked about SR57 because this is a huge project. Mr. Klaiber said it is around $21 million and City of Elyria had a local share of $1 million but TID can only receive $250,000 and tried to submit on behalf of Elyria as local funds and ODOT’s position is they have already contributed. Commissioner Kalo said this is now a competitive process. Mr. Klaiber said there is around $3 million state wide to compete to submit applications and maximum amount is $250,000 and they consider projects that are ready to go.

Mr. Klaiber has been in conversations with City of Avon, because they are growing and we have received money previous on Lear Nagle for right of way.
Oster Road could have some short fall.

Commissioner Lundy said Lear Nagle, Avon. Mr. Klaiber said the Lear Nagel Road construction is the North Ridgeville portion.  Commissioner Lundy said he was looking at interchange of I90 in Avon, big roads, and then goes into open ditches up to Detroit Road.
Mr. Cordes said there is a project - old SR20, airport, republic. The old engineering study has been reviewed, there has been some activity and could potentially be huge.

Commissioner Kalo asked if letters are sent to entities asking for projects. Mr. Klaiber said no, there are usually county projects that are upcoming, a project list could be started but we cannot guarantee any entity money for the projects.

Commissioner Lundy said fastest two growing communities in county are North Ridgeville and Avon.

Commissioner Kokoski asked about Chester Road, Avon being straightened.  Mr. Klaiber said yes, being reviewed. 
Commissioner Lundy asked about the mall area, this should be the central point of retail, SR57 is being improved, and there is a turnpike exit right of into the mall.  Mr. Klaiber asked if there was a master plan of City of Elyria.
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Commissioner Lundy said there was discussion on 49th Street bridge down. Mr. Cordes said there were plans with the mall, economy tanked and the mall declined. Commissioner Lundy said turnpike exit dumps you right there and when he was with the state he was hoping this county would have got a bass pro shop, cabelas. He stated West Virginia did it with their exit ramp, right into the store.

Mr. Cordes said with ODOT they will not do off ramp access, prime example is Cobblestone, Sheffield Village if there was an off chute it would have ended a lot of the congestions off Detroit and Abbe Road.

Commissioner Kalo said the biggest problem is this county, there is no easy southern access to I71.
Mr. Klaiber said we will have to meet again in April to approve our projects.
