Bob Klaiber said no funds for that
Matt Lundy said Lear Nagle too with all the new business going there come from a new off ramp with 4 lanes than go to 2 lanes at 25 MPH to Detroit Road. What about a runabout at Lear at railroad tracks.  Bob Klaiber said the Mayors need to address and he does meet with Avon annually to see what could be potential projects

Matt Lundy said we need to meet with Avon Lake and Avon Lake with SR83 because this is a chokepoint at RR

Bob Klaiber said with Matt Lundy’s leadership on NOACA these are good projects to be discussed at TLCI grant

Ken Carney asked about Sheffield Village / Avon

Matt Lundy said SR254-Detroit/Abbe Road and can’t believe a Starbucks is going where the Burger King went out of business. This area is congested, and to have another access point out.

Shaun Dussala said Sheffield Village Mayor had discussed but late in getting a request in.  Bob Klaiber said ODOT is working on safety issues in this area with possible temporary dividers.  Jim Cordes said ODOT really needs to look at a de-ramp off into the Sam’s Club area in Sheffield Village
