$25,000 each. Discussion was held on the need and congestion in that area. Mr. Cordes asked 
what Mike Bass Ford thought

3)
SR2/I90 to Abbe Road, Sheffield Village put in delineations a safety improvement. Mr. Cordes 
said delineations on SR58 look terrible and there were business that closed up because of those. 

Mr. Klaiber said projects that are ready to go and have economic development are usually funded and we did that last year with SR301, Oster by Ford Plant.


Commissioner Lundy said ODOT talks about ED but there are safety issues that are real concerns. He spoke with Mayor Jensen and Zilka on SR83 south of railroad tracks this road is a safety hazard. Mr. Klaiber said maybe TRAC funds but needs to get on the loop just like Center Ridge Road. 


Mr. Cordes said gave Spitzer an ED letter to bring their headquarters on Transportation Blvd, not using old dealership will build new with 42 new jobs, also possibly a car museum for all his old cars. Would like to see that access road to the industrial park but there is a railroad easement and swamp land.
