Governor Kasich released the state FY14/15 executive biennial budget proposal today. Ohio Dept of Health will use this budget to build on its four key priorities; reducing infant mortality, curbing tobacco use, expanding the patient-centered medical home model of care and addressing the obesity epidemic. SFY14 budget is $648,717,859, 0.8 increases from SFY13, SFY15 is $651,871,702, slight increase over SFY14. Tobacco use remains single most preventable cause of death and disease, biennial budget request adds $1.5 million in GRF and other state funding each year to assist Ohioans in kicking the tobacco habit.
