September 26, Ohio 8th District Court of Appeals ruled that Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District does not have authority under ORC 6119 or its charter to implement the regional stormwater management program or to collect a stormwater fee, reversing, in part, the Cuyahoga County Common Pleas Court’s decision in the district’s favor.  As a result, we immediately suspended all regional storm water management program activities and will no longer collect stormwater service fees while we appeal the Court’s ruling to the Supreme Court to Ohio. You will have to pay stormwater fee until further notice, all other NEORSD, water, and/or local charges should be paid as usual.
